The Group of 77 developing nations 
and China want Secretary-General 
Ban Ki-Moon to give highest priority 
to the achievement of Millennium 
Development Goals (MDGs) 
agreed by the world leaders which 
seek to eliminate or drastically 
reduce several economic and social 
evils facing the world.

It also wants greater say for the 
developing nations in the interna-
tional financial institutions where it 
feels it voice is little heard at pres-
ent.

Briefing reporters on the agenda 
of G-77 for the current year, 
Chairman of the Group Ambassador 
Munir Akram of Pakistan conceded 
that G-77 have underlying differ-
ences with Ban on the way the 
issues should be addressed and 
prioritised.

The group, he said, wished to 
"see Ban succeed and to be seen as 
successful in the Organisation's 
operations".

However, the Group had its own 
developmental priorities and had 
s t ressed the need for  the 
Secretariat to give the highest 
priority to implementation of the 
Millennium Goals and the  interna-
tionally agreed development goals.

On the management reforms 
including bi furcat ion of the 
Department of Peacekeeping into 
field operations and mission sup-
port, differences continue to exist 
between developing countries 
especially troop contributors and 
the Secretariat supported the 
United States and its allies.

Akram said the group has not 
taken any position on that as it is an 
economic grouping but the Non 
Aligned Movement (NAM), which is a 

political gathering, has taken a stand. 
But he did articulate the position of 
the developing countries when he 
suggested that the support mission 
should be under the person in charge 
of the operations.

That's how the armies work, he 
said. Despite Ban having several 
round of talks with member States, 
this issue has not been resolved to 
the satisfaction of the development 
nations which has the sufficient 
strength in the 192-member 
General Assembly to block any such 
move.

Under pressure from the devel-
oping countries, Ban has agreed to 
bring his proposals before the 
General Assembly and those involv-
ing financial implications before the 
budgetary committee of the 
Assembly for discussion and 
approval.

Oil prices flat 
around key $60 
level in Asia

Oil prices traded flat around the key 
60-dollar mark in Asia on Thursday 
ahead of a weekly US report on 
energy inventories. 

At 2:05 pm (0605 GMT) New 
York's main oil futures contract, light 
sweet crude for delivery in April, was 
down eight cents to 59.99 dollars a 
barrel after jumping 1.22 dollars to 
close at 60.07 dollars a barrel in late 
US trades. 

Brent North Sea crude for April 
delivery slipped nine cents to 59.26 
dollars a barrel. 

"Looks like we finally broke 
through 60 dollars and we might be 
out of the weak season and going 
into a pre-season gasoline rally. The 
market may correct downwards by a 
bit, but the medium-term trend is on 
the upside," said Mitsubishi Corp 
energy risk manager Tony Nunan in 
Tokyo. 

Prices closed above 60 dollars in 
US trade Wednesday for the first 
time this year after Valero Energy 
Corp warned of a shutdown of its 
fire-hit west Texas refinery. 

Valero, the largest US refiner, 
said its McKee refinery could be 
closed for weeks after the weekend 
fire. 

"As we approach the gasoline 
season, the market is going to be 
sensitive to any problems with 
refineries," Nunan said. 

With the US winter coming to an 
end, attention is starting to shift to 
gasoline supplies as drivers return 
to the roads for springtime. 

"Whenever we have such a 
problem in big refineries in the US, it 
has an impact on oil prices," Fimat 
analyst John Kilduff said during US 
trading hours. 

The US Department of Energy's 
(DoE's) weekly snapshot of energy 
inventories was to be released later 
Thursday, a day later than usual 
because of Monday's Presidents' 
Day holiday.
