HAWON Akand's solo exhi-
bition titled 'What is Reality?' 
is a breath of fresh air in the 

local art scene. His art expresses 
the social and political issues of the 
day. Shawon explores the percep-
tion of art and identity of the artist in 
contemporary society. Through the 
exhibition he expresses his doubts 
over the elitist notions of art that 
gives individuals the illusion of 
'freedom of art' while in fact entrap-
ping them in a vast web of simulated 
reality. 

Earlier last week, the exhibition 
started at Drik Gallery with a brief 
opening act by the group 'Joler 
Gaan'. 

In the works on display Shawon 

has  ca re fu l l y  avo ided  t he  
problematisation of contemporary 
art, as he believes, “Art is an aes-
thetic expression of all varied con-
cepts belonging to people living in 
different places”. Instead of the 
familiar trends of abstract or 
postmodern images, Shawon has 
gone for human beings and their 
activities as the subject and looked 
for the answers to the critical and 
obtrusive questions related to art. 
The emphasis is more on ideas than 
on the creation of unique images. 
Contemporary social and political 
contexts have a dominating pres-
ence in paintings like Machine or 
Massacre, Urban Actors on the 
Stage, Because of Columbus, 
Disciples of Michel Foucault, It is 
Politics, An Epic of Progress, 

Corporate Colleagues and many 
others on display. Utilising familiar 
subjects, he deals with the conven-
tional concepts, structures and 
activities of the human beings in his 
works. He also uses photographs in 
some paintings which open up the 
possibility of many interpretations, 
but which generally reflect on con-
cerns and fantasies of a post-modern 
world, most commonly the relation-
ship between humans, suburban 
environments and nature.

Though some of the images are 
metaphorical, not much hard work is 
needed to break through the meta-
phors and grasp the thought behind 
the image. The viewer no longer 
gets lost in total confusion between 
art and reality.

Through the exhibition Shawon 
explores “the profound relation of 
power structure to art". Aesthetics 
and political expression are inex-
tricably linked in his art produc-
tion.

'What is Reality?': Shawon Akand's 
solo art exhibition

A new conference centre, dedicated 
to the memory of Ramesh Chandra 
Dutta, was inaugurated at the 
Chayyanat Sangskritik Bhaban on 
March 1. Noted educationist 
Professor Zillur Rahamna Siddiqui 
was the chief guest at the event.

Dancers, with candles in hand, 
ushered in the guests as artistes 
Mita Haq, Auditi Muhsin, Laisa 
Ahmed Lisa and Azizur Rahman 
Tuhin rendered Anandolokey 
mangalalokey.

General secretary of Chhayanat, 
Khayrul Anam Shakil briefed the 
guests on how construction of the 
conference centre would not have 
been possible without the assistance -
- financial and moral -- of Captain 
Mahfuzur Rahman and his family.

Speaking on Ramesh Chandra 
Dutta, Captain Rahman said, "Born 

in Faridpur, Dutta was very active in 
the movement against the British 
Raj. An avid follower of Netaji 
Subhash Chandra Bose, he was 
incarcerated several times by the 
Raj. During 'Partition' he chose not 
to leave the home of his ancestors. 
In the then East Pakistan, he dedi-
cated his life for betterment of the 
local underprivileged. 

"An ascetic in every sense, 
Dutta never went the family way. I 
had the opportunity to get 
acquainted with him and his val-
ues and philosophies left an 
indelible impression on me. In his 
final years, against his will, he had 
to move to West Bengal, India. 
This remarkable person passed 
away alone and uncared for in 
Kolkata in 1987.

"It is unfortunate that the 
individual who had dedicated 
himself to our country has always 

remained far from the limelight 
and no initiative to honour him 
was ever taken. I was keen on 
dedicating this conference cen-
tre to his memory for that rea-
son."

A Fistful of Tagore -- a collection 
of 14 poems and songs of Tagore -- 
translated by Shafi U Ahmed, was 
launched at the event. Professor 
Zillur Rahman Siddiqui unveiled the 
book.

Ahmed spoke on how Dutta had 
encouraged him in his endeavour. 
He also recited an excerpt from the 
book. President of Chhayanat and 
Tagore exponent, Dr Sanjida 
Khatun also spoke on the occasion. 

Artistes of Chayyanat -- Azizur 
Rahman Tuhin, Mita Haq, Laisa 
Ahmed Lisa and Auditi Muhsin -- 
performed solo songs at the 
programme.

Sazu Khadem is an actor turned art 
director on the small screen and 
theatre. He has designed stages for 
several TV shows, creating the 
appropriate ambience and he also 
does interior decoration. His acting 
skills too have won a warm recep-
tion from viewers and critics.   

Khadem embarked  on his acting 
career with drama serial Bholar 
Diary on ETV in 2000. It was a 
challenging role and showcased his 
histrionic talent. It also gave him 
considerable recognition. He has 
gained fame in a variety of single 
episode TV plays and serials such 
as Outdoor, Joba Kushum, Choitali 
Jochhonai, Bura Voot, Biyer Phool, 
Ashi Noshi Moshi , Double Century 
and many others aired on different 
TV channels.

More recently, he is  working with 
a late night TV show titled Raat 
Biratey, which is currently running 
on Banglavision. He is the art 
director of some popular TV shows 
such as Amar Ami, Agamir Kontho, 
Article 39 and Apnar Ki Bolar 
Achhey. He is the director, script-
writer and choreographer of the 
stage drama Super Glue and dis-
played excellence in most of these 
sections. His professional work as 
an art director began from the 
launch of the channel Banglavision 
in 2006.

When asked on his motivation in 
donning the mantle of an art direc-
tor, "I used to do have many hob-
bies even as a kid. I enjoy this 
madness. I feel I am living it up 
every minute. I like the challenges 

in life. My career bloomed with 
t h e a t r e  g r o u p  N a g o r i k  
Nattayangon where I was also 
asked to do some costumes, work 
on the sets and before I knew it I 

had turned art director. My main 
advantage  was that I had done my 
Master's of Fine Arts (MFA) from 
the Institute of Fine Arts, Dhaka 
University. ”

Talking about the challenges 

that confront him, he said, “The 
role of an art director is akin to that 
of a race driver. There is a risk 
factor; I have to win. I have to be on 
the move to achieve my goals. My 

advantage, I think, is that I have 
simple solutions for major prob-
lems. I have no expectations; I only 
know what I am capable of and  I 
do my best  wi th avai lab le 
resources. That is how I have 
survived everywhere. The only 
thing I can say is that it is different 
from anything that I have done. I 
have used simple materials to 
optimise my output.”

Explaining an art director's role, 
he said, “There is a tremendous 
change in the concept of art direc-
tion and that change has come 
about because the requirements 
and demands of the public have 
changed. They are exposed to 
be t te r  p rog rammes ,  be t te r  
filmmaking and this affects art 
direction too. I am expected to live 
up to the challenge offered by the 
programme. Personally, it has 
helped me grow. I can deliver what I 
am capable of only when there is a 
demand for it.” 

When asked about his transition 
from art direction to direction, he 
said, “I don't believe that anything is 
tough because I constantly prepare 
myself for the big chance that  may 
come my way in time. I take every-
thing in my stride. Personally, I am a 
man who believes in today and I 
believe in doing it well and on time. I 
put my whole heart into my work.” 

Sazu Khadem: An actor turned art director 

It's an astonishing feat, and only a composer of Bappi 
Lahiri's zingy spirit could pull it off. 

Says the ebullient Lahiri, "Lata Didi who recorded 
songs for my father Aparesh Lahiri also sang some of 
my most beautiful ballads including Saiyyan bina ghar 
soona (Aangan Ki Kali), Jaane kyon mujhe (Agree-
ment), Dard ki ragini (Pyaasa) and Sooni Sej sajaa doon 
(Jyoti) and of course the song Thoda resham lagta hai 
which became a huge international re-mix hit. Now, Lata 
Didi will record a song for my son Bappa." 

Bappi is naturally very proud. "There have been many 
instances of the legendary diva singing for father and son 
composers, like Sachin Dev and Rahul Dev Burman, 
Roshan and Rajesh Roshan. But never has she sung for a 
third-generation composer from the same family, or any 
family. I feel blessed." 

Lahiri currently in the news for his presence as a star-
judge on the popular Sa Re Ga Ma Pa Little Champs 

music show, is suddenly very much in demand as a singer. 
In the last few months he has recorded as many as 15 
songs in 15 days for music directors as far-ranging as 
Vishal-Shekhar and debutant Nitin Shankar. 

"Earlier I'd sing only my own songs. Now suddenly, 
new-generation music composers want my vocals. 
What can I say? But my proudest moment came when I 
sang for my son Bappa Lahiri for an untitled film being 
produced by Sanjay Gupta. It was a big moment for me, 
because I had sung for my father and now I got to sing 
for my son. I don't think any composer had the privilege 
to sing for both his father and son." 

The only other occasion when a father-composer got 
to sing for his son was when Sachin Dev Burman sang 
Doli mein bithaike for R D in Amar Prem.
