The GOB
has requested the World Bank (WB) to finance the project and the WEB has agreed in principle to support a 5-
year project from 2007 to 2012,

Overall objective The overall objective of the Project is to minimise the global threat posed by HPAI
to humans by controlling such infections in domestic poultry, and preparing for,
controlling, and responding to possible human infections, especially an influenza
epidemic and related emergencies. Though the objective is specific to HPA, the
interventions are expected to confribute o the control of other zoonotic diseases
and other types of infectious diseases, in terms of building overall response

capacity in the Country.

The Avian Influenza Preparednesé and Response Project (AIPRP) has three
components: (i) animal health; (i) public awareness and information; and (i)
implementation support and manitoring & evaluation.

The overall project development is to reduce the threat pased to poultry & human
by Highly Pathagenic Avian Influenza (HPAI) infection included other responses by
assisting the Government of Bangladesh (GoB) to prepare for control and respond
to Avian Influenza Pandemic & related emergencies. The project with suppart the
implementation of the National Avian Influenza and Human Pandemic Influenza
Preparedness and Response Plan (NAIHPIPAP) prepared by the GoB. Bangladesh
Avian Influenza (Al) project has been assigned World Bank environmental category
Orange-B. The project activities supporting Al prevention, preparedness & planning,
response & confainment are not expected to generate any adverse environmental
effects. The project activities are expected to have a pasitive environment impact as
some reasons. These are investments in facilities, equipment, training for
veterinary, paraveterinary, NGO, local representatives and public health sefvice &
laboratories. It will improve the effectiveness & safely over existing Al handling and
testing procedures by meeling intemational & hational standards. However, the
activities do present a moderate environmental risk from inadvertent spread of the
Al virus and waste management. The EMP addresses the moderate envirenmental
effects & can be managed during implementation of the project.

The proposed national livestock policy and action plan regards livestock as a sub-
sector and has direct as well as indirect implications for other national policies such
as Bangladesh Environmental Policy 1992 and Action Pfan, Bangladesh Trade
Policy, National Water Policy, PRSP and other policy. Bangladesh Environmental
Policy 1992 and Action Plan include all regions and development sectors in its
activities. It suggests that all development activities require environmental
protection permit to involve papulation in all activities. The Bangladesh Environment
Conservation Rules, 1997, included poultry farm, its feed and related products
under Qrange-B calegary; requiring submission of specified details of the projects,
no objection certificate from the local autharity, emargency plan relating adverse
environmental impacts and plan for mitigation of the effects. It also states standards
of discharge of untreated solid, liquid and gaseous wastes from any industry,
laboratory and sewerage lo surface water and groundwater. National Water Policy
and National Drinking Water and Sanitalion Policy also prehibit pollution of water
sources. Bangladesh Diseases of Animals Act, 2005, and Bangladesh Animal and
Animal Product Quarantine Acl, 2005. Bangladesh Wildlife Preservation
(Amendment) Act 1974 are the important conlrol and disease eradication laws.
Bangladesh is a member of OIE, FAO and WHO. The National Al Preparedness
and Response Plan prepared with FAQ and WHO means that the international
palicies and interests are given due consideration. Overall, the national and
interational policylegal environment allows oppartunities ta prepare and respanse
to Al 3

. For the animal components, the EMP addresses zoontic disease conlainment and
waste management as pertain to disposal of special waste, emissions and malerials
at laboratories, and training for veterinary services warkers, to include procedures
for safe handling of Al materials, safe culling of infected and af risk poullry, disposal
of caresses and decontamination of places and materials in Bangladesh
environmental context. The environmenlal impacls and miligation measures in
relation to social, floods, high groundwater table, soil conditions, seasons, crowding
and other condftions in Bangladesh need special consideralions. For the Human
Health Companent, the EMP focuses on equipment, refurbishing and training for
reference and regional diagnostic laboratories to include key environmental issues
in genelic disease cantainmant and waste management. .

An environmental specialist working with the PCU at the DLS will lead monitaring,
supervision, reporting and its related technical inputs in implementation of the EMP.
The EMP will be further revised and updated with the evolving situation and
canditions in the country with regard to Al. The necessary adjustments it (he scope
of the EMP will be specified during the initial phases of the project implementation
when detailed guidelines will be prepared based on the real environmental, social
and financial factors. The DG of DLS (CVO according to OIE guideline} will be
responsible to implement the EMP in collaboralion with the relevant palicy and plan
as suggested by concemed govemment and intemational organisations. EMP will
be change if necessary due lo any scienlific reasons & the issue is about the life
science.
