The two-day programme celebrat-
ing 108th birth anniversary of our 
National Poet by Nazrul Sangeet 
Shilpi Parishad (NSSP) ended on 
May 23.

NSSP honoured Nazrul expo-
nent and researcher Abdus Sattar 
and veteran Nazru l  ar t is te  
Julhasuddin Ahmed for their contri-
bution in collecting, preserving 
Nazrul's works and promoting 
Nazrul sangeet respectively at the 
programme held at the main audito-
rium, National Museum.

Sattar has worked tirelessly for 
the last few decades to collect 
original records of Nazrul songs and 
has made significant contribution in 
promoting authentic tunes and 
lyrics. Sharing his reaction, Sattar 
said, “I had always worked behind 
the scene. The fact that my research 
is being recognised on a grand 
scale in my lifetime is quite surpris-
ing. It is definitely encouraging.”

Ahmed lost his eyesight at the 
age of 2. After receiving a record of 
Nazrul songs from his elder brother, 
a drive to learn the songs was 
ignited in him. Since then through 
Nazrul sangeet the artiste had been 

acquainted with several legendary 
personalities in the sub-continent. 
The emotionally moved elderly 
artiste expressed his gratitude for 
honouring him.

Julhasuddin Ahmed and Abdus 
Sattar honoured by NSSP

Nazrul singer MA Mannan has a music career 
that spans over four decades. Mannan has been 
actively involved with Nazrul Sangeet Shilpi 
Parishad (NSSP) since the organisation was 
formed four years ago. He now holds the post of 
general secretary of the organisation. Recently 
he shared his ideas, observations and sugges-
tions on the current state of Nazrul songs in 
Bangladesh with The Daily Star.

According to Mannan, the TV channels 
have very limited interest in promoting 
upcoming Nazrul artistes because of their 
preference to financial returns over art and 
culture. "Though prominent singers get along 
quite nicely, upcoming artistes get little 
patronage from them. Aspiring artistes have 
to struggle to get the attention they deserve,” 
he observed. 

NSSP, with its membership now exceed-
ing 190, is working to help upcoming sing-
ers in every possible way, Mannan 
informed. NSSP organises a monthly musi-
cal soiree titled Bulbul to promote aspiring 
artistes. In the programme, besides a 
senior artiste, three promising singers from 
Dhaka and one from other regions are 

given the opportunity to perform. 
Mannan also informed that NSSP has pre-

pared a list of deft music directors with proper 

training in Nazrul songs, as they have witnessed 
an ongoing trend of TV channels using music 
directors who have little or no understanding of 
Nazrul sangeet. 

NSSP has expanded its activities to ensure 
the practice of Nazrul songs maintaining authen-
tic tunes and lyrics in Khulna, Barisal and 
Chittagong divisions, besides Dhaka. The 
organisation has also organised a number of 
workshops and training programmes in these 
locations, conducted by renowned Nazrul art-
istes. “We had received positive responses from 
the local people. We have plans to extend our 
activities in Sylhet and Rajshahi division within 
the next month. Gradually we intend to extend 
our activities furthermore,” said Mannan. 

Mannan is also involved with Dharmarajik 
Lalitokala Academy. He is the vice-principal of 
that academy.

Mannan received his training in Nazrul 
songs from noted Nazrul exponents -- 
Sohrab Hossain, Shudhin Das, Sheikh 
Lutfar Rahman and Bedaruddin Ahmed. On 
classical music, Mannan had trained under 
Ustad Narayan Chandra Boshak and Ustad 
Akhter Sadmani.

Apart from Nazrul songs, Mannan also 
sings adhunik and folk songs. He is an 
enlisted artiste of Betar (since 1965) and 
television (since 1966).

MA Mannan: Bringing together Nazrul artistes 

The big voice overwhelmed the beatbox last 
Wednesday night as Jordin Sparks was crowned the 
newest and youngest "American Idol". Sparks, 17, of 
Glendale, Arizona, prevailed over beatboxer Blake 
Lewis, 25, of Bothell, Washington, after a triumphant 
performance last Tuesday that wowed the show's 
judges and the viewers who gave her a majority of the 
record 74 million votes cast. 

"Mom, Dad, I love you," Sparks, the daughter of 
retired NFL player Phillippi Sparks, said tearfully after a 
bearhug from Lewis. 

The contest came down to either the stronger singer, 
Sparks, or the better entertainer, Lewis. Sparks delivered 
her songs simply and powerfully; Lewis' flourishes 
included his sound effects and sharp dance moves. 

Even the famous were gushing over Sparks. 
"She is an awesome singer," finale performer 

Smokey Robinson said backstage. "She sings so good, 
it's hard to believe she's 17. To sing like that you would 
have to have lived for a long time. She's an old soul." 

The finale pulled out the stops and the stars, with 
Gwen Stefani, Tony Bennett, Bette Midler, Green Day 
and more singing. 

The two-hour show opened with Lewis and Sparks 
dueting on the Beatles I Saw Her Standing There, 
followed quickly by a touring Stefani singing 4 in the 
Morning via satellite from Massachusetts. 

Midler took the stage as the show came toward its 
close, singing The Wind Beneath My Wings. 

Past Idol winners and this season's contestants got a 
hefty share of attention, starting with first-season 
winner Kelly Clarkson. She performed her new single 
Never Again. 

Carrie Underwood, the fourth-season "Idol", sang I'll 
Stand by You and was honoured by legendary music 
mogul Clive Davis for reaching 6 million in sales for her 
debut album, Some Hearts.
