D E P A R T M E N T  o f  
Production, Bangladesh 
S h i l p a k a l a  A c a d e m y  
arranged a two-day dance 

programme at the National 
Theatre Stage as a tribute to two 
dance legends of Bangladesh: GA 
Mannan and Gauhar Jamil. Dances 
composed by the gurus were 
staged at the event.

Secretary, Ministry of Cultural 
A f f a i r s ,  A B M  A b d u l  H a q u e  
Chowdhury was the chief guest at 
the inauguration on May 27. The 
programme was presided over by 
the director general of the Acad-
emy, Quamrul Hassan, ndc. Emi-
nent dancer Rahija Khanom Jhunu 
and Kanka Jamil, daughter of 
Gauhar Jamil, were special guests 
at the programme. Director, 
Department of Production, BSA, 
Zinnat Barkatullah also spoke at 
the occasion. 

Discussants focused on the 
importance of revival and practice 
of the dances composed by the 
gurus. Speakers also discussed on 
lives and works of both Mannan 
and Jamil.

Dances choreographed by 
Mannan were staged on the first 
day of the programme. Under the 
guidance of choreographer Deepa 
Khondokar, a disciple of Mannan, 
students from different dance 
schools performed the composi-
tions. According to Khondokar the 
main feature of dances composed 
by her guru is the fusion of tradi-
tional Bangladeshi folk elements 
with classical forms. She added 

that she had tried her best to main-
tain the originality of the composi-
tions.

The performances began with a 
Manipuri dance. Mannan com-
posed the piece in 1978, fusing 
Manipuri (which was not recog-
nised as a classical form before that 
time) with the classical lashya style. 
Decked in traditional Manipuri 
attire, artistes performed the com-
position.

Among other pieces composed 
by Mannan presented at the 
programme were Dhol dance, 
Fishermen's dance, Tea Garden 
dance, Wedding dance, Snake 
Charmer's dance, Dhankata dance 
and Flag dance. 

The Dhankata dance is part of a 
d a n c e - d r a m a  t i t l e d  Na k s h i  
Kanthar Math, one of Mannan's 
most popular creations. Artistes 
depicted harvest in the rural areas 

through the recital. 

Accompanied with a popular 
Chatka song of the Sylhet region -- 
Aaji bahal koriya bajanrey dotara, 
dancers presented the piece. 

Lives of tea garden workers were 
presented in the Tea Garden dance. 

The programme wrapped up 
with the Flag dance. Carrying the 
National Flag of Bangladesh 
dancers presented the composi-
tion.

FAYZA HAQ 

Artist Maksudul Ahsan has had 
several shows of his works 
recently in several Indian cities. 
The first one was at Dhumimal 
Art Gallery in New Delhi. This was 
a show featuring works of Artists 
from all over India and Maksud 
was the only Bangladeshi artist. 
This gallery celebrates its 70th 
b i r t h d a y  t h i s  O c t o b e r  a n d  
Maksud will participate in this 
too. 

His figurative work in acrylic 
along with charcoal drawing with 
the subject of an angry bull was 
on display. "I received good 
response in Delhi. Another show 
in Ahmedabad in a gallery owned 
by Dhanvi Jain went down quite 
well too. I had dealt with tradi-
t i o n a l  I n d i a n  f i g u r e s .  T h e  
Rajasthani painting had a camel 
in  the  backdrop while  the  
Bangladeshi one had banana 
trees and a river at the back and a 
woman in a traditional white sari 
with a red border on the front. I 
do abstracts along with figurative 
work. However, figurative works 
attract me most. Wherever I go I 
study faces and forms for inspira-
tion. It is our joys and sorrows 
that I enjoy delineating most," 
says Maksud. 

In the bull series that he did in 
India, he tried to bring out the 
energy and strength of the animal. 
He also represented the aggres-
sive qualities of mankind in the 
animal portrayal. Arrogance and 
anger prevails throughout the 
world, Maksud feels.   

In another series he has 
depicted people mourning with 
Mahatma Gandhi's image loom-
ing in the backdrop. Figures like 
that of Gandhi or Mother Teresa 
stand for humanity amidst tur-
moil and insecurity. He has a 

Black series too where everything 
is dark to portray the troublesome 
period that we are engulfed in.

Maksud has also participated 
in a print camp in Kolkata with 
artists like Prokash Karmakar and 
Nirmulendu Das. His works have 
also been displayed at Mumbai 
galleries.

In August he will have a solo 
show at Shilpangan. In October, 
his artworks will be on display at 

the Kolkata Academy of Fine Arts 
and the Bangladesh Deputy High 
Commissioner's Office Gallery. 
He will also work as a curator for a 
show jointly organised by Ban-
gladesh and India shortly. In 
November he will have a solo 
show in New Delhi and in January 
2008, his works will be displayed 
at exhibits in Ahmedabad and 
Mumbai.

The message from the Cannes Film Festival juries was 
clear: Romania rules. 

In its closing ceremony last Sunday the festival 
bestowed two of its most important prizes on Roma-
nian films, affirming the vitality of this recently emerg-
ing cinema. The top award, the Palme d'Or, went to 
Cristian Mungiu for 4 Months, 3 Weeks and 2 Days, an 
unsparing yet humane look at life during the dictator-
ship of Nicolae Ceausescu. Additionally the jury for Un 
Certain Regard, a sidebar to the main competition, 
gave its highest honour to California Dreamin', a first 
feature by Cristian Nemescu set in Romania during the 
Kosovo war of 1999. It was a poignant victory, because 
Nemescu died in an automobile accident last year at 
the age of 27.

The audience in the Palais des Festivals was audi-
bly delighted by Mungiu's victory. His film, shown 
early in the festival, had enjoyed ardent critical sup-
port from the start. It follows the ordeal of two female 
university students as one tries to help the other 
obtain an illegal abortion. Harrowing and brilliantly 
acted, the movie presents a stark image of life under 
totalitarian rule without political grandstanding or 
sentimentality. At times it feels like a horror movie. 
Through meticulous formal control, Mungiu gener-
ates almost unbearable suspense and also shows, in 
sometimes graphic detail, the consequences of abor-
tion and also of banning it. 

While most of the other awards went to films that 
had received wide critical acclaim, the biggest sur-
prise of the evening was the Grand Prix (the second 
prize, in spite of its name) for The Mourning Forest by 
the Japanese director Naomi Kawase. A quiet film, 
full of nature imagery, about a woman who goes to 

work in a retirement home after the death of her child 

and befriends an old man, The Mourning Forest 

played late in the festival as momentum seemed to be 

flagging.
