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Spanish press
salutes
Contador

Spain's Alberto Contador, the 24-
year-old surprise winner of the
doping-scarred Tour de France,
represents the hope of a "new
cycling”, Spanish media wrote
Monday.

"Champion of hope" wrote sports
daily AS on its front page below a
photo of the cyclist wearing a red
and yellow Spanish flag around his
neck taken after he won the three-
week race on Sunday.

"Contador was crowned in Paris
as the symbol of the new cycling," it
added.

The rider for the American
Discovery Channel team was the
first Spaniard to win the crown since
the last of Miguel Indurain's five
titles in 1995 and the ninth Spaniard
to win cycling's biggest event since
1959.

"The triumph of the dream,"
wrote daily newspaper El Mundo.

"Alberto Contador wins a Tour de
France that was plagued by scan-
dals," the paper said, adding the
Spaniard "is at the head of a new
cycling that needs to get rid of these
permanent cases of doping.

The 94th Tour de France was hit
by four doping scandals, including
one which led to the forcible exit of
Danish race leader Michael
Rasmussen, leaving Contador in
front with four days left to race.

"Contador 'the saviour'," wrote
conservative daily newspaper ABC
which said the rider "had become a
reference of the new cycling after
the doping scandals."

"Contador becomes a legend,"
wrote sports daily Marca, adding he
"has become a new pearl of the
worldwide platoon of riders after
winning his first Tour de France.

"l hope my victory will breathe
fresh air to cycling," Contador said
after the race in comments splashed
on the headline of El Pais.

ECB happy
with security

England's winter tours of Sri Lanka
looked set to go ahead after local
officials claimed Monday that a
security assessment team sent by
the tourists was satisfied with the
arrangements.

Sri Lanka Cricket (SLC) chair-
man Jayantha Dharmadasa said
that John Carr, a top official of the
England and Wales Cricket Board
(ECB), and security assessor Reg
Dickson were both happy with the
arrangements putin place.

"They visited all the venues,
inspected all arrangements and
were impressed by the level of
security that will be made avail-
able," Dharmadasa told AFP.

Carr and Dickson have been
visiting the cities of Galle, Kandy
and Dambulla since Friday, in
addition to inspecting the facilities
atvenues in the SriLankan capital.

There has not been any com-
ment from the ECB team so far.

England are due to play five
one-dayers in Sri Lanka between
October 1 and 13 before returning
in late November for three Test
matches.

Dharmadasa said the British
government's travel advisory,
warning its nationals to take
extreme caution when travelling to
the island, was not a concern for
the ECB.

Laughable sledgers

England's newest acquisition
Allan Donald has come up with
many novel ideas since taking
over as England's bowling coach,
and there is a certain amount of
evidence to suggest that part of
his strategy involves sitting the
lads down in front of old video
clips of the Leicestershire legend
Gordon Parsons.

'‘Bullhead', as he was affection-
ately known on the county circuit
in the 1980s, employed a run-up,
which began in Derbyshire, and
he arrived at the crease at roughly
the same velocity as a man fired
from a circus cannon.

So the intimidation factor took
a bit of a nosedive when the ball
came out of his hand like a piece
of churchyard confetti, but this
never deterred Gordon when he
got one past the bat.

"I'll bowl you a piano next time.
Maybe you can play that," he
would snarl, and nobody knows
for sure how many of his career
wickets were due to the batsman
being unable to see the next ball
through the tears of laughter.

None of the England bowlers
on view at Trent Bridge is going to
have a batsman reaching for an
extra chest guard and a pair of
incontinence pants, but they've
certainly perfected the art of
coming across as mean and
moody, if not always magnificent.

James Anderson was in trou-
ble earlier this summer for barg-
ing into a West Indian batsman,

and there is no more frightening
sight in cricket than when Ryan
Sidebottom beats the bat. It was
much the same when his dad,
Arnie, played for England. Quite
apart from the language, Ryan
assumes an expression not seen
since Spencer Tracy staggered
out of the chemistry lab in Dr
Jekylland Mr Hyde.

The latest addition to
England's charm school is Chris
Tremlett, a mild-mannered chap
by nature, who's been advised by
both Donald and his Hampshire
captain Shane Warne to get a bit
more aggressive.

Tremlett is not a natural, how-
ever, and he'll have to do a bit
more than growing some
designer stubble and practising
snarling at his reflection in his
hotel bedroom mirror if he's to
move himself up the sledging
world rankings. Tremlett tried
hard to whip off his tough guy L-
plates on Sunday shortly after
Sourav Ganguly had caressed a
wide half-volley through cover
point for four. This is where the
Parsons video would have kicked
into the memory bank, and the
next one was directed at
Ganguly's head.

However, no sooner had the
words "I'llbowl you a piano" started
to form on Tremlett's lips than they
were frozen by the realisation that
this kind of utterance sounds a bit
silly when the spectators in the
seats 10 rows back in front of the
Larwood and Voce Stand are busy
diving for cover.

England's in-your-face, tough
guy approach has frightened India
so much in this Test match that the

visitors had to be satisfied with a
paltry first innings lead of 283. And
it might have been considerably
more had it not been for the assis-
tance of umpire Simon Taufel's
index finger.

Those of us who believe that
Hawk Eye is an arbitrary com-
puter graphic programmed by the
occupants of the Bollinger tent,
with as much claim to being a
useful practical aid as the choco-
late teapot, will not have had our
campaign to have it pensioned off
improved by Taufel's decision to
give Sachin Tendulkar out Ibw to
Paul Collingwood.

It was such a hopeless piece of
adjudication that the Cricinfo
website very nearly went into
meltdown as thousands of pro-
testing emails flooded in.

One of them suggested that
both Collingwood and his captain,
Michael Vaughan, should be fined
for "excessive appealing and
dishonesty", adding: "but then
again, this is how the British
Empire was built. What, what."

Ganguly's almost as dodgy
caught-behind decision (Taufel
again) did not evoke as fierce a
website protest as Tendulkar's, as
the former Indian skipper is not
quite so highly regarded back in
India. This doesn't bother
Ganguly, as he has quite a high
enough regard for him not to
worry.

There would be no livelier
contest in Test cricket, never mind
this series, if Ganguly and Kevin
Pietersen found themselves
stranded on a desert island with
only one full-length mirror
between them.

worn black armbands as a mark of
respect.

"We wear black arm bands in
respect of the Iraq people who died
when we beat Korea because
something very bad happened
when they were commemorating
our victory," he said.

"We have brought happiness to
one country, not one team, it's very
important.

"lt's more important that any
achievement because we are
talking about people, human
beings, it's different, we are not
talking about football."

Vieira dedicated the win to team
physiotherapist Anwar Jassim, who
was killed in a Baghdad bomb blast
in the days before the Iraq team left
on the Asian Cup campaign.

"Anwar was going to pick up his
ticket and he was on his way to be
with us and he died in a bomb," he
said.

"He left a wife and four kids. |
didn't know him but everybody liked
him and this Cup, we offer to Anwar,
our physio."

Vieira, who is set to step down
after an intense two months as the
Iraq coach, praised the immense
inner strength of the Iragis.

"The Iraq players are fantastic
people and you have to understand
the difficulties," he said. "They have
had this situation for years and they
have fantastic power inside them-
selves.

"They are hard workers with
extra power to do whatever they
want. We were working and shout-
ing and fighting and complaining
but they support everything | asked
and now we are champions.

"l learned a lot from these peo-
ple, it was a good learning process
for me and something | will keep
foreverin my life."

An entertaining spectacle
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Indonesia and Thailand didn't get
that far, but it was a close call with
emotional scenes in Jakarta and
Bangkok as the two sides pushed
more fancied countries to the brink.

Perhaps the biggest disappoint-
ment was Australia and its star-
studded squad who found it difficult
to adapt to the hot and humid
conditions and learned a harsh
lesson of the realities of Asian
football.

The Socceroos were fortunate
to squeeze through the group
phase before being sent on their
way by Japan in the quarterfinals.

China was another team not to
meet expectations. After looking
dangerous in their opening two
games, it all went horribly wrong
against Uzbekistan and they

missed the knockout rounds.

But the only team out of its
depth was Malaysia, who failed to
get a point in the group stages,
sparking a series of resignations at
the Football Association of
Malaysia.

While broadcast to record
television audiences, the tourna-
ment had mixed crowds in the host
countries -- the first time it had
been held in more than one nation.

Spectators were sparse in
Malaysia and Thailand but at least
they came out in force in Indonesia
and Vietnam when the home team
was playing, with 90,000 cramming
the Gelora Bung Karno Stadium in
Jakarta for some matches.

Saudi Arabia's Yasser Al
Qhatani proved to be a class act,
ending the tournament top goal

scorer with four alongside lIraqi
captain Younis Mahmoud and
Japan's Naohiro Takahara.

Meanwhile, players like Japan's
Shunsuke Nakamura and South
Korea's Lee Chun-soo reinforced
their credentials.

Playing in football's shop win-
dow, three Thai players -- Suree
Sukha, Kiatprawut Saiwaeo, and
Teerasil Daengda -- earned them-
selves trials with English
Premiership club Manchester City.

And China captain Zheng Zhi's
performances have reportedly
attracted the attention of
Newcastle and Birmingham, while
Saudi and Iraqi players made clear
they felt they were now good
enough for Europe.

Tursunov
takes Indy
crown

Dmitry Tursunov denied Frank
Dancevic a fairytale ending at the
Indianapolis tennis championships
on Sunday as he beat the Canadian
6-4, 7-5to win the title.

The Russian added Indianapolis
to his other trophy won last autumn
in India.

"At least this shows that wasn't a
fluke," joked Tursunov, who lost a
final last summerin Los Angeles.

The third-seeded Russian, who
is based in California, never faced a
break point and used his extra
experience against Dancevic, who
is poised to rise into the top 100 after
the best week of his career.

"I'm very pleased to win," said
the 27th-ranked Tursunov. "l wasn't
playing so well this week, but I've
managed to lift my level with each
match.

"The best thing to come out of
this week -- in addition to winning
the title -- is knowing that | can win
when I'm not playing well. That will
boost confidence in future matches
and for the rest of my career.”

Tursunov won in one hour, 16
minutes, breaking Dancevic in the
penultimate game of the second set
and serving out the victory a game
later.

Dancevic was the first Canadian
to play an ATP final since Greg
Rusedskiin Seoulin 1995.

"l didn't return as well as | would
have liked," said Dancevic, whose
parents and sister drove down from
Niagara Falls to watch him play.

"l was nervous in my first final,"
Dancevic admitted. "He was more
confident out there. | made my own
errors and they came on my serve."

Tursunov said he was pleased to
"getthe job done."

"A few years ago | would have
lost it and probably walked away at
the end with about one racket left.
I've made some progress since
then.

"I knew | had my chances even if
he was confident after beating Andy
Roddick in the semi. | had to remind
myself that I'm ranked 27th for a
reason, not by chance."

Inzy ready for ICL

Former Pakistan captain
Inzamamul Haq said Monday he
was set to join a multi-million-dollar
breakaway cricket series in India,
as officials warned it could end his
Testcareer.

Inzamam, 37, who retired from
one-day cricket in March after
Pakistan's first-round exit from the
World Cup, said he is in talks with the
organisers of the Indian Cricket
League (ICL).

India's largest listed media group,
Zee Telefims, is promoting the rebel
series.

"l was contacted by the ICL people
when | was in Jeddah, Saudi Arabia
last week and since | am not under a
Pakistan Cricket Board (PCB) con-
tract | see it as an opportunity,”
Inzamam told AFP.

Inzamam was not among the 20
players who were given central
contracts last month. The PCB has
already announced it will not allow its
contracted players to feature in the
series.

Inzamam said the league would
give himmuch-needed practice.

"There is no international cricket to

get the required match practice and |
think by joining this league | will getan
opportunity to get that and play Test
cricketwhenever | geta chance," said
Inzamam.

"l will only decide after seeing the
terms and conditions. My top priority
is still to get 10,000 runs in Test cricket
and to play for Pakistan," said
Inzamam.

But Pakistan Cricket Board chair-
man Nasim Ashraf said any player
joining the league would be ruled out
of future internationals.

"Our position on the breakaway
Indian league is clear and firm. Since
it (league) is not approved by the ICC
any player joining it will not be consid-
ered for future selection," Ashraf told
AFP without mentioning Inzamam's
name.

"No current player will be allowed
to sign the league and all cricket
boards of the world have this same
stance."

If the burly Inzamam, currently on
8,813 Test runs, joins he will be the
second big star to sign up after West
Indian maestro Brian Lara.

The organisers have also targeted
Test cricket's highest wicket-taker
Shane Warne and a host of other
international players, including New
Zealand's Stephen Fleming.

The ICL, officially unveiled by Zee

supremo Subhash Chandra in May
this year, features six teams, each
featuring four international players,
two Indian stars and eight up-and-
coming cricketers playing Twenty20
matches across India.

Ashraf said most of the players
joining the league had either retired or
have one or two years of international
cricket left.

"You can judge by their signing,
only those players who have retired or
on the verge of retiring have signed,"
he said.

"Even those who have signed as
officials like Kapil Dev and Kiran
More, they too have resigned from
their official posts."

The dates and venues for the
series, which has not been recog-
nised by the International Cricket
Council (ICC) or the Board of
Control for Cricket in India (BCCI),
have yet to be announced.

The ICL, which carries a win-
ner's purse of one million dollars, in
many ways, resembles late
Australian TV mogul Kerry
Packer's World Cricket Series that
took on the establishmentin 1977.

Packer roped in the world's top
players for the rebel series after
being denied official TV rights by
the Australian Cricket Board for
matches played in the country.

Each of the teams will also have
their own academy. The series will
run for a month over the next three

years."

Twenty20 shouldn't take
over from 50-overs cricket and Tests
will always be the pinnacle, but we'd
be silly to get in the road of
Twenty20."
