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Maria crashes
out early

Russia's Maria Sharapova, second
seed in the 2.34-million-dollar
joint ATP and WTA Moscow event,
crashed out of the tournament
after her first match at the hands of
Belarus teenager Victoria Azarenka
onWednesday.

The [8-year-old Azarenka beat
Sharapova in straight sets 7-6
(11/9), 6-2 in one hour 49 minutes
in their first ever meeting.

"l tried to stay focused and
believed I could win the match,"
Azarenka said. "I do not think
Masha (Sharapova) played her best
tennis today but the match was a
high-level one and ['m really happy
towinir."

Sharapova, who enjoyed a first
round bye, started confidently and
was leading the score 5-3 and 40-0
and was serving for the firstset.

However, she suddenly lost her
nerve allowing the unheralded
Belarus teenager to survive three
set points and pull the scores level,
forcing a tiebreak, which she won
after surviving three more set
points.

In the second set, Sharapova,
who was wearing a plaster on her
injured right shoulder, looked only
a pale shadow of her normal self
allowing Azarenka, who is 32nd in
the world, to break twice w win the
setand the match.

"Maybe [ was too opinionated
when [ was leading the score 5-3,"
Sharapova said. "That was the
pointwhereitall started. Had [ won
the first set everything could have
beenmuchbetter for me." .

Venus off
to a flier

Reigning Wimbledon champion
Venus Williams shrugged off a rain
delay to advance to the second
round af the Bangkok Open on
Thursday with an easy 6-2, 6-2 win
over Danish teenager Caroline
Wozniacki.

Williams, the tournament's
second seed, had been leading 6-2,
4-1 when rain forced a suspension
in play late Wednesday, and did not
need much time to seal the deal,
using her powerful forehand to
finish off the Dane.

It was the American's second
win over Wozniacki in a week, on
the heels of a semi-final triumph at
the Japan Open in Tokyo.

The 27-year-old Williams, a six-
time Grand Slam winner, was
battling local favourite Tamarine
Tanasugarn late Thursday for a
spotin the quarterfinals.

The Thai veteran has never
beaten the Californian in five
encounters, with Williams easily
winning their last meeting in Seoul
twoweeksago, 6-2,6-1.

In other action on Thursday,
fourth seed Virginie Razzano of
France -- who upset Williams to
win in Tokyo last weekend -- was
herselfupsetby Polish teen Urszula
Radwanska, 7-6 (7/3), 7-5.

The loss snapped Razzano's 11-
matchwinningstreak.

"As IHave nothing to lose, [will go
full out,” said the 22-year-old son of
Satoru Nakajima, who was the [first
regular Japanese F1 driver and raced
for Lotus and Tyrrell in the mid-1980s
and early 1990s.

He was speaking to Japanese
media by telephone from his home
in Oxford, England, on Tuesday
when Williams announced the
younger Nakajima, the team's offi-
cial test and reserve driver, would
race at Interlagos, Sao Paolo, on
October21.

He will replace veteran Alesander
Wurz who retired from the sport on
Monday.

Wurz. But I want to enjoy while
driving,” he said, according to
lapanesesports dailies,

The Nakajimas will be the first
[apanese to have experienced F1 as
fatherandson.

"ldidn'tthink much aboutit. Butl
thinkit'ssomethingspecial," said the
younger Nakajima, who drove the
Williams FW29 during Friday prac-
tice at the Chinese Grand Prix in
Shanghai.

The Williams team said the
Brazilian GP is "not an evaluation
exercise forarace seat in 2008."

Nakajima, this year's Rookie of
the Year in the GP2 series, the spring-
board for the F1 tour, has covered
over 7,000 kilometres in the FW29 in
testing and has represented the team
atfive Grand Prixasa Friday driver.

"You cannot assess a driver's
capability on the basis ofone race but
this is an ideal opportunity to
develop Kazuki's experience,” said
theteam principal, Frank Williams,

Nakajima said, "[ have been told
hy the tearn that thiswill notbe a test.
But it would be great if I could run

well. twant to produce a good result.”

Brazil was where his father, now
54, made his F1 debut in the opening
round in 1987, although the circuit
was not the same — Autodromo de
Jacarepaguain Rio De Janeiro,

The junior Nakajima made his
debut in kart racing in 1996, gradu-
ated from Toyota's training
programme in2002 and finished fifth
and third averall in Japan's F3 series
in 2004 and 2005.

He raced in the Ewropean F3
series in a Manor last year and fin-
ished seventh overall.

He will join two other Japanese
drivers at Interlagos -- Super Aguri's
Takuma Sato and Spyker's Sakon
Yarmamoto.
