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IMF vows to boost role of
developing countries

The International Monetary Fund
pledged Saturday to boost the role
of developing and poor countries
in its decision-making and to take
stepsto solidify its shaky finances.

The commitments came in a
final statementissued after a meet-
inghereofthe IMF's policy-making
committee, held as the 63-year-old
Fund was under pressure to move
with the times and accord a louder
voice to non-Western, non-
industrialized countries.

The committee said reforming
the IMF "should enhance the
representation of dynamic econo-
mies, many of which are emerging
market economies, whose weight
and role in the global economy
haveincreased.”

Such countries should see their
voting share increased, the com-
mittee said, adding that "the voice

and representation" of poor coun-
tries would also be strengthened.

It said all elements for an inter-
nal reform package, including an
increase in the quotas that deter-
mine a member's voling rights,
should be in place by the time of its
nextmeeting inApril 2008,

Earlier in the day Nigerian
Finance Minister Shamsuddeen
Usman, speaking on behalf of 19
other African nations, told the
committee that Africans were
markedly under-represented on
the IMF staffroster.

"We regard the current situa-
tion, where Africans account for
only 5.6 percent of the Fund's staff,
relative to a recommended thresh-
old of 8.0 percent, as unaccept-
able," hesaid.

He called for measures toincrease
African representation at all levels,
butin particularin the postofdeputy
managing director for Africa, to "be
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undertaken expeditiously.”

US Treasury Secretary Henry
Paulson also urged "fundamental
reform” in the operation of the IMF
“to reflect the realities of the evolv-
ing global economy," namely by
adjusting quoras to take account of
emerging and poor countries "and
to keep members from drifting away
from this critical global institution."

The IMF's financial resources
stem mainly from quota subscrip-
tions, which are assigned to each
member according to its relative
size in the world economy.

A member's quota also deter-
mines its voting power as well as its
access to IMF financing,

The IME whose mission is to
promote international financial
stability, is also struggling with its
own finances as many newly cash-
rich countries repay debt.

The current situation had sparked
calls from several committee mem-

bers, notably from the Group of Seven
industrialized powers, for the Fund to
streamlineits finances.

The committee said Saturday it
"recognizes” the need for more
predictible and stable sources of
Fund income, notably from a
reduction in administrative costs
and greater management effi-
ciency. It said "a new income
model” should be drafted for
debateat the April meeting.

Interest from IMF loans is dry-
ing up for what used to be the
lender of last resort for troubled
economies, as potential borrowers
turn to other, easier sources of cash
-- China for example -- in a robust
worldeconomy.

"With a structural decline in
IMF lending, the IMF's finances
have become unsustainable,”
Paulson told the committee, add-
ing bluntly that a little austerity
would nothurt.

Developing states say IMF
reforms pace 'unacceptable’

Developing countries has dis-
missed the International Monetary
Fund's pace of reforms to increase
their voice in the troubled institu-
tion as "disappointing and unac-
ceprable.”

The Group of 24 developing
countries, representing the major-
ity of the IMF's membership but
only an impotent minority in its
operations, reiterated its call for a
greater voice and democratic
representation in the 185-nation
Fund.

"A significant redistribution of
voting power in favor of emerging
market and developing countries
as a group should be the overarch-
ing objective of the reform,"” said
the G24, which represents African,
Asian and Latin American coun-
tries, including powerhouses

Nigeria, India and Brazil.

"The proposals tabled to date are
disappointing and unacceptable as
they fall far short of the reform’s
fundamental goals,” they said on
Friday in a joint statement after a
meeting here ahead of this week-
end's IMF and World Bank meetings.

The developing countries'
exasperation comes as the 63-year-
old IMF struggles with a reform
program launched by outgoing
managing director, Rodrigo Rato,
who will step down after the meet-
ings nearly two years before his
term ends.

His successor, Dominique
Strauss-Kahn, a former Socialist
finance minister of France, has
gludged to make reform the core of

Brazil slams

Brazilian Finance Minister Guido
Mantega slammed the
International Monetary Fund
Saturday for having been lax in its
handling of a US housing-related
credit crisis that roiled global mar-
kets,

"Allow me to point out the irony
of this situation,” Mantega told
IMF policymakers at the opening of
annual meetings here of the IMF
and theWorld Bank. !

"Countries that were references
of good governance, of standards
and codes for the financial sys-
tems, these are the very countries
that are facing serious problems of
financial fragility putting at risk the
prosperity of the world economy,"
he told the 24-member IMF steer-
ing committee, referring to major
industrialized nations.

news briefing, said the group had
taken "the fundamental step for-
ward" of achieving a unanimous
agreement on the basic criteria for
redistributing the quotas, or voting
rights, of member countries.

"There's no magic figure that we
agreed on," Tangelson said in
Spanish in response to a question.
"Weagreed onaprocess.”

Tangelson said the process was
more important, because "any
rigid institution would be out of
stepwiththe times."

The developing countries were
the engine of global growth in the
pastfive years, he said.

"We are living in an unprece-
dented situation. Today it is the
advanced countries that are facing
crisis conditions and the develop-
ing countries must offset the con-

sequent decline In global

demand," he said,
