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CRACKDOWN ON CRIMINALS

1killed in 'shootout’
25 held in four dists

A listed criminal was killed in
'shoatout’ and 25 were arrested as
police and Rapid Action Battalion
(Rab) started special drive in
southwestern Kushtia, Chuadanga,
Jhedidah and Meherpur districts
onMonday midnight.

On Tuesday night, criminals
blasted bombs in Jhenidah, injur-
ing abus owner.

In Kushtia, gang leader Selim
Hossain alias Saltu was killed in
'shootout with Rab at Lahinipara
village in Sadar upazila early yes-
terday. He was second-in-
command of criminal gang Kamal
Bahini, sources said.

Tipped off, a Rab team raided a
house of Lahinipara at about
3:30amwhen

the criminals led by Saltu
started to flee opening fire on the
law enforcers, who fired back,
resulting in a half an hour-long
gunfight, Rab said.

Hit with the bullets, gang leader
Saltudied on thespot.

Hailing from Mollateghoria
village in Kushtia Sadar upazila,
Saltu was a listed criminal and
accused in several cases including
five for murder, police said.

Kushtia police said they arrested
11 people from different areas of
thedistrict under the special drive.

[n Chuadanga, ten people were
arrested while four were held in
JThenidah.

Criminals blasted fourbombs at
a bus stand in Jhenidah at about
9:30pm on Tuesday leaving injured
general secretary of Jhenidah Bus-

Abdullah Baki,

On Saturday, outlawed Purbo
Banglar Communist Party (PBCP-
ML) set postures and distributed
leaflets in Chuadanga vowing to
‘avenge the killing' of the outfit's
founder Mofakhkhar Hossain,
who was killed in 'crossfire’ with
Rab on December 17 of 2004 in
Kushtia.

Following threat by the out-
laws, Deputy Inspector General
of police of Khulna M
Asaduzzaman Mia ordered the

police officials of four districts to,

start special drive to nab the
outlaws and criminals.

At least 462 'crossfire’ killings
took place in ten districts of sauth-
western region since the start of
such operations in June 2004.

30 cattle drown as 2 boats
capsize in Jamuna

Thirty sacrificial animals drowned
and 27 athers were injured as two
engine boats capsized in the
Jamuna in last two days, police
said.

Police sources said the first
incident occurred at around 10:30
am yesterday near Aricha terminal
under Shivalaya police station. At
that time, an engine boat loaded

with cattle collided with another

cattle-loaded engine boat. As a
result, 11 cattle drowned while 10
others were injured.

Bodiar Rahman, a cattle trader
of Bachamara under Daulatpur
police station said the cattle traders
along with 21 cattle on board the
engine boats were going to Gabroli
cattle market from Kalyanpur of
Shivalaya through Aricha.

Another accident occurred on

Tuesday at Charkatari under
Daulatpur police station when the
Gabtoli-bound cattle- loaded
engine boat capsized due to over-
loading. As a result, 19 cattle died
and 17 others were injured.
Rowshan Mollah of Charkatari
said seven cattle traders on board
another engine boat were going to
the destination with 36 cattle. The
boat capsized after it crossed one-
and-a-half-kilometer path.

At least four Jamaat-e-Islami lead-
ers were sued yesterday for alleg-
edly cheating 55 people in the
name of sending them for Hajj.

They are Maulana Hafizur
Rahman, Sadar upazila 'Shura' and
working committee member,
Satkhira Pourasava Ward No 8
party secretary Aminul Islam and
Kalaroa upazila Jamaat leaders and

The complaints were lodged
with Satkhira Deputy
Commissioner (DC) Md
Kefayetullah and Kalaroa police
station, demanding their arrest
and punishment.

It has been alleged that each of
the 55 pilgrims deposited between
Tk 170,000 to 190,000 with Jebrik
Travels in Dhaka for going on pil-
grimage to Makkah as per direc-
tives of the frauds. But they could
‘notgo to Makkah, they alleged. -

Of the victims, Habibur

Rahman, cousin Abdur Rouf, aunt
Anowara Begum and mother
Fatema Begum of Ghushuri village
in Kaliganj upazila said to this
correspondent that they had
deposited Tk9,50,000 with Satkhira
Islami Bank through two Jamaat
men.

Other victims, Abu Taleb and
Abdul Khaleque of Gunakarkati
village and Amjad Hossain of
Adalatpur village in Assassuni
upazila and Abdur Rashid of
Godara village in Kaliganj
upazila also echoed in a similar
manner,

Victims, Abdullahel Baki and his
wife Arefa Khatun of Kalaroa Sadar
and Romjan Ali of Tulshidanga
village and others alleged each of
them deposited Tk 190,000 to
Sheikh Maruf Hossain and Amirul
Islam Belali for going to go on
pilgrimage to Makkah.

They alleged that the fauds
took them to Dhaka on December
14 but they failed to send them to
Malkkahs

Artificially fattened cattle
flood markets in N dists

Pose health hazard to consumers

High prices are demanded for hefty
cattle brought for sale as sacrificial
animals in over one hundred big
cattle markets in eight northern
districts ahead of Eid-ul-Azha.

But most of those catde are
allegedly fattened through unsci-
entific methods and affected with
serious diseases, posing serious
health hazards for consumers.

The scientific method of cattle
fattening is to feed urea, molasses
and straw (UMS) mixture to the
cattle at a right proportion,
Nilphamari district Livestock
Officer Dr Sekandar Alisaid.

But a section of greedy cattle
traders adopt artificial process of
cattle fattening to charge exorbitant
prices. They start their practice three
to fourmonths ahead of Eid-ul-Azha.

In this process, the cattle are fed with
excess urea and large dozes of vitamins,
hormoneinjectionsare pushed into the
muscle. Steroid tablets or injections are
alsoused forfattening cows.

After injection of steroid, the .

fluid is spread throughout the
cattle's body to make them look fa,
livestock specialist Dr Anil Kumar
Paul said, adding that the fluid is
deposited in the animal's body and
different diseases due to excess
vitamin and hormone injection
may even causeitsdeath.

Pain in bone, hormonal imbal-
ance, kidney disease, gastric, skin
disease and high blood pressure
attack the cattle as a result of artifi-
cial fattening process, Dr Anil said.

Small pieces of 10kg straw
mixed with 6-7 litres of water, 2.5 kg
molasses and 300gm of urea makes
ideal UMS food for cattle fattening,
District livestock office sources
said. An adult cow may take only 4-
5kg a day and the animal should
undergo de-wormingbefore this.

In special cases when the cattle
is weak and unhealthy,

Hepatopane and Catasole capsule
or injection containing vitamin
B12 in correct doze may be used
along with UMS, District Livestock
Officer Dr Sikandar Ali said.

Cattle traders said they prefer local
cross breed, Horiana, Australian
Frizian, Shahiwal and Pabna breed
varietyofcattle for fattening.

Visiting different cattle markets in
this region, this correspondent found
that the artificially fattened cattle lack
liveliness and energy. Those cattle
become too tired to proceed even
afterwalkingashortdistance.

Dr Abdul Majid, senior medical
officer of Nilphamari Civil
Surgeon's Office, said consump-
tion of meat from those diseased
cattle affects human body while
long time consumption of such
meat might have even impact on
future generation.
