Djukic named Serbia coach

Former Yugoslavia defender
Miroslav Djukic was named
Serbia's new coach on Tuesday
after sealing a two-year contract
with the country's Football
Association (F55).

Djukic, who steered Serbia's
under-21 side to the Buropean
Charnpionship final in June, offi-
cially takes over on Jan 1 and will
also be in charge of the team that
qualified for the 2008 Olympic
Games in Beijing, the FSS said.

He succeeds Spaniard Javier
Clemente, who was sacked earlier
this month after failing to qualify
for Euro 2008,

"The FSS executive board made
a unanimous decision to appoint
Djukic as the national team's head
coach and we have complete faith
that he will take Serbia back to

winning ways," FSS spokesman
Aleksandar Boskovic told a news
conference.

"The contract will be automati-
cally extended by another six
months if Serbia reach the World
Cup 2010 finals in South Africa," he
said.

The 4l-year old Djukic, who
stepped down at Partizan Belgrade
last week after steering them to the
top of the Serbian first division at
the winter break, was upbeat about
his chances of doing well.

"This is a great honour and we
will do everything we can to qualify
for the World Cup 2010 finals," he
said.

"It will be an uphill sk in a very
tough group but we have the quality
and thedetermination to take Serbia's
soccerwhereitdeservestobe.”

Serbia have been drawn in
Group 7 with World Cup 2006
finalists France, neighbours
Romania, Austria, Lithuania and
the Faroe [slands.

Djukic's first priority will be to
reinvigorate the team that missed
out on Euro 2008 and he believes
injecting fresh blood from the
under-21 side he coached will pay
dividends.

"We want to play aggressive
football and take the game to our
rivals while keeping the fair and
talent that brought success in the
past.

"To do that, we need to bring in
young prospects who will play their
hearts out for their country, sing
their national anthem with pride
and win the hearts ofall fans,”

FSS president Zvezdan Terzic
said he was confident he got the
right man to replace Clemente
after admitting he had originally
wanted the 57-year old Basque to
stayincharge.

"We needed a coach with char-
acter, enthusiasm and zest to take
the national team forward and
that's exactly what we pot in
Miroslav Djukic,” he said.

Neville attacks players'

attitude

Phil Neville believes it is time for
footballers to start looking at them-
selves if they are to avoid the
“frightening” barracking they
receive from supporters. The
Everton captain speaks from expe-
rience as a player who, along with
his brother Gary, has been a target
of fearsome abuse in the past.

Neville, who led his side in their
defeat at Manchester United yes-
terday, appreciates the stance
taken by Portsmouth's Sol
Campbell who claimed last week
that the vitriol had "gone too far" in
the wake of the reception he was
given by Tottenham Hotspur fans
the previous weekend.

Neville, though, also feels that
many players do not help them-
selves due to their confrontational
approach to some referees and he
says young players earning for-
tunesatclubshave it far too casy.

"As fnnthallers, we need to look
at ourselves,” Neville said. "Eighty
to 90% of footbhallers handle them-
selves with dignity and in the right
way. But it's a small minority that
are letting us down, and the vast
amounts of money we earn means
we have a lot of responsibility and
are there to be shotat.

"If we are going out for a drink
then you have to make sure you are

going to the right places and
behave in the right way. If you
don't, let's make sure the punish-
mentis severe enough so youdon't
do it again. [ look at young kids at
clubs now and they don't seem to
have the same upbringing in terms
of punishment and things like that.
There's a softness coming through,
nothelpedby the foreign influence.

"I know when [ was an appren-
tice T not only did my football
duties, [ went to college one day a
week and [ also cleaned boots,
showers and cars. Nowadays, they
are not allowed to do that. [asked a
young apprentice at Everton the
other day to fill the fridge up with
drinks for the first team and the
youth coach said he was not
allowed to do that.

"l find it incredible there is that
softness because young players are
being paid vast amounts of money
and they don't seem to be working
for that money. Too much is com-
ingtoosoonto these players.”

Neville said one way to address

the behaviour of younger players
was for seasoned professionals to
provide a better example and stop
verbally abusing match officials.
"We need to look after ourselves a
lot better than we are doing, both
on and off the pitch, butitis only a
small minority," he told BBC Radio
5 Live. "For young kids coming
through, it is only right for them to
lookatusasexamples.
