The district administration at a
meeting withwholesalers yesterday
cautioned against hoarding of rice,
saying any such attempt by traders
to manipulate prices would be
punished

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Jute workers
stop agitation
till Jan 15

Laid off workers of Alim Jute Mills
and casual workers of five other
mills in Khulna-Jessore industrial
belt postponed their today's rail-
road barricade programme till
January 15 following an assurance
by the district administration of
paymentof thelr arrears.

The decision was taken in a
meeting with workers' leaders held
at Khulna Deputy Commissioner's
office.

Presided over by the Deputy
Commissioner SM Feroze Alam,
the meeting was attended by high
officials of joint forces, Bangladesh
Rifles (BDR), Khulna Metropoliton
Police, project directors of six jute
mills and CBA leaders.

Earlier on Sunday night, KMP
Commissioner held a separate
meeting with CBA leaders at Khan
Jahan Ali police station and dis-
cussed the situation in the indus-
trial belt,

The CBA leaders of six jute mills
later issued a joint press statement
at 11:30 pm Sunday postponing
their programmes which included
road-rail barricade and 'selfimmo-
lation’ by 333 workers of Crescent
Jute Mills who quit their jobs under
Voluntary Retirement Scheme
(VRS).

But prices at retail markets
remained at last week's rates
betweenTk31 and Tk 44,

The meeting noted that CAB
failed to give any clear picture
about the market during the week

Rice prices showed declining
trend after joint forces started
visiting markets anti-hoarding
drives on Sunday. They also held
meetings with traders and whole
salers.

In northern districts of Dinajpur,

Thakurgaon, Panchagarh, and
Joypurhat, rice prices declined from
last week's level, wholesales and
retailers said.

At least 12,200 tonnes of rice
imported from India entered the
country in last seven days, accord-
ing to sources at Hili land port.

Md. Hahbub Hossain, general
secretary of Thakurgaon Rice Mills
Owners Association said rice price
is decreasing in the district as
Indian rice is entering the market.
Price of coarse rice has come down
to Tk 30-31 from last week's Tk 32-
34, he said.

TENGRATILA BLOWOUT

Police bar villagers
from holding rally

Police yesterday barred villagers
from holding a scheduled rally at
Tengratila Bazar to press for com-
pensation for the damages caused
by the January 7 blowout during
drilling of a gas well by Canadian
company Niko.

The law enforcers from
Doarabazar police station also
prevented their attempt to hoist
black flags atop houses, shops
and other structures, sources
sald.

The peaceful agitation
programmes were announced on
Saturday by Tengratila Dabi Aday
Sangram Parishad (committee to
realise demands)

The programmes were taken up
to protest what it called flouting of
commitments made to affected
people by Niko after the blowout in
2005 badly damaged croplands,
greens and several public struc-

tures around the Tengratila gas
field.

Several hundred people were
also displaced due to the blowout
that sent leaps of fire up to 300 feet
in the spy.

Freedom fighter Azlim Uddin
Master, convener of the Sangram
Parishad, said yesterday, “We
wanted to press for our legitimate
demands as the company did not
fulfill its commitments for com-
pensation in two years after the
tragedy.

“We suspended the agitation
programme following intervention
by the district administration”, he
said.

“We will see what the adminis-
tration does and then resume
agitation”, he said.

He said the Sangram Parishad
demands compensation in line
with the report made by the
Directorate of Environment
(DoE), which estimated Tk 84
crore damage to crops and the
ecology. The company gave only
Tk 1.84 crore as compensation, he
said.

Land grabbing
complaint against
BNP leader

Madan upazila BNP president Gul
Ahmed and his accomplices are
trying to grab 85 acres of paddy field
owned by a retired army man resid-
ing at village Tabiargati under
Kandua upazila in the district,
according to a complaint filed to the
Netrakona police superintendent.

Following the complaint, the
Netrakona SP went to Khaliajurl
Police Station on January 2 and
instructed the officer-in-charge
(OC) to take action.

On April 21 last year, Gul Ahmed
and his accomplices beat up
labourers in his Boro paddy field in
Bathuil haor and took away the
paddy, victim Abdul Kader
Chowdhury said in his complaint.

Kader filed a case with a
Netrakona magistrate's court on
April 25 last year accusing seven
people. The court sent the matter
to Khaliajuri Police Htation but
police did not take any action.

The criminal group on November
5 last year again attacked the labour-
ers in ﬂsh(fdl Kader's field. They
demanded Tk 2 lakh as toll frorn Abdul
Kader and ok away a power tiller
and other tools. The following day,
Abdul Kader filed another case.

When contacted, Khlaiajuri OC
Abdul Kalum said both the cases
are under investigation,
