Request for Expression of Interest
For Recruitment of Individual Consultant

This Request for Expression of Interest follows the General Procurement Notice for this project that

published in the Development Business issue no. 526 dated January 16, 2000. |

The Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh has received a credit (hereinafter called “loan’)

from +lhe International Development Association (IDA) toward the cost of Legal and Judicial Capacity

Building Project and intends to apply a portion of this loan to eligible payments under the following

Contract Package.

The Legal and Judicial Capacity Building Project, Ministry of Law, Justice and Parliamentary Affairs,

Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh now invites Expression of Interests from individuals

for appointing one individual Consultant for Diagnostic Study to identify the area of future reforms in the

field of Criminal Justice and Prosecution System.

The required qualifications and experiences of the individuals for appointing to the above position are as

follows. All of the qualifications mentioned below are equally important.

(1) The investigator/consultant must have a Bachelor degree in Law or equivalent degree from a reputed

university. His achievement of a higher degree and legal training from an internationally known university

will be strongly preferred. In this age of globalisation and for the sake of comparative study, the

Investigator having training in some other country/countries’ (other than Bangladesh) legal system will

also be given preference. He must be a member of the Bar in Bangladesh or must be a retired judge in

Bangladesh. Or he must be a teacher having intellectual qualifications and achievements eamed

through research. He must have knowledge of Bangladesh criminal' law and practice, and must be
keenly aware of the need for reform in the criminal justice delivery system.,

(2) The investigator/consultant must be keenly aware of the epochal change ushered in by the
separation of judiciary. He should focus on the fact that relieving the executive magistrates (who
performed part-time judicial function) from the task of the first tier of criminal justice and entrusting that
task to full-time judicial magistrates who are directly controlled by the Supreme Court, is a long sought
fundamental reform. He should be competent to examine the far-reaching implications of this reform,
and should focus on the need for expansion of infrastructure, manpower and logistics that arose from the
separation.

(3) The investigator/consultant must have thorough knowledge of the Code of Criminal Procedure, the
Criminal Rules and Orders, all other criminal procedural and substantive laws.

(4) He must have knowledge of the Rules in respect of Separation of the Judiciary from the Executive.

(5) He must have high intellectual qualifications and achievements which shall have been eamed
through research or advanced training in any reputed universities/institutions.

(6) He must be able to communicate in English and Bangla, and to read and analyse court files, statutes
and legal matenals.

(7) He must have demonstrated interest in international development in Criminal Justice System reforms
and their appropriate adaptation into the legal and judicial system of Bangladesh.

The selected consultant will have to perform the following duties:

(1) The consultant/investigator shall design a sophisticated plan for reform of Bangladesh criminal justice
delivery system: (i) that will set out the structure of the diagnostic study, including the phases of the
study with time line from the beginning to the end; (ii) that will encompass-- (a) the lodging of complaint
in the police station (in some cases in courts); (b) investigation by police; (c) forwarding the case to the
appropriate court; (d) the proceeding in the cognizance court; (e) practical and procedural problems
encountered in the court (while the prosecution system is not part of this study, reference needs fo be
made to the aspect of prosecution that result in delay); (f) thorough examination of trial in the
magistrate's court and sessions court; (g) examination of revision and appeal in the sessions court and
the High Court; (h) judgment/sentencing and the execution of the judgment.

(2) The substantive and procedural laws applicable to criminal justice delivery system should be
examined in order to determine; (1) whether some of these laws or parts of these laws have become
obsolete: and (2) whether some of them or parts of them hinder or delay the processing of criminal
cases. Based on diagnostic study, recommendations will be made for repeal or amendment of those
laws which will be found obsolete or unsuitable in the changed circumstances.

(3) The study will take into account the fact that case processing in Bangladesh is cumbersome,
fragmented, lengthy, and there is lack of transparency and accountability, foot-dragging at every tum
from investigation to issuing court processes. to readying a case for tnal, to conducting court proceedng.
etc. There is no court annexed altemative dispute resolution (ADR) system. The remedy lies in
introducing modemn case management in criminal justice delivery system as has been done in the cwil
justice delivery system, and initiating court annexed ADR.

(4) The consultant/investigator will organise well structured two workshops, one in Dhaka, and one at
any project district with the participation of representatives of the Bench, the Bar, the Civil Society,
women, disadvantaged criminal justice seekers, and other stakeholders. The outcome of the workshops
will be reflected in the reports of the consultant. However, the cost for holding the workshops will be
borne by the office of the undersigned.

Interested individual may obtain further information and can receive details Terms of Reference (TOR) of
the assignment from the office of the undersigned during office hours on all working days.

The selected individual consultant will be appointed for a period of six months, and will be required to

join his assignment by March 2008.
