The Government of Bangladesh has received a loan (Loan Agreement No. BDP-57) from
the Japan Bank for International Cooperation (JBIC) towards the cost of the Small Scale
Water Resources Development Project (SSWRDP) in greater Mymensingh, Sylhet and
Faridpur areas implemented by the Local Government Engineering Department (LGED) and
It is intended that part of the proceeds of the loan will be applied to eligible payments to
provide services under the project as mentioned at para 3 below.

The SSWRDP will undertake implementation of about 215 small-scale water resource
subprojects located in 15 districts. The objective of the project is to increase agricultural and
fisheries production, enhance rural job opportunities and hence contribute in poverty
reduction in the preject area through development of water management infrastructures and
beneficiaries’ participatory institutions for stakenholder driven small scale water resource
development and rnanagement subproject.

The eligible national NGOs, within the context
of this request for EOI, should be formally constituted and registered under the laws of the
government, shall be deemed to have registration with the offices of the (a) Director
General, Department of Social Services, or (b) Director General, Department of Women
Aftairs, or (c) Director General, NGO Affairs Bureau; have registered Head Office and
several Regional/Local Offices at District and/or Upazila levels spread over the country and
have own major activities in the project area, be qualified to perform the services as
deemed by the project, be financially sound and be in active business in respective fields in
the project area districts.

The interested eligible national NGOs may, therefore, submit their EOI with the following
information:

LGED, if necessary, may perform field verification regarding correctness of the information
on logistics and other statements/documents provided by any NGO in the EQI and if found
incorrect or vilified, the concemed EOI will be rejected at any stage of the short-listing
process. The NGOs submitting EOI shall produce necessary documents upon demand by
LGED.

An NGO may express interest in any or all of the packages and one NGO may be short-
listed in more than one package. The short-listed NGOs will subsequently be requested to
submit technical and financial proposals as per the detail TOR to be provided at that time.
The proposals will be processed in accordance with the "Selection Under a Fixed Budget
(SFB)" sub-method as set out in the PPA-2006/PPR-2008 of Government of Bangladesh. If
an NGO becomes eligible for award in more than one pacicage it will be awarded only for
one package at authority's discretion.
