The Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh (GOB) has
received a Japanese Policy and Human Resource Development
(PHRD) grant (No. 090407 BD) for the preparation of the Clean Air
and Sustainable Environment (CASE) Project administrated by the
World Bank. It intends to apply part of the proceeds of this grant
towards payments to international consultants to advise the Project
Preparation Team (PPT) and the Ministry of Communications
(MOC) on a wide range of issues relating to public transport in
Dhaka, with a focus on bus operations.

The concemed design review and advisory services will be

administered by the PPT, anchored at the Department of
Environment (DOE), with membership from the Ministry of
Communications (MOC) and the Dhaka City Corporation (DCC)
The procurement of the services will be done using the World Bank
procurement guidelines.

The PPT is in the!psoeess ©f hiring!iocal consultants: 1o undefiake

two projects, one of which is to examine the major public transport
corridors in Dhaka and propose one as a pilot for a BRT system as
proposed in the Dhaka Strategic Transport Plan; while the other is
an appraisal of the existing bus route network followed by the
preparation of a detailed action plan to achieve measurable
improvements in bus operations/service on a selected corridor in the
coming two to three years.

The international consulting firm will provide general advice and

assistance with specific areas of interest as follows:

To review design, and extend advisory service for bus priority in
Dhaka.

To advise MOC how to ensure that DTCB becomes a
functioning arm of government with a stable source of funding
and adequate budget to attract and retain well qualified staff;

To assist MOC define the responsibilities and tasks to be
performed by DTCB and to work with MOC to clarify DTCB's
authorities - and also those of other agencies with similar
responsibilities - within the Dhaka administration.

To work with DTCB to prepare a detailed 3-year action plan
indicating the build up in work to be undertaken by DTCB and
the staff levels and qualifications needed; with respect to bus
operations, the action plan should focus on the role of the RTC
being transferred to the DTCB.

To assist DTCB review the work being undertaken by the local
consultants on the BRT pilot corridor and network restructuring
and to offer advice and international experience in both these
areas.

To assist DTCB to define and implement the institutional and
requlatory frameworks to match the envisaged changes in the
bus system.

To assist DTCB to begin a dialogue with key stakeholders on
bus sector reform.

It is envisaged that this assignment is best suited to a firm with a

wide range of experience in public transport matters including
regulatory aspects and also bus priority BRT planning and general
network development. Experience in bus industry consolidation
would be helpful. The individuals to be engaged for the assignment
should have demonstrable interpersonal and communication skills,
proven ability to work.in a collaborative team environment, and
written and oral fluency in English. Experience of having worked in
developing countries would be a plus. It is envisaged that the bid
evaluation will largely rest on the qualifications and experience of
the principal consultant.

Interested consultants must provide information indicating that they

are qualified to perform the services. EOIls should include
brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar
conditions, summaries of firm's capability, availability of appropnate
skills among key staff with short biographies, availability of
resources, and snapshots of relevant transactional experience. The
EOIs would be reviewed on the basis of the following:
