lack of knowledge about The second place we looked at

audience etiquette in our country.
Theatre etiquette concerns the
conventional requirements of the
audience in regard to social
behavior inside a theatre. In my
view | can only define it as the
rules that the audience must
follow while they are being
entertained in the theatre.

For our class project at ISD, we
had to carry out research about
the status of audience etiqueftte in
Dhaka, and design a plan to
educate current play and movie-
goers about the rules that should

govern their behaviors.
If Bangladesh starts to grow, the
percentage of theatre

performances in theatres with
modern facilities would grow as
well. This means that educated
people would be very interested
to experience what it is like
inside. From our research, we
have gathered some evidence on
the current status of audience
etiquette, by looking at the
condition of the first international
standard theatre hall built in
Bangladesh, the Cineplex.
Anybody who Vvisited the
Cineplex cannot help but notice
the advanced level of ignorance,
improper utilization of facilities,
and lack of attentiveness that
occur here. Things such as
having a conversation in the
middle of a movie, ignoring
existing rules and regulations of
theatres, and talking on cell
phones can creale a huge
amount of disturbance to the rest
of the audience who paid for
being entertained,. During
intermission the audience starts
to rush for various activities.
There are risks that the female
audience would be harassed

was another big theatre hall of
Bangladesh, Bolaka, which Is
situated by the side of New
Market, a very crowded area ,
This theatre suffers from a lack
of audience etiquette as well.
Even at the auditorium of the
International School of Dhaka
(ISD), a modern, progressive
institution by Bangladesh
standard, even though some
progress is currently being made
to redress the problem,
performances still suffer from
lack of punctuality at start times,
lack of discipline during the
performance, and general lack of
knowledge about the rules and
regulations of the theatre.

The resulting recommendations
from the observation above are
as follows:

1. The entire audience must
attend all shows on time and
be seated in the right place.

2. They must avoid all the things
that may cause any
disturbance. This means
switching their cell phones off!

3. As a play starts, the audience
should be quiet

4. Never make fun of any
mistakes a performer makes.

5. During the intermission, the
audience should get their
food in a very sensible way,
eat it in the lobby, and not use
food in the theatre

6. To show a huge respect the
audience should clap after the
play has finished.

We hope that in the future, as

more and more spectators are

heading to theatres for
entertainment, the rules of
audience etiquette will be
increasingly observed.
