Troops killed the 19 members of
the Liberation Tigers of Tamil
Eelam (LITE) and wounded 27
others in the districts of Vavuniya,
Mannar, Mullaitivu and Jatina on
Saturday, the ministry said

diers were also wounded in
Saturday's clashes,

Party's "betrayal”, the Left parties
will also "expose the marriage of
convenience” between Congress
and SP in its campaign, said the
leader on condition of anonymity:.

The Left campaign against the
UPA will be launched on July 14 in the
capital, where top Left leaders will
"attack” the government for its "re-
fusal® to take appropriate steps to
tackle the runaway inflaton and back-
breaking price nise besides explaining
theiroppositiontothedeal.

Plans are afoot to field top lead-
ers itself, who will criss-cross the
country attending public meetings
and rallies organised in major
towns in all states, to explain the
Left position.

Meanwhile, government is
unlikely to reply to Left parties'
demand for clanification on whether
it was going to the IAEA till the return
of Prime Minister Manmohan Singh
from Japanon July9.

Left sources said they expect the
next meeting of UPA-Left commit-
tee to take place after Singh's
return during which the govern-
mentis likely to give the reply.

Left parties, which have decided
to withdraw support the moment
the government proceeds to
operationalise the Indo-US
nuclear deal, yesterday set the
deadline of July 7 for the ruling
coalition to clarify whether it was
going to the IAEA.

However, the Tigers released
pictures ol their elusive leader
Velupillai Prabhakaran commem-
orating his suicide bombers on the
21st anniversary of the first suicide
attack by his guerrillas,

The Tigers have deployed over
250 suicide bombers, known as
Black Tigers, to carry out devastat-
Ing attackssince July 1987.

The rebel Liberation Tigers of
Tamil Eelam (LTTE) said they held
ceremonies in guerrilla-held
Wanni region on Saturday to mark
the 21st anniversary of the first
suicide truck bombing by a cadre
known as Captain Miller,

The elusive Tiger supremo,
Velupillal Prabhakaran, 53, led the
remembrance ceremonies at an
undisclosed location with the
participation of his elite "Black
Tiger” suicide cadres, the pro-rebel

Tamilnet.com web site reported.

“Three hundred and fifty six
Black Tigers have laid down their
lives, 254 of them in sea operations,
during the last 21 years since,”
Tamilnet said.

Last year, the Tigers commemo-
rated 322 suicide bombers who
perished in attacks.

Their figures showed that 34
suicide bombers had carried out
attacks in the past year. An attack
on akey air base in October was the
worst, with 21 suicide bombers
destroyingafleetof aircraft.

One rebel later returned to the
north with video footage of the
attack, while the others were shot

‘Suu Kyi vote win no
longer legal’

The victory by democracy leader
Aung San Suu Kyi's party in 1990
elections i1s "no longer legal,”
Myanmar state media said Sunday,
urging her supporters to prepare
for new polls.

The official New Light of
Myanmar newspaper, a govern-
ment mouthpiece, ran a commen-
tary headlined: "Goodbye, 1990
election results!”

The paper said that the approval
of a new military-backed constitu-
tion in a referendum in May had
invalidated the previous national

election, won in a landslide by
Aung San Suu Kyi's National
League for Democracy (NLD).

"The result of the 1990 election
IS no longer legal as it has been
ditched by the entire people,” the
papersaid.

"The NLD'd better join hands
with the people and then stand for
the 2010 election in line with the
laws, instead of longing for the
resultof the 1990 election.”

Such commentaries in state
media are not official government
statements, but reflect the thinking
of the secretive junta that rules
Myanmarwith an iron fist.
