After snapping ties with India's
Congress-led coalition government,
the Left parties yesterday embarked
on a nationwide campaign to
explain o people the reasons that
prompted them to withdraw sup-
port for the ruling alliance accusing
it of undermining the country's
independent foreign policy by
pursuing a nuclear deal with the
United States

Addressing a rally here, CPI-M
General Secretary Prakash Karat
alleged the government was ignor-
ing pressing issues like price rise
and was "obsessed” with the
nuclear deal.

Karat said the government and
Congress party wanted to fulfil
their promise to US President
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George W Bush to push through the
nuclear pact. "It is their primary
alm and not tackling inflation or
pricerise.”

He said the deal would "under-
mine” India’s independent foreign
policy and affect its strategic
nuclear programme and allow
American multinational firms
engaged in nuclear technology to
enter Indian market,

"Bush is also hustling India into
the deal. He is telling India to speed
up as he is not going to stay as the
American President for long”, the
Marxist leader said,

T'he Lelt parties have launched a
nationwide campaign against the
UPA government detailing its "'un
kept promises” and "obsession'
with the nuclear deal.

“We can'tsupport a government

that is undermining our independ-
ent foreign policy," said Karat with
reference to the nuclear deal.

“We will do everything we can to
defeat this government in the trust
vote (on July 22,' he added.

In a veiled reference to
Samajwadi Party whose support
Congress has succeeded in enlisting
on the issue of nuclear deal, Karat
attacked the new-found friends of
the UPA, and said those who had
opposed the deal with them and
now joined hands with Congress
would regret.

“Government's priority is to
enter into the nuclear deal and not
to solve the economic crisis that the
nationisfacing,' hesaid.

Afghan President Hamid Karzai on
Monday directly accused Pakistan's
intelligence agency of being behind
a recent wave of deadly attacks in
Afghanistan, including the Indian
embassybombing.

In a strongly worded statement,
Karzai said it was “clear” who was
behind the violence, including a
suicide bombing in Uruzgan
Sunday that killed 24 Afghans and
the embassy blast that killed more
thanmore than 40 people.

The murder, killing, destruc-
tion, dishonouring and insecurity in
Afghanistan is carried out by the
intelligence administration of
Pakistan, its military intelligence

In sweeping changes in its 37-year-
old immigration system, Britain
today announced that foreign
nationals committing serious
offences in the country will face
automaticdeportation.

Committing minor offences by
foreign nationals will delay access to
citizenship up to three years, the
official announcementsaid today.

Foreign nationals wishing to
become British citizens will have to
earn the right 1o stay, the announce-
mentsaid.

The tough new approach will
require all migrants to speak English
and obey the law if they want to gain
citizenship and stay permanently in
Britain. Process for citizenship can
be speeded up for those who contrib-
ute to the community.

The reforms are at the centre of a

sweeping overhaul of all immigra-
tion laws dating back to 1971, The
new modern laws reserving full
access to benefits and socigl housing
will be reserved for citizens and
permanentresidents.

Home Secretary Jacqui Smith
said: "In recent months we have
listened to peopleacross Britainand
the message is clear - they want
those who want to make Britain
their home to speak English, to work
hard, and to earn the right to stay
here." "We are making the blggeal
changes to our immigration system
for a generation, and part of that is
making sure those who stay in the
UK make a positive impact on their
local community.”
Immigration and Citizenship Bill
replaces ten Acts of Parliament and
enshrines into law the
Government's biggest ever shake-
up of the immigration system.
