Wife of Satkhira
Aug 17 blast
witness commits
suicide

Hajra Bibi, 35, wife of Rawshan Al
the lone eyewitness to the five serial
bomb blasts on August 17,2005 in the
town, committed suicide by hanging
herself, doctors who did the autopsy
told this correspondentyesterday.

The victim's husband Rawshan
Ali earlier claimed that his wife was
abducted and killed by those who
attacked him on August 25 in 2005.
After killing, her body was hung
fromatree, he claimed.

On information, police, on the
night of July, 24, recovered the body,
hung from a tree at Bakal area in
Satkhira Sadarupazila. Itwassentto
Satkhira Sadar Hospital forautopsy.

Doctors who did autopsy of the
body told this correspondent that
the 'deathis suicidal in nature'.

On August 17, 2005, Rawshan Ali
went to pick pocket on the premises
of Women and Children Repression
Preventive court in the town in the
morning. He saw his neighbor Nasir
Uddin Dafadar standing there with a
bag in his hand. Five-minute after the
bag was kept, some bombs inside
wentoffon the court premises.

Acting on information given by
Rawshan, police arrested JMB
operative Nasir Uddin Dafadar and
some other activists.

Rapid Action Battalion (Rab), in three
separate raids conducted here yes-
terday, recovered 1,009 bottles of
phensidyl, 35 pieces of Yaba, three
vehicles, gold ornaments, one pistol
and eightbullets.

Rab also arrested four people in
this connection.

In araid conducted at the house of
Abdul Khalek at Baksir Char village in
Babuganj upazila, Rab arrested an
absconding murderer named Hayji
Md Gofran Khan, 48, also a business-
manofDhaka.

Rab recovered 35 pieces of Yaba
tablets, one unregistered brand-new
Toyota jeep, gold ornaments, a
German pistol, eight bullets, eight
packets of hemp, specially-made
cigarettes and Tk 1,50,110 in cash
collected fromYaba peddling.

[RRIGATION COST
Pabna farmers now to pay

in cash not in paddy
Tk 1,200 for Boro, Tk 800 for Aman

Pabna District Irrigation
Committee at a meeting held here
on Thursday changed the old
system of payment of irrigation
cost by giving paddy to deep tube-
well owners, official sources here
informed.

From now on, farmers will have
to pay Tk 1,200 to deep tube-well
owners for irrigating each bigha of
land in Boro cultivation season and

Tk 800 for irrigating each bigha of

land in Amon farming season.

Earlier, irrigation pump owners
took one fourth of their produced
paddy from farmers as their irriga-
tion cost.

The decision was taken consid-
ering the interest of farmers, said
Pabna deputy commissioner (DC)
Khondoker Md Mokhlesur
Rahman, also chairman of the
districtirrigation committee.

Minutes of the meeting would
be sent to the upazila offices for

implementation of the decision,
the DC said. It will be a tough job to
implement the decision as irriga-
tion pump owners used to take
paddy from farmers as charge for
irrigation for a long time, he said.
Action will be taken against the
irrigation pump owners for violat-
ing the official decision, he said.

General farmers welcomed the
decision saying it will inspire them
to increase production, said Pabna
Agriculture Extension Department
plant protection specialist Md
Mahabubur Rahman.

Earlier, irrigation pump OWners
exploited farmers by taking a major
part of their produce as irrigation
cost.

Deep Tube-well Owners'
Association said the tube-well
owners will take a decision after
getting the official order, said
Atghoria Upazila Deep Tube-well
Owners' Association convenor Md
Zohurul Haque.

Lift emergency, hold

national polls first
Magura BNP demands

Grass-roots level leaders of
Magura district BNP yesterday
urged the government to
announce schedule for national
election and withdraw the state
of emergency without further
delay.

Withdrawal of the emergency is
amust to make the ongoing politi-
cal dialogue a success and to
create a congenial atmosphere for
holding a credible election with
participation of all political par-
ties, they told a meeting of Magura
district BNP at its office in the
town.

The government has lifted ban
onindoor politics, but the reality is
totally different as political party
activists at district and upazila
levels are being constantly shad-
owed by special security agencies,
theleaders alleged.

This is not a suitable atmo-
sphere for election, they said and
urged the government to take
steps to remove fear from people's
mind.

Demanding unconditional
release of all political leaders

including party chairperson
Khaleda Zia and her elder son
Tarique Rahman, they said,
delaying their release gives rise
1o questions in people's mind
that the government intends to
stay in power for a longer
period.

Calling for resisting planned
upazila parishad elections, they
sald any other polls before gen-
eral election would not be
accepted.

They also criticised the gov-
ernment for price hike of essen-
tials and called for bringing
down it within people’s buying
capacity.

District and thana level BNP
leaders who spoke at the meeting
said, the future elected govern-
ment will conduct investigation
into corruption, if any, done by the
present government.

With joint-convener of dis-
trict BNP Nazimuddin Ahmed in
the chair, Zia Parishad central
committee chairman Kabir
Murad spoke the meeting as the
chief guest. The meeting was
also addressed by district BNP

leaders.

3 candidates
hold secret meets
with Jamaat
