“That is why we are signing as
many bilateral agreements with
receiving countries aswecan.”

The adviser expects Libya to
become “a significant destina-
tion for Bangladeshi workforce.

This was disclosed by
Foreign Affairs Adviser Dr
Iftekhar Ahmed Chowdhury
while speaking as chief guest at
a discussion on '‘Migration and
Human Trafficking' at a local
hotel yesterday.

[ftekhar, also in charge of the
Ministry of Expatriates' Welfare
and Overseas Employment,
told the discussion that last
year the country received over
US$ 8 billion as remittance
from the migrantworkers.

He said that so far this year
clearance has been given (o
560,000 migrant workers for
employment abroad.

The foreign adviser, how-
ever, said that to maximise the
benefits of migration, it must
be ensured so that migrant
workers and their families do
not pay exorbitant sums to
secure an overseas employ-
ment.

“We must ensure safe and
cost-effective migration for our

people to reduce the risks of
trafficking.”

He added: “Our endeavours

must strike a balance to
encourage best practices, tak-
ing into account the impor-
tance of outward migration
and theroleitplaysinourecon-
omy.”
[ftekhar said all Bangladesh
missions have been instructed
to protect and promote the
interests of migrant workers as
well as to work closely with host
governments to help the vic-
tims of trafficking.

In the domestic front, he
said the Ministry of Home
Affairs is doing its best to track
illegal human traffickers and
bring them to justice. “Our all-
out concerted and coordinated
efforts, | believe, will help us
eradicate the menace of
human trafficking and pro-
mote safe migration.”
