Judge Shamsul Alam of the
Women and Children Repression
Prevention Tribunal-2 handed
down the verdict to Lal Mohon
Jaladash, husband of the victim,
and his accomplice Nazim Uddin.

They hail from Bakhtiarpara of
Madhyam Sonaimuri in
Sitakunda.

The court, however, acquitted
two other accused -- Shukh Lal
Jaladash and Dulal Jaladash -- and
exempted Bimal Jaladash from the
case as hedied during the trial.

According to the prosecution,
Shyamtara Jaladash, wife of Lal

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father's house as Lal Mohon drove
her away from his house. On October
29 in 1999, Lal Mohon came to his
father-in-law’'s house and wanted to
take her to his house in the name of
restarting their conjugallife.

But on the way back home, Lal
Mohon along with his fouraccompli-
cesraped his wife and strangled her.
