Though legal
obligations rests with state functionaries, members of society -
individuals, organizations, NGOs, media and the private sector -
have responsibilities to ensure its effective implementation.
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The Right to Information Forum has been established.

~ Bangladesh: How it evolved

Initial Demand:

In 1983, the Press Council made a proposal for access to
Information in view of the prevailing political scenario. It was a
military regime and print media was facing challenges and threaf in
terms of freedom of publishing news,

In 1999 a number of human rights organizations in collaboration
with Commonwealth Human Rights Initiative (CHRI) arranged a
three day seminar in Dhaka to analyze the situation of access to
information in South Asian countries. Since then, many NGOs, civil
socicty members, media professionals and lawyers have been
promoting this issue.

Information for Transparency and Empowerment

International Right to Know Day
28 September 2008
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International Right to Know Day

September 28 is the International Right to Know Day. In order to establish people’s right to Information, activists from
all over the world gathered in Sofia, Bulgaria in 2002 and decided to observe this as the Right to Know Day.

Now people all over the world celebrate this Day to reaffirm the UN resolution of 1946 which declared Right to
[nformation as the “Touchstone of All Rights to which all other Fundamental Rights are consecrated”
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RTI and Manusher Jonno Foundation:

Manusher Jonno Foundation (MJF) was established in 2002 to
promote human rights and good governance by providing financial
and technical support to organizations working on rights and
governance. MJF now partners with 127 such organizations all over
Bangladesh. MJF believes access to information by people
especially the disadvantaged and marginalized community will
contribute to their improved livelithoods and participation in public
life. Since then MJF with partners and all civil society members has
been advocating for the enactment of the RTI law.

Civil Society Initiatives:

September 2005, MIJF organized a seminar on “Situational analysis
of nght to information in Bangladesh: challenges and realities™. The
then Law, Justice and Parhiamentary Affairs Minister agreed that an
RTI law was needed and said that a working paper prepared by the
Law Commission was in the process of being considered by the
present government.
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October 2005, a dialogue session with the lawmakers was held
where everyone agreed that a Right to Information law was the need
of the hour for a vibrant democracy.

December 2005, a two-day conference titled “Right to Information:
National & Regional Perspectives™ was held. Participants from all
over South Asia came together to share local, regional and national
experiences on RTI. High government officials pledged to do their
best for the enactment of the Right to Information Act.

May 2006, MJF facilitated three core groups. The Law core group
took on the responsibility of preparing a draft Law on RTI. The
members of the Law core groups were Dr. Shamsul Bari, Adv.
Sultana Kamal, Adyv. Shahdeen Malik, Dr. Hameeda Hossain, Ady.
Elina Khan, Professor Asif Nazrul and Barrister Tanjib ul Alam.
Tanjib ul Alam and Asif Nazrul prepared a draft and finalized it after
series of consultative meetings. The law was drafted based on the
working paper of the Law Commission and critiques on the working
paper by CHRI.

The draft RTI Act was published in different newspapers for wider
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dissemination and for receiving inputs from public.

March, 2007: The Law Core group submitted the draft law to the
Law, Justice and Parliamentary Affairs and Information Advisor for
its review and consideration. Members of the Core Groups met
with the Law Advisor several times as follow up.

December 5, 2007 a Convention on “Democratic and Corruption
free Bangladesh™ was organized by MJF which was attended by the
Chief Advisor of the Caretaker government. The Honorable Chief
Advisor instructed the Ministry of Information to finalize the
current draft and submit it for approval.

A member from MJF was selected as one of the members of the
Working Committee for drafting and finalising the RTI draft by the
Information Ministry.

March 11, 2008 Before finalising the draft, the Information
Ministry organized a roundtable meeting with academicians, media
professionals, civil society members and NGOs to share the draft
and get their inputs. It was also posted on the Ministry website for
getting comments and inputs from public.

March 19, 2008 Mr. Wajahat Habib Ullah Chief Information
Commuissioner of India wasanvited by the government to share his
views and opinion on the draft. He had meetings with politicians,
business professionals, media and civil society representatives,

31 August, 2008 Consultation meeting on ‘RTI: Commitment of
Political parties to incorporate in election manifesto and its

implementation’.

20 September, 2008 the Council of Advisors approved the
ordinance.

Networking

MJF has taken initiatives to bring all different stakeholders together 1o
articulate demand for the RTI law. National, International and
regional linkages has been established with different organizations.

The CHRI facilitated the visit of Media professionals and others to

visit Delhi and Rajasthan for orientation on how RTI evolved and being
implemented. Government, civil society representatives including MJF
participated in a workshop jointly organized by World Bank Instituic
and Mexican Federal Institute for Access to Public Information in
Mexico.

21 August, 2008, The “Right to Information Forum”™ was
launched. Representatives from 60 organizations and individuals
including media are a part of this Forum with MJF as the
Secretariat. The objective of the Forum 1s expedited proper
enactment and monitor implementation of RTI Ordinance 2008.

25 September, 2008, the Right to Information Forum celebrated
the International Right to Know day.
