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Govt to sell dry fly ash

The government is finally
going to sell dry fly ash, a
byproduct produced at
Barapukuria Coal-based
Thermal Power Plant, at Tk 823
atonne.

The issue remained unde-
cided for around three years,
as the government had no
policy to sell public proper-
ties, according to official

sources.

Dry fly ash is used as a raw
material of cement.

The Cabinet Division will
place today a proposal regard-
ing this at a meeting of the
Advisory Committee on
Economic Affairs.

None of the departments or
the ministries concerned,
including Power Division,
Cabinet Division or Power
Development Board, was

willing to shoulder the respon-
sibilities to approve the tender
proposals on sales of dry fly
ash.

The government has
recently prepared a policy
empowering the Advisory
Committee on Economic
Affairs to approve such pro-
posals.

In line with that policy, the
Power Division has already
sent the proposal to the

Cabinet Division,

According to the proposal,
the ash will be sold to the high-
est bidder, Friendship
Business Corporation, for the
next five years at the fixed rate.
The total value of ash sold
during this period will be over
Tk 31.5 crore. The power plant
at Dinajpur produces around
300 tonnes of dry fly ash per
day.

The rate of the material 1s

supposed to be reviewed in
every five years and be fixed on
the basis of inflation rate set by
Bangladesh Bureau of
Statistics.

According to the proposal,
the price hike of the material,
however, will not be 5 per cent
lesser than the previous one,

A committee comprised of
representatives from Power
Division and Finance Ministry
will review the price of ash.

Deadline for BO
account info

widens

The stock market regulator has
extended the deadline for sub-
mitting bank certificates and
photocopies of national ID
cards for existing beneficiary
owner (BO) accounts to
December31.

The previous deadline for
submitting the documents for
BO accounts was September 30.

“Considering investors'
interest and a nine-day Eid
vacation, the commission took
the decision,” said Farhad
Ahmed, executive director of
Securities and Exchange
Commission, yesterday.

Apart from the stock
exchange authorities, deposi-
tory participants and many
investors had earlier urged the
SEC to extend the time limit.

Earlier, the SEC had
extended the deadline to
September 30 from June 30.

On expiry of the revised
deadline, the BO accounts that

_donotaccompany bank certifi-

cates or photocopies of
national ID cards of account
holders will be closed, the SEC
official said.

Last year, the SEC made it
mandatory for account holders
to submit certificates from
related bank branches and
pictures of investors to open
BO accounts.

The SEC had also set a dead-
line for renewing the existing
BO accounts with bank certifi-
cates or photocopies of
national ID cards and pictures.

The market watchdog made
the move in a bid to prevent
people from opening fake
accounts or using false infor-
mation.

There are around 15 lakh BO
accounts, with 40,000 owned
bynon-resident Bangladeshis.

China strives

to curb milk
fallout

China struggled Sunday to
contain the fall-out from the
tainted milk scandal,
announcing a new survey of
dairy products that found no
melamine and promising to
subsidise farmers hit by the
scare.

The latest test 0o£609 batches
of liquid milk from 27 cities
across China detected no mela-
mine, the industrial chemical
at the centre of the dairy scare,
the Beijing Morning Post
reported.

Altogether 75 brands were
sampled for the test, including
prominent ones such as Yili,
Mengniu and Bright Dairy, the
paper said, citing the General
Administration of Quality
Supervision, Inspection and
Quarantine.

It was the sixth testin China
since the milk scare broke out
last month, according to the
administration, the nation'’s
top product quality watchdog.

Indian
onion MEP

reduced

OUR CORRESPONDENT, New Delhi
India has decided to reduce
the minimum export price
(MEP) for onion by 20 dollars
a tonne for October because
of stability in prices in
domestic prices and surplus
availability.

“We have reduced the
MEP of average quality
onion by 20 dollars a tonne
for all destinations as the
domestic price has shown
signs of stabilising and actu-
ally fallen”, said a senior
official of National
Agricultural Cooperative
Federation (NAFED) here on
Wednesday.

The average MEP now
stands at 230 to 235 dollars.

The NAFED is the nodal
agency for onion export and
decides the MEP for every
month in consultation with
12 other agencies after look-
ing at domestic availability
of the commodity and prices.

The cut in MEP is likely to
boost exports of onion which
might rise to 12 lakh tonnes
in 2008-09 as against 9.96
lakh tonnes in 2007-08 on the
back of good production.

Onions grown in southern
parts of India are exported to
Sri Lanka, Singapore and
Malaysia while the variety
grown in Nashik,
Maharashtra state, go to all
export destinations, particu-
larly to Persian Gulf coun-
tries.

The retail price of onion in
domestic market is at Rs 15
per kg, according to the data
with the Consumer Affairs
Ministry.
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Relaxation in

IPO r_ul'es
recommended

Investors are likely to get
relief from the pressure of
paying whole amount of
subscription price for an IPO
(initial public offering), as a
Securities and Exchange
Commission committee has
recommended for deposit-
ing 25 percent of the sub-
scription value in a first
instalment.

The rest 75 percent
amount for the IPO subscrip-
tion will have to be paid in
the final instalment within
15 days of [PO allotment, the
committee said.

Presently, an investor
needs to deposit the whole
amount of subscription
price while applying for
the IPO, which creates a
liquidity crisis in the mar-
ket because investors pull
out huge money from the
market to apply for the
[PO.

The SEC body, which was
formed on September 2 to
make recommendations
regarding modification of
the existing IPO rules, pro-
posed this in a set of recom-
mendations submitted to the
capital market watchdog on
September 24.

“If the recommendations
are approved, the whole
process of an IPO will be
completed within three

| weeks,” said SEC Member

Mansur Alam, who also
heads the committee.

In case of any lapse in
depositing the final instal-
ment, the application
money shall be forfeited
and such un-subscribed
securities shall be taken up
by the underwriters con-
cerned, the committee
proposed.

If approved, the changes
will not disrupt the liquidity
inflow in the market with
having the rest 75 percent of
the amount in the investors’
hand.

The committee also pro-
posed to bring the bankers to
the issue under SEC registra-
tion system.

[t proposed to the SEC to
implement the recommen-
dations inthe second phase.

In the first phase, the body
proposed that applicant's
name, BO account number
and national ID number will
have to be mentioned in the
[PO application.

The lottery will be con-
ducted based on the BO
account number of the appli-
cants reconciled with the
Central Depository of
Bangladesh Ltd (CDBL), it
recommended.

South Korea
semiconductor
exports fall

AFP, Seoul

South Korea, the world's top
memory chip producer, suf-
fered a drop in semiconductor
exports for a third straight
month in September amid a
market glutand aslow US econ-
omy, data showed Sunday.

Statistics at the Ministry of
Knowledge Economy, dis-
closed by Yonhap news agency,
showed semiconductor
exports plunged 9.9 percent
year-on-year to 2.96 billion
dollars in September, a consec-
utive fall since July.

Semiconductors account for
a quarter of the country's
exports of information tech-
nology goods, such as mobile
handsets and flat TV or com-
puter display screens, accord-
ingto the ministry.

South Korea is home to the
world's two largest flash mem-
ory chipmakers, Samsung
Electronics and Hynix
Semiconductor.

Market research firm iSuppli
Corp. warned in a statement
online Saturday that memory
chip makers, reeling from a
major downturn in business
conditions, face difficulty in
securing capital due to the US
creditcrunch.

It said some memory chip
suppliers could face serious
liquidity issues in the near
future, with cash-strapped
banks reluctant to take on risky
ventlures.
