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Foreign investors' chamber
links investment to
political stability

Investment will depend upon
the country's future political
stability, said Foreign
Chamber of
Commerce and Industry (Ficcl)
in its outlook yesterday.

“Confrontational politics
will cause the same sufferings
as before,” said Wali Bhuiyan,
president of Ficci, at its
monthly meeting at a city
hotel.

He said there is little hope
that the two top leaders of
Awami League and BNP would
sit together to sort out political
Crisis.

million EDIin 2007, down by
16 percent against previous
year's $793 million.

However, the global FDI rose
by 30 percent during the
period.

Stephen also echoed the
views of Ficci in terms of
investment. He said political
stability is a must for acquiring
investment.

“Bangladesh has business
opportunity in the United
Kingdom, but it depends on
its political stability,” he
said.

He said Bangladesh's IT
software, pharmaceuticals and
even textile and readymade
garments have huge poten-
tials.

Ficci also appreciated the
Bangladesh Bank for tightly
regulating the banks.

Bangladesh-Turkey trade likely
to be $1b by next year
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The bilateral trade between
Bangladesh and Turkey
would be raised to USS 1.0
billion in the next one year
from the present level of USS
300 million, Turkish

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WB commits
$1b assistance
package by
December

The World Bank will provide $ 1
billion in a package of assis-
tance to Bangladesh by
December this year for financ-
ing projects in some major
areas.

This was disclosed when
Finance Adviser Dr Mirza
Azizul Islam, now in
Washington for the Annual
Bank-Fund meetings, had a
meeting Saturday with the
Bangladesh Country Team in
the World Bank led by Vice
President for South Asia Region
[sabel Gurrero.

They reviewed the assis-
tance package for Bangladesh
for the current year.

It was decided in the meet-
ing that four projects-
Budgetary Support Under
slobal Food Crisis Response
Program, Siddhirganj Peaking
Power Project, Dhaka Water
Supply and Sanitation Project,
and Emergency 2007 Cyclone
Recovery and Restoration
Project-which have already
been negotiated with the gov-
ernment will be approved by
the World Bank by the
yearend.

“With these projects, World
Bank's commitment to
Bangladesh against 7 projects
by December 2008 will be
nearly $1 billion- arecord level
of financial support for
Bangladesh,” said a release
received here from
Bangladesh Embassy in
Washington, DC.

This year the multilateral
donor agency's commitment
will amount to approximately
$1.3 billion, the release said.

The meeting also reviewed
the likely projects to be taken
up next year to utilise World
Bankaid envelop amounting to
$1.3 billion in the next fiscal.

[t was decided that the World
Bank would field a project-
identification mission next
month to prepare project pro-
posal in association with the
government in the light of
government priority.

World Bank's support to the
Padma Bridge is also likely to
be scaled up.

Macroeconomic stability
successfully managed

Finance adviser tells donors

Finance Adviser Dr Mirza
Azizul Islam said despite food
and energy price rises world-
wide, Bangladesh has success-
fully managed macroeco-
nomic stability and the care-
taker government carried on
reforms thatbegan to pay off.

“All the macroeconomic
indicators are positive and
better than many other devel-
oping countries, including
those in the region,” he told
his audience at a World Bank-
IMF arranged meet In
Washington.

The finance adviser, now In
the US capital for the annual
Bank-Fund meetings, made
the remarks while delivering a
keynote speech titled 'Eco-
nomic Policy Reforms in
Bangladesh: A retrospection’
on Saturday.

The staff members of the
World Bank involved in the
World Bank Group Operations

in Bangladesh as well as repre-
sentatives of country delega-
tions of different countries,
who are attending the annual
meetings, were present during
his speech, according to a mes-
sage received here yesterday.

In his keynote speech, Dr
Aziz highlighted the progress
Bangladesh is making in accel-
erating growth and poverty
reduction as well as attaining
other MDGs.

Focusing on the reasons for
the economic achievement of
Bangladesh, he mentioned the
reforms in economic and insti-
tutional governance initiated
and implemented by the pres-
ent caretaker government.

“All these reforms have pro-
duced tangible positive
results,” he told the session and
hoped that the next elected
government would not only
sustain these reforms but also
further strengthen them to
accelerate growth and poverty
reduction.

With world markets in turmoil,
investors are flocking to buy
the yen, butitis no vote of con-
fidence in Japan's economy,
which faces several quarters of
stagnation or recession, ana-
lysts say.

It was not so long ago that
Asia's largest economy seemed
relatively unscathed by the
financial crisis rocking the
United States and Europe, as
Japanese banks snapped up
stakes in ailing Wall Streel
giants.

But after the Nikkei plunged
24 percent in just five days, the
worst weekly performance in
its 50-year history, Japan has
been shaken out of its compla-
cency.

"Japan's economy is now in
recession and internal sources
of growth have been

exhausted,” RBS Securities
analysts said.
