But the bidder must bid for entire quantity of Injectable
Contraceptive, Medroxyprogesterone Acetate (MPA) in sterile agueous suspension with equal numbers of
auto-disable (AD) 1.0 ml-syringe with needles requested in each sub-package. Evaluation and
comparison of bids will be carried out simultaneously to determine the bid or combination of bids offering
the lowest price to the purchaser for each sub-package. Price reductions or cross discounts will be

considered in the evaluation and comparison of bids for more than one sub-package.

4. Bidding will be conducted through the International Competitive Bidding procedures specified in the
World Bank's Guidelines: Procurement under IBRD loans and IDA credits May 2004, and are open {0
bidders from eligible source countries as defined in the section lll of the bidding documents.
However, all countries are eligible for this credit except Israel. A margin of the domestic preference
will apply.

5. Interested eligible bidders may obtain further information from Directorate General of Family Planning
and inspect the bidding documents at the address given below during the working days within the
office hours, which is 9 am to 5 pm up to the day before the deadline for bid submission.
