Unidentified criminals slaughtered a
scrap metal trader at his house at Arsin
Gate in the city's Shyampur area in the
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Chowdhury yesterday said the
administration will have to function
neutrally during the next general
elecion to make it free, fair and
credible.

“The government officials who
were promoted by political parties
during their regimes must be kept
away for holding free and fair polls as
they might influence the election
directly,” he added.

The BDB president was speaking
at a press conference at its central
office on Topkhana Road in the city
where former lawmaker from
Barguna-1 Dr Abdur Rahman
Khokon and former PWD chief
engineer Mohammad Eusuf joined
the party.

The former president said prob-
lems of the country will reduce signifi-
cantly if the countrymen cast their
votes to those candidates who hate
corruption and terrorism, adding that
the political parties should make
pledges that they would not keep any
criminal and corruptionists in their
respective partes.

Asked whether his party would
join the Awami League-led grand
alliance, he said they are discussing
and will take a final decision after
observing the attitudes and moves of
other political parties.

“It is not a unilateral issue, 1t is a
multilateral issue and so we will
observe attitudes and moves of other
political parties to take our decision,”
he said, adding, “We have good
organisations and people in half of
the total parliamentary constituen-
cies and we are capable to give nomi-
nations for over half of the total
constituencies.”

He further said, “We will partici-
patein the election for wining as well
as forming a government. So, we will
demand and sacrifice for the candi-
dates who have possibility towin.”

Asked about whether they will
join BNP-led four-party alliance, he
said, “We will not join those parties
who have confusions over Liberation
War and have differentideologies.”

Prof Chowdhury said the govern-
ment will have to take the security

“If our children get education
and better jobs, the number of sex
workers will gradually decline. Our
adolescent children need a haven so
that they can grow up in a safe and
