The admission tests for first year
honours courses under the aca-
demic session 2008-'09 begin at
Chittagong University (CU) and
Rajshahi University (RU) today.

On the first day, the admission test
under 'Ka' unit (science) will begin
at 10:30am at Chittagong
University. ‘

A total of 13,492 candidates
collected their forms against 470
seats under the unit this year.

Proctor Prof Jasim Uddin said
the admission seekers would be
able to stay in the dormitories
taking the prior permission of the
respective hall provosts.

Atotalof 1,11,770 forms were sold
under eightunits of the university.

The 1st year admission tests begin
at the Rajshahi University today at

9:00am. .

Every day the tests will be held
for four departments as per exam
schedules -- 9:00am to 10:00am,
11:00am to 12:00pm, 1:00pm to
2:00pm and 3:00pm to 4:00pm --
until November 29.

A total of 3,42,119 will vie for
only 3,180 seats of 47 departments
under eight faculties. On an aver-
age, 107 admission seckers will
fight foraseat.

The highest number of admission
forms 17,168, were submitted to the
Marketing department against 100
seats, while the lowest 665 were sub-
mitted to the Music and Dramatics
departmentagainst2sseats.

Department sources said the
highest 275 students will fight for
one seat in Pharmacy department,
while the second highest 243 stu-
dents will vie for one seat in Mass
Communication and Journalism
department.

Experts tell BAPMR Nat'l Convention

The country has only 35
physiatrists to treat around 1.5
crore people suffering from differ-
ent types of physical disability, said
the experts at the 5th National
Convention of Bangladesh
Association of Physical Medicine
and Rehabilitation (BAPMR) yes-
terday.

They said though more and
more patients are coming to
physiatrists, there are only eight
medical colleges in the country
where Physical Medicine and
Rehabilitation (PMR) department

The experts stressed the need for
initiating the subject in all medical
colleges and hospitals while all the
medical institutes should have
outdoor and indoor facilities for
intensive rehabilitation of the dis-
abilities resulting from different
diseases and traumas.

At the inaugural session of the
two-day convention in a city hotel,
the experts said MD and Post-
Graduate Diploma courses iIn
medical rehabilitation can be
openedin old medical colleges.

At the same time, development
of trained and skilled paramedical
staff like physiotherapist, occupa-
tional therapist, speech therapist,
prosthetist and orthotist with
rehabilitation nurse is also impor-
tant, theyadded.

He stressed the need for com-
munity involvement with the
institution to facilitate treatment of
the patients which is almost absent
in the country.

“It is terrifying that one institu-
tion is forced to provide services to
50000 patients of different disabili-
ties under the PMR department as
there are some medical colleges
where this specialty exists,” said
Health Secretary AMM Nasir Uddin
while speaking as chief guest.

The subject needs special atten-
tion and-initiation of indoor facili-
ties at BSMMU is a must, he said,
adding, the government has
already taken a decision to estab-
lish a College of Physiotherapy.
