Addressing the party's
national council meeting, the
BJP's star campaigner gave a
new spin to the victory of
Barack Obama in the US
Presidential elections claim-
ing that it was the result of the
American citizens being fed
up with the stranglehold of a
few familiesin politics.

"It was senior Bush for two
terms followed by two terms of
Bill Clinton and then two
terms of junior Bush and then
there was the possibility of
another Clinton.
