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8pc of population infected
with hepatitis B virus

Say experts

Experts at a thanksgiving
ceremony yesterday said
around eight percent of the
country's total population is
infected with hepatitis B
virus, while below one per-
centwith hepatitis C virus.
They also said that 3.5

percent of the pregnant
mothers are affected with
hepatitis B,

Liver Foundation of
Bangladesh organised the
thanksgiving for its ongoing
free hepatitis B vaccination
programme supported by
HSBC Bangladesh at Begum
Sufia Kamal Auditorium at
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National Museum in the

city.

Presenting his keynote
speech, Director General
(DG) of the organisation Prof
Mohammad Ali stressed the
need for creating mass
awareness of hepatitis B and
C viruses to prevent various
deadly diseases.

Suffering from hepatitis
B for a long time increases
the risk of liver cirrhosis,
liver cancer and liver fail-
ure, but the issue is stll
neglected, he added.

Saying that the vaccine
cost of hepatitis B virus is
very expensive, the DG
suggested the government
to produce itlocally to make
available among the com-

~mon people.

Speaking as the special
guest, Deputy Director of
Social Services Department
Shafiqul Islam said around
1,000 out of 10,000 orphans
were brought under the
programme this year, urg-
ing the organisation to
continue the programme in
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future.
He also called on the
government and non-

government organisations
to come forward to address
the issue with an emphasis
to arrange screening of
pregnant women as the
deadly disease transmits to
babies through mothers.

Saying that the disease is
transmitted by blood, Prof
Dr Mohosen,
gastroenterologist and
herpetologist said people
should have to be cautious
during donating or inject-
ing blood whether it is
affected with Hepatitis B
Virus or not.

Attending the
programme as the chief
guest, HSBC Chiet
Executive Officer Sanjay
Prakash handed Tk 3 lakh
over to the organisation for
the free vaccination
programme.
