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A preview of the documentary “Bangladesh

Hospital 71"

Bangladesh Hospital

was held at Sanskriti Bikash
Kendra, Paribagh, Dhaka on July 25.
'71 was set up at

Bisramganj in Tripura, India to treat and reha-
bilitate wounded freedom fighters during the

LiberationWar.
Bengali doctors,

medical students and

enthusiasts women keen on serving the
wounded as nurses founded the first hospital of

Bangladesh.

This significant part of the Liberation War is
unknown to many. Habib Wahid, editor of the
little magazine “Aninda,” decided to make the
documentary with an aim to inform the post-

war generations.

The documentary unearths several untold

stories of the war.

In August 1971, Khaled Mosharral, Com-
mander of Sector 2, allocated Tk 50,000 and
authorised Dr. Major Akhter Ahmed to set up a
hospital. The makeshift hospital of bamboo
and wood saved many lives during the war.

Lutful Hussain has written the script for the

29-minute film.

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Swapnadal to stage Selim
Al Deen’s Hargoj

organised by Dhaka Thea-
tre. Dhaka Theatre first
staged "Hargoj" in the late
1990s. Al Deen penned the
play in 1992, based on an
experience of a devastating
tornado that struck the
Hargoj area under
Manikganjin 1989.

The tornado shattered
the bustling locale of farm-
rs, killing hundreds of
people and damaging a
large partofthe area.

The play follows an aid-
team that arrives at the
tornado-hit village and
continues with a horrific
depiction of the deceased
hanging from trees or
entangled with boats.
During the rescue opera-
tion, the protagonist of the
play, Abid, reaches a sur-
real world. Beneath the
surface of this disaster,
there is an indirect por-
trayal of mass killing,
which ultimately indicates
a world on the brink of
destruction.

Swapnadal member
Zahid Ripon is directing
the play. The cast is
expected to include 20
members of the troupe.
The play received a grant
from the Ministry of Cul-
tural Affairs.
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Srijon's monthly musical
soiree "Phele Asha Din-er
Bangla Gaaner Ashor,” was
held at Poet Sufia Kamal Audi-
torium, National Museum on
July 25.

The event is part of Srijon’s
initiative to promote Bangla
songs of yesteryears. The
soiree is held on the last Satur-
dayof every month.

"Our music is diverse and
opulent. But due to lack of
interest these songs do not get
the exposure they deserve. As
a result many songs are lost.
Our aim is to promote these
songs among the young and
encourage them to listen 1o
and practice them, as well as
provide a platform to new
artistes,” said Nurul Islam,
director of Srijon.

Kaberi Das, a Nazrul artiste
opened the programme with
the song "Eki shurey tumi
gaan shonaley,” followed by
"Mon-e porey aaj shey kon
jonome,” aromanticnumber.

The programme mostly
featured upcoming singers.
Masud Ahmed sang "Ei
jiboney mor joto tuku byatha,"
and "Tumi shundor jodi nahi
hao.” Tanzina Ruma rendered

Rabeya Taposhi sang * Ogo
brishti amar chokher pata,” a

popular film song and “Tomra
bhuleigechho.”

A segment of the
programme also included
songs on monsoon. Ahmed
Newaz sang "Rim jim rim jim
brishti," Rukhsana Momtaz
performed the ever-familiar
"Ashadh Srabon maney nato
morn."

Mashrur Chowdhury and
Sultan Arif also took their
turns. The final performer of
the day was Bijan Chandra
Misri. Bijan wrapped up with
"Aaj e1 brishtir kanna shuney,”
and "Einodiemon nodi.”
