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Indian gets 10yrs
RI in arms case

Another on remand

A Sherpur court on
Wednesday sentenced an
Indian citizen to 10 years
rigorous imprisonment (RI) in
an arms case.

In Jhalakathi, an Indian
detained on Tuesday for tres-
passing was placed on remand
for three days on Wednesday.

Judge SM Badrul Islam of
Joint Sessions Judge's Court
and Special Tribunal-3 in
Sherpur delivered the verdict
against Russel Sangma, 25, of
Battala village at Goalpara
district in Assam, reports our
langail correspondent,

Acting on a tip off, a
Bangladesh Rifles (BDR) team
on September 13, 2007 raided
the rental house of Russel at
Bakakura village under
Jhinaigati upazila in Sherpur
and recovered 29,096 bullets
of 7.62mm pistol by digging
the concrete floor.

Later, Mohammad Sirajul
Haque, GCO of 45 Rifles
Battalion in Mymensingh,
filed an arms case with
JThinaigati police station in this
regard.

According to sources,

convict Russel Sangma, an
operative of India’s separatist
United Liberation Front of
Assam (ULFA), is also facing a
intrusion case for entering
Bangladesh illegally.

state in India.

Chandu claimed that he
came to join tablig, but failed
to show any document in this
regard or his passport, the OC
said.

The High CourtonWednesday
granted four months' interim

4 RU BCL men

The arrestees -- Sharif, a
Master's student of political
science department, Rokey, a
third-year student of geogra-
phy department, Nahid and
Shaheen, social work depart-
ment -- were produced before
the Rajshahi Metropolitan
Magistrate's Court yesterday,
police said.

In the case filed with
Motiher Police Station against
10 activists of their rival fac-
tion on Wednesday night,
Ashis, a supporter of Mithu-
led BCL faction, stated that a
few cadres lead by Arif and
Polash severely stabbed him
following direction of Sharif as
he refused to give Tk 20 thou-
sand asillegal toll.

Earlier on Wednesday,
clash between two factions of
RU unit BCL, one led by Arif
and Rokey and another led by
Mithu, left five activists of the
two groups injured.

FOUR AND A HALF YEARS INTO INCIDENT

Prof Yunus murder case
goes to speedy tribunal

Nearly four and a half years
after the killing of Rajshahi
University (RU) teacher Prof
Muhammad Yunus, the mur-
der case has been shifted to
the Divisional Speedy Trial
Tribunal.

The tribunal yesterday
fixed September 2 for produc-
ing the accused before it and
beginning hearing of the
case.

Prof Yunus of the RU eco-
nomics department was
killed during morning walk
near his Binodhpur residence
on December 24, 2004. He
was president of
Bangabandhu Parishad RU
unit and senior vice-
president of Bangladesh
EconomicAssociation:

The second court of
Additional District Judge
framed charges against
eight militants in February,
but deferred the case pro-
ceedings as the local admin-
Istration sought govern-
ment permission for shift-
ing the case to the speedy

trial tribunal.

On August 24, the home
ministry gave its approval
for shifting the case to the
tribunal.

The accused in the case
are Shafiullah Tarek (a fol-
lower of militant kingpin

Asadulah“Al"Galiby~and’

band of the executed JMB
leader Siddikul Islam Bangla
Bhai's niece), JMB's regional
commanders Abu Isa
Enamul and Golamur
Rahman Mostafa, Abul
Kashem Tufan, an adherent
of Galib's Ahle Hadith Jubo

Shangha, and JMB militants,
Abdul Matin, Abdur Rahman
Arifand Mujibar Rahman,

Of them, five are now in
jail, two on bail and one
accused is stillabsconding.

Inspector Mohammad
Helauddin of the Criminal
Investigation Department
(CID) submitted the charge
sheet against the eight on
September 10, 2007.

CID brushed aside previ-
ous police findings of Shibir
involvement in the killing
despite two witnesses in
judicial statements nar-
rated Shibir men's involve-
ment.

I'll commit suicide
in case of any

A victim of gang rape has
warned of committing sui-
cide if she is deprived of
getting justice.

“I filed a case with
Khulna Sadar Police Station
on May 14 this year naming
OO0 0 WV VSRS o (O VA o 3 4 1
Kamruzzaman and Shoaib
as accused,” said the victim
Kona Akhtar, a student of
Independent University in
Khulna, at a press confer-
ence at Khulna Press Club
onWednesday noon.

But the investigation
officer (10) submitted charge
sheet to the court on August
23 dropping the names of
Hannan, Kamruzzaman and
Shoaib, she said.

The pieces of evidence
now lying with 10 Tipu
Sultan are report on find-
ings of medical test, con-
fessional statements of all

the accused and report on
findings of probe into
incident conducted by a
first class magistrate fol-
lowing order of Khulna
deputy commissioner, she
added.

The four accused, who are
still at large, gave deaths
threats several times to her
and her father for filing the
case, shealleged.

The criminals who gang-
raped her on May 8 In a
house at Labonchora under
Khulna Sadar Police Station,
also captured the incident
in a video camera, the vic-
tim said.

“I reject this biased charge
sheet. I will commit suicide if
the court does not accept my
naraji petition,” Kona said at
the press conference.

Her father SM Abdul
Quddus, supervisor of
Zemini Sea Foods Ltd of
Khulna, was present at the
conference.
