Japan's PM-elect vows
25pc greenhouse
gas cut by 2020

Japan's next prime minister,
Yukio Hatoyama, said Monday
his incoming centre-left gov-
ernment would pursue a
greenhouse gas reduction
larget of 25 percent from 1990
levels by 2020.

"As a mid-term goal, we
aim at a 25 percent reduction
by 2020 from 1990, based on
the levels demanded by sci-
ence to stop global warming,”
said Hatoyama, who is due to

“This is a political
pledge made in our mani-
festo. We must meet it by
taking all possible mea-
sures,” he said, eight days
after his Democratic Party
of Japan defeated the con-
servative government in a
landslide.

However, Hatoyama cau-
tioned that Japan would
require other major emitters
also to set tough targets,
saying that “climate change
cannot be stopped if only our
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
