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Rashed Khan Menon, chair-
man of the parliamentary
standing committee on edu-
cation ministry, has urged the
government to observe the
Education Day at the national

Terming the 1962's move-
ment for a unified educa-
tion system a universal
movement, he said the
country's education system
should be universal so that
all students both poor and
rich have access to quality
education.

He was speaking at a dis-
cussion organised by National
Front of Teachers and
Employees (NFTE) at the
National Press Club on
Thursday to mark the historic
Education Day.

The day was observed to
commemorate the sacrifices
of three.students -- Mostafa,
Babul and Wajiullah -- who
were killed in police shootout
while staging a demonstration
protesting the SM Sharif
Education Commission
formed during the Ayub Khan
regime in 1962.

Speaking on the occasion,

Menon said the movement
was universal as students from
all levels joined the movement
to press home their demands.

He stressed the need for
taking a crash programme in
the education sector to eradi-
cate all kinds of irregularities
and discriminations in the
sector.

"A whimsical state is pre-
vailing in the education sec-
tor... Extremely bureaucratic
tangles of this sector are also
creating more chances for
corruption,” he said.

Scientists have repeatedly
warned climate change

could affect health in many
ways, ranging from malnu-
trition caused by drought to
the risk of cholera from
flooding and the spread of
mosquito-borne disease to
temperate zones.

"Doctors must take a lead
in speaking out,” said the
doctors’ letter.

"There is a real danger
that politicians will be inde-
cisive, especially in such
turbulent economic times as
these.

“Should their response be
weak, the results for interna-
tional health could be cata-
strophic.”
