Momentum builds over
Iran nuclear standoff

IAEA chief to visit Tehran within days

AFP. Geneva

The head of the UN atomic
waltchdog is expected in
Tehran within days, an Iranian
official said yesterday, after
Washington and its allies
demanded progress this
month from Tehran in revived
talks on the nuclear standoff.
International Atomic
Energy Agency Director
General Mohamed ElBaradei
will meet Ali Akbar Salehi,
head of the Iranian Atomic

Energy Organisation, the
official told AFP

The visit will take place at
the start of the Iranian week,
which begins on Saturday, he
added.

US President Barack
Obama on Thursday
demanded swift and "con-
structive” action from Iran
following the crucial nuclear
talks in Geneva on Thursday,
and warned that his patience
for dialogue was limited.

But Obama conceded the

meeting between six world
powers and Tehran, which
included the highest-level
direct talks between the
United States and Iran in three
decades, marked a "construc-
tive® start to defusing the
nuclear standoff.

The talks were the first for
15 months, and western offi-
cials in Geneva acknowledged
that it marked Iran's "engage-
ment” on its nuclear
programme after they said
Iran refused to talk about it

since July 2008.

"Very important things
happened in Geneva, the
positions shifted,” said
Bernard Hourcade, an expert
on Iran at the French research
institute CNHRS.

Senior US officials in
Geneva said part of the out-
come might temper more
immediate fears, especially in
the Middle East, that Iran had
accumulated enough
enriched uranium to produce
anuclear weapon.

US lawmakers voice worry
over Afghan elections

US lawmakers Thursday
voiced concern over the dis-
puted elections in Afghanistan
which come as the Congress
mulls key decisions over the
future of the US strategy there.
"The Afghan government,
after eight years of interna-
tional sponsorship, is a disas-
ter,” said Democratic
Representative Gary
Ackerman, chairman of the
House Subcommittee on the
Middle East and South Asia.
"The recent election there
only served to bring the rot
and decay into public view.
President Hamid Karzal
leads the preliminary results
from the August vote with
around 55 percent, though

recounting and auditing of
suspect ballots could cut his
lead to below the 50 percent-
plus-one-vote mark required
forvictory.

His main challenger,
Abdullah Abdullah, who
scored 28 percent in the early
results, released a video
Thursday that he said showed
Karzai supporters fraudu-
lently marking ballots in the
August 20 presidential polls.

If Karzai's lead fell below 50
percent that would force a
run-off, something that
Republican lawmaker Dana
Rohrabacher said she was in
favour of.

"The consent of the gov-
erned is not what happened in
the last election,” she told the
hearing at the US Congress.

"We should insist that the
runoff election be held in
Afghanistan. I'm calling today
to insist that our government
insist that that election
occurs.”

Alexander Thier, director
for Afghanistan and Pakistan
of the United States Institute
for Peace, told lawmakers he
tended to agree.

"Unless the recount pro-
cess gives the election a credi-
ble clean bill of health, a run-
off election may be the only
way to restore the democratic
process atthis point,” he said.

About 10 percent of the
ballot is being recounted and
audited, in the hope of having
a final result by October 7,
officials close to the process in
Kabul have said.

Pak SC verdict binds govt
to prosecute Musharraf

The Pakistan Supreme
Court's detailed judgement
on Pervez Musharraf's emer-
gency declaration binds the
Gilani government to prose-
cute the former president
underArticle 6.

The country's apex court
has pointed out that
Musharraf should be pun-
ished for the crimes he com-
mitted on Nov 3, 2007, and
thus made the government
bound to act in accordance
with the Constitution.

"General Pervez Musharraf
was as much a usurper as was
General Agha Muhammad
Yahya Khan after the imposi-
tion of martial law in 1969.
Therefore, his actions should
be nullified, and he would be
liable to be tried for high trea-

son and punished,” The News
quoted the October 1 court
judgement, assaying.

"Along with Article 237 as
finally approved, the framers
of the Constitution also legis-
lated Article 6 of the
Constitution, which provided
that any person who abro-
gated or attempted or con-
spired to abrogate, subverted
or attempted or conspired to
subvert the Constitution by
use of force or show of force or
by other unconstitutional
means shall be guilty of high
treason,” itadded.

The judgement noted that
each member of the Pakistan
Army, as per his oath under the
constitution, i1s bound to
discharge his duties honestly
to the best of his ability, faith-
fully in accordance with the
Constitutionand the law.

Myanmar court rejects
Suu Kyi's appeal

AP, Yangon

A court in military-ruled
Myanmar rejected opposition
leader Aung San Suu Kyi's
latest bid for freedom yester-
day, turning down the Nobel
Peace laureate's appeal of her
most recent sentence of house
arrest, her lawyer said.

Suu Kyi was convicted and
sentenced in August for briefly
sheltering an uninvited
American at her home earlier
this year, in a verdict that drew
international condemnation
and ensured that she would not
be able to participate in elec-
tions scheduled for next year.

She argued in the appeal

that the conviction was
unwarranted, but the Yangon
Division court ruled against
her, lawyer Nyan Win said.

He said Suu Kyi's legal team
would file a new appeal to the
Supreme Court within 60 days,
and that Friday's proceedings
had opened a new possibility
for the defence's legal argu-
ments. '

If that fails, the final resort
would be a special appeals
court in the new capital,
Naypyitaw.

He said the court accepted
the argument that the mili-
tary-abolished 1974 constitu-
tion under which Suu Kyl was
charged was nulland void.

Taliban force civilians
to stage protest against

foreign troops

AFP, Herat

Taliban militants in western
Afghanistan on Friday forced
civilians to protest against
foreign forces after spreading
rumours they had desecrated a
mosque, the local governor
said.

Ghulam Dastagir Azad,
governor of western Nimroz
province, said the protests
blocked the main highway
between the city of Herat and
the capital Kabul as the Insur-
gents used the public as
human shields to fire on police.

“Taliban stopped buses on
the highway in Delaram dis-

trict on a junction where pas-
sengers from Herat, Farah and
Nimroz provinces travel and
forced them to protest against
foreign forces," he said.

The premises of a construc-
tion company and some police
posts were set on fire and the
road -- one of the most inse-
cure in the country -- was
blocked for several hours, he
added.

Some casualties among
police, civilians and the mili-
tants were reported but Azad
said he could not give any exact
figures. Police reinforcements
have been sent to the area, he
said.
