Police said Rahman was
wanted in 14 cases including
eight for murder filed with
different police stations in
Meherpur.

After preliminary interro-
gation, Rab handed the gang
leader over to Sadar Police
Station yesterday morning.

Erosion by River Jamuna has
taken a serious turn in
Sariakandi and Dhunat
upazilas of Bogra, threaten-
ing over three-kilometre long
main embankment on the
west side of the river.

Sources at the Bangladesh
Water Development Board
(BWDB) said 2.2 kms of main
embankment from Titporol
to Antorpara and one km
from Daripara of Sariakandi
upazila to Shourabari of
Dhunat upazila are under
threat due to the erosion in
last 10/15 days.

“If we fail to protect the
main embankment from
erosion at Antorpara, River
Jamuna may merge with
River Bangali and the joint

flow may hit the access road

of Jamuna Multipurpose
Bridge on the west side of the
river,” said Md Momtaz
Uddin, executive engineer of

BWDB.
Merger of the two rivers

will be catastrophic for the
entire region, which may
affect the Jamuna bridge
also. Approach road on the
western side of the bridge
may be disconnected from
the mainland in flood sea-
son. The flood control
embankment at the down-
stream may be washed away
by floodwater, experts
observed.

The authorities concerned
meanwhile have started
protection works in
Antorpara and Titporol areas,
Momtaz Uddin added.

“If BWDB fails to ensure
separate flows of Jamuna and
Bangali rivers, the previously

To protect the embank-
ment, another project pro-
posal of Tk 130 crore has been
submitted to the authority, he
said.

upazilas because of the
natural disaster.

Eighty diarrhoea patients were admit-
ted there during the previous 24 hours.

Along with necessary steps for treat-
ment of the affected people, the district
health department has started awareness
campaign to prevent the disease, Dr
Dipak Kumar, deputy civil surgeon of

Pabna, said yesterday.

“Studying case history of the patients, 4

will ask the director general's office to
send a specialised team to the district to
identify the cause,” he said.

Some of the diarrhoea patients who
were earlier released after treatment,
returned to the hospital as they con-
tacted the disease again, hospital
sources said.

Meanwhile, several diarrhoea patients
in the hospital said they are suffering due
to inadequate supply of intravenous (IV)
saline and other medicines.

affected with diarrhoea in Pabna Sadar
upazila during the last 15 days while three
people died of the disease in last three

days, sources said.

To tackle the situation, the district
health department has cancelled all kinds
of leave for its staff including doctors and
health assistants while several teams have
started door-to-door visit to monitor the

situation, health officials said.

Poison-mixed
puffed rice
served to
grab land?

Body of a person, who died 10
months ago after taking
puffed rice mixed with poison
allegedly served by enemies,
was exhumed from his grave at
Camp Para in Sadar upazila
yesterday following a court
order.

On September 21, Judge
AKM Shamsul Arefin of
Satkhira Chief Judicial
Magistrate's Court passed the
order asking police to exhume
victim's Abdullah's body from
the grave for proper investiga-
tion into the case filed by the
victim's brother.

After exhuming the body in
presence of an executive
magistrate, police sent it to
Satkhira hospital morgue for
postmortem.

Abdullah, and his mother
Saburan Nesa of village Ghona
in Sadar upazila died mysteri-
ously after taking puffed rice on
December 2 in 2008 and the two
bodies were buried at Camp
Paragrave the following day.

Abdullah's brother
Abdullahel Kafi filed a case
with the Chief Judicial
Magistrate's Court accusing
the victim's first wife Masura
Khatun, her second husband
Firoj Ahmed and her son
Tariqul Islam of the same
village on August 18,

The complainant alleged
that his brother and mother
died after taking fried rice
mixed with poison that the
accused served to kill them in
a bid to grab theirland.

When contacted, Sadar
Police Station officer-in-
charge Kamruzzaman con-
firmed the incident and said
proper action would be taken
against the culprits after
Investigation.
