Sources said the commit-
tee sat in a meeting in the
union parishad hall room
with Chairman Mir Hamidul
Ehsan Chanu in the chair at
around 11:00am to select four
candidates for appointment
as fertiliser retailers in the
union.

When the members of the
committee were sorting appli-
cations in presence of 27
intending retailers and coun-
cillors, some AL and JP activ-
ists entered the room and
asked the committee chair-
man to stop the selection
process and include the
names of their party leaders in
the committee.

They claimed they are the
supporters of local lawmaker
from | P Kazi Farook Kader and
upazila AL Secretary Shahid
Hossain Rubel. So names of
their men must be included in
the committee.

angry and swooped on the
committee members, coun-
cillors and other participants,
leaving at least 15 injured.

The attackers also ran-
sacked the union parishad
office and set fire to three
model sanitary latrines in
frontofthe UP office.

Mirganj UP councillors
Jahangir Alam, Azizul Islam
and Haider Ali said chairman
Mir Hamidul Ehsan Chanu,
some members of the selec-
tion committee and UP office
peon received injuries during
the attack.

When contacted,
Chairman Mir Hamidul
Ehsan Chanu told newsmen
that local lawmaker, not he
formed the selection com-
mittee according to a circular
issued by the agriculture
department.

He alleged that the unruly
activists of AL and JP, led by
Riju Khan, Selim Khan, and
Tabibar Rahman Bhoda,
attacked them and foiled the
meeting of the committee.
“We are preparing to file a
case against the attackers,”
he added.

7 get life for
murder in
Kishoreganj

Seven people, including
four brothers, were sen-
tenced to life term impris-
onment by a court here on
Sunday for killing a man in
2005,

The convicts are: Four
brothers--Nitya Boishnab,
50, Jahar Boishnab,50, Jatish
Boishnab, 50, and Ashta
Boishnab, 46, of Sharifpur
village in Ashtagram
upazila--and their accom-
plices Shah Sadhan
Boishnab, 22, Aradhan
Boishnab, 25, and Ashim
Boishnab, 21. Two of them --
Aradhan and Nitya -- were
tried inabsentia.

The court also fined them
Tk 10,000 each, in default, to
suffer one year more in jail,

According to the prosecu-
tion, the convicts, as a sequel
to enmity, swooped on the
house of their neighbour
Sukumar Das and stabbed
his nephew Jayanta Das to
death on August 30, 2005.

After the incident,
Sukumar filed a murder
case. Police, on investiga-
tion, submitted charge
sheet against 21 people.

After examining the
records and 27 witnesses,
Judge SM Abdus Salam of
the First Additional Sessions
Judges' Court handed down
the verdict, acquitting 14

others.

Scientists see bright prospect for
high-yielding BINA Dhan-7

BINA Dhan-7 bears bright
prospect for a massive change
in the socio-economic condi-
tion and food security status in
the monga-hit northern region
as opportunity to cultivate a
third crop (an additonal crop)
in a year will benefit both the
farmers and farm labourers,
Scientists of Bangladesh
[nstitute of Nuclear Agriculture
(BINA), Mymensingh and
Agriculture Extension
Department (AED) and farm-
ers expressed the hope as they
met on a 'Field Day' on the
prospect of the high yielding
variety of aman rice at
Joyrampur Anwar village in

Mithapukur upazila yesterday.

BINA and Rangpur AED
with the assistance of a few
NGOs cultivated the early
varietyrice on 7000 hectares of
land in greater Rangpur region
this season.

Ideal for the soil and climate
of the region, BINA Dhan-7 is
least affected by natural calami-
ties like flood, drought and pest
attack, said Dr Lokman Hakim,
chief scientific officer (Plant
Biotechnology and Genetic
Engineering Division) of BINA.

Farmers can get about 4.7
to 5 tonnes of rice per hectare
by cultivating BINA Dhan-7
and the fine quality rice will be
more profitable than usual
varieties, said Dr M Raisul
Haider, principal scientific

preicer (Trainling
Communication and
Publication Division) of BINA.

BINA Dhan-7 can be har-
vested in mid-October and it will
create job opportunity for the
farm labourers during October
and November when monga
prevails in the northern region,
speakers said atthe function.

International Atomic Energy
Agency developed the variety in
Vietnam in 1999. BINA brought
the variety and conducted
experiment and research on it
for long. In 2007, National Seed
Board of Bangladesh approved
itas BINADhan-7,

Plant Breeder of
International Atomic Energy
Agency Qingyao Shu also
spoke on the occasion.

Bus strikein 8
dists called off

Indefinite bus strike enforced
in eight districts of Khulna and
Barisal divisions yesterday
was called off later on the day
following intervention by the
administration.

Khulna and Barisal divi-
sional bus owners and work-
ers association earlier called
the indefinite transport strike
from 6am Monday in eight
districts to realise their 4-
pointdemand.

The strike was called off at
4:00 pm Monday after both the
sides agreed to restrict plying
unfit and route permitless
locally assembled vehicles like
Nasimon- Karimon, withdraw
extra stoppages of BRTC buses
outside the terminals, stop
harassments and take steps to
withdraw cases against four
leaders.

Santosh Ranjan Talukdar,
Barisal divisional commis-

sioner and Sardar
Muhammad Shah Alam,
secretary of Bus Malik Sramik
Oikya Parishad said, they held
a meeting at Barisal divisional
commissioner's office at noon
toresolve the issues,

The council leaders from
Bagerhat, Khulna, Pirojpur,
Jhalakati, Bhola, Patuakhali,
Barguna and Barisal districts
were present at the meeting
with high officials of the district
and divisional administration.

During the strike hours in
the morning all the buses on 14
routes remained off the roads as
they did not come out of the
main terminals in Khulna,
Bagerhat, Barisal, Bhola,
Patuakhali, Pirojpur, Barguna
and Jhalakati causing immense
sufferings to the people.

Nur Islam, an official of
Barisal BRTC depot said, six of
their buses were detained by the
strikers in LGED area of
Jhalakati and two others were
damaged in Rayapurareathere.
