The body of Alo was sent to
the Narayanganj General
Hospital morgue for an
aulopsy.

Earlier on October 1, for-
mer state minister for power
Igbal Hasan Mahmud Tuku
submitted the petition.

On July 12, Tuku filed the
defamation suit, accusing the
former general of making
derogatory remarks that
damaged his (Tuku's) reputa-
tion.
