The government has allocated Tk 200
crore collateral-free loan for the people
of char areas across the country, said
Bangladesh Bank (BB) Governor Dr
Atur Rahman.

“People of char areas countrywide
face poverty badly as their resources
get damaged by flood every year. All we
need to alleviate the poverty is coordi-
nated and comprehensive strategies by
government and non-governmental
organisations,” Rahman added.

The central bank chief suggested
that char people should be prepared to
adapt with the climate change and go
for forestation.

He was speaking at a meeting with
the people of Char Dushmara under
Kaunia upazila in the district on
Wednesday evening, organised by
Rangpur Dinajpur Rural Service
(RDRS).

Later, he inaugurated biogas plants
and solar systems set by RDRS at differ-
ent houses.

Earlier, the BB boss met with the
officials of the central bank in the
region, local banks and leaders of the
Rangpur Chamber of Commerce and
Industries.

NGO executives and journalists
were also present.

“We have allocated Tk 12,000 crore
for agricultural loans, including Tk 500
crore for sharecroppers and the private
banks are supposed to disburse Tk
2,500 crore among the farmers coun-
trywide this fiscal, " Rahman said.

He pointed out that proper dis-
bursement of the loan will not only
raise farm output but also help cut
joblessness, he said.

“For the first time, the BB has allo-
cated Tk 500 crore for sharecroppers
and the banks must play the keyrolein
intensifying economic activities, " the
central bank boss reminded the
banks.
