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INTRA-PARTY FEUD RIFE IN BNP
Rivals assault Barguna convener,

seven others at party meeting

Barguna BNP Convener
Motiur Rahaman Talukder
and seven others were
assaulted allegedly by their
rival party men during a
meeting of the district unit
at its office in the town yes-
terday.

Sources said the trouble
began when a faction led by
Joint Convener Faruk
Mollah swooped on the
meeting called by district

Convener Motiur Rahaman
Talukder-led faction at
around 1:30pm.

Police and witnesses said
the activists of the two rival
factions used lethal weapons,
hurled brickbats and chased
each other during the clash
that continued for half an
hour,

Police clubbed the clash-
ing groups and brought the
situation under control with
the help of some other BNP
leaders.

The injured are undergo-

ing treatment at Barguna
General Hospital and differ-
entclinics in the town.
District Convener Motiur
Rahaman Talukder blamed
the 'expelled' party men for
the incident. “Some unruly
people who were earlier
expelled from the party for
anti-organisational activities
launched the attack,” he said.
He further said the chair-
person announced the new
convening committee as per
party constitution and
opposing the committee will

be considered as breach of
discipline.

Leaders of the Faruk
Mollah-led faction claimed
that their rivals attacked
them when they were trying
to bring out a procession
demanding formation of a
new district committee with
the dedicated leaders.

No case was lodged with
Barguna Sadar Police Station
in connection with the inci-
dent as of filing of this report
at6:30pm yesterday.

Rangpur BNP convener
finally steps down

BNP Rangpur district unit
convener Ashraf Hossain
Borda yesterday resigned
from his post due to internal
feud.

Intra-party feud in
Rangpur BNP surfaced after
formation of a 71-member
convening committee with
Ashraf Hossain Borda as
convener in June this year.

BNP central committee
formed the district conven-
ing committees, which have
been given the task to form
all upazila and municipal
units before the council of
the district bodies.

Borda claimed that a
number of BNP leaders
wanted to include their men
in the upazila and municipal

units undemocratically. "As |
did not agree with them,
they brought allegation of
my failure.”

He, however, declined to
mention the names of those
who wanted to include the
names of their men in the
upazila and municipal
units.

Former president of
Pirganj upazila committee
Saiful Islam has crticised the
Borda-led district conven-
ing committee for forming
the upazila unit with ex-
Jatiya Party lawmaker Noor
Mohammad Mondol as
president. He urged the
central committee to reform
the committee.

Sources said district Joint
Convener Kazi Tareque and
some other leaders wanted

to form Rangpur municipal
unit with their men but
Borda asked them to form
the committee through
democratic process.

Joint Convener Badrul
Islam Chunnu said Borda is
an honest leader. An honest
leader like Borda is badly
needed for the district com-
mittee, he added.

Joint Convener Mozaffar
Hossain declined to com-
ment on Borda's resigna-
tion.

Conevning committee
member Rezaka Sultana
Fency said it was usual that
some leaders might oppose
him but he should not resign
in this way. In fact, he could
not bear the load as he
joined BNP from a small
party like Bhasani NAP.

ANUPAM TRIPURA MURDER

All 8 including Monindra
acquitted of charges

A Chittagong court yesterday
acquitted all the eight
accused, including former
chairman of Khagrachhari Hill
District Council Monindra Lal
Tripura, in businessman
Anupam Tripura murder case.

Seven other accused are
Mosharraf Hossain, Shanti
Priyo Chakma, Awal Gazi,
Mrinal Chakma, Parendra Lal
Tripura, Humayun Kabir and
Kulnath Baishnab.

Judge M Shafiqul Karim of

the Divisional Speedy Trial
Tribunal pronounced the
verdict. Forty-three witnesses
were cross-examined during
the trial.

According to the case,
Anupam fell sick after taking
liquor along with the above
mentioned eight people at a
hotel in the capital on July 10,
2007 and was rushed to Square
Hospital where the doctors
declared him dead.

Anupam's wife Alpana
Tripura filed a case against
the eight with Khagrachhari

Sadar Police Station on July
14, accusing the eight of
killing her husband by having
him take liquor mixed with
poison.

Officer-in-Charge (OC) of
the Police Station Ruhul Amin
Siddiqui submitted the charge
sheet on February 22, 2009
and charge was framed on
June 13.

Expressing his dissatisfac-
tion with the verdict, Public
Prosecutor (PP) Ayub Khan
said they will go to the higher
courtagainst the verdict.

46 boys rescued at Dublarchar

Allegedly brought for forced labour

Coastguards Friday midnight
picked 46 boys from
Dublarchar.

They brought the boys to
Mongla port the next day and
lodged them in Chalna Bandar
High Schoolrooms.

According to sources, these
boys were brought from differ-
ent districts for forced labour
at Dublarchar fishermen's
colony near the Bay of Bengal.

The boys were lured by the
promise of handsome pay-
ment for working in the colony
during this peak season for
making 'Shutki’' (dried fish).
Dublarchar is famous for its
export quality dried fish.

The coastguards were on
special duty to stop forced
child labour and resist poach-
ing of deer and tiger since
beginning of Raas Mela from
October 31 at Dublarchar.

Organised by local NGO
Nijera Kori, men and women
from six villages-- Pabantair,
Jharabarsha, Ghuridaha,
Hasilkandi and Chinirpotol--
assembled to protest heinous
killing of the housewife.

They paraded main roads
of Shaghata upazila town in a
procession and held a protest
rally at Dak Banglow ground.
Presided by Alimuddin, presi-
dent of Upazila Bhumihin
Samity, it was addressed by
Mamunur Rashid Mamum,
regional director of Nijera

Kori, Rafiqul Islam, Golzer
Rahman, Tajul Islam and
Habibur Rahman.

The speakers demanded
immediate arrest of killers
and their trial for capital
punishment.

Locals said, on September
18 late night, Shibli Begum, a
housewife of village Pabantair
under Shaghata upazila was
strangled by criminals.

The next day, Morjina
Begum, mother of the victim,
filed a case with Shaghata
police station accusing five
people including Moshiur
Rahman, husband of Shibli.

The accused are still at
large as police failed to nab
anybody despite request
and pressure from victim's
family and various organi-
sations.

BCL cadres stab
RU student

A group of Bangladesh
Chhatra League (BCL) cadres
severly stabbed a student at
Rajshahi University (RU)
yesterday as he protested a
remark by a BCL cadre.

She Sohel Ahmed, a
third year student of manage-
ment department of the uni-
versity, was admitted to the
Rajshahi Medical College and
Hospital (RMCH) after first aid
at the university medical
centre. He was stabbed in his
head and neck.

Sources said, BCL activist
Nayan, also a second year
student of management
department, made an inde-

cent remark at Sohel, in front
of Rabindra Arts Building, at
around 1pm.

As Sohel protested it,
Nayan along with a few BCL
activists severally hit him with
iron rods and stabbed him
leaving him severely injured,
sources said.

Sohel later said, BCL cadres
Jewel, a second year student of
mass communication and
journalism department, Belal
Hossain, a second year stu-
dent of anthropology depart-
ment and Nazmul, Shourav
and Zahid led by Nayan
launched the attack,

Contacted, Nayan said
Sohel attacked him first over a
trifling matter.
