BMA ELECTION TOMORROW

Internal feud in ruling

party forum brightens

DAB prospect in Ctg

Internal rivalry between two groups of ruling
party backed Swadhinata Chikitsak Parishad
(Swachip) may dim the prospect of their candi-
dates in tomorrow's election of Bangladesh
Medical Association (BMA) in Chittagong.

Two panels of Swachip are now vying for the
upcoming polls while opposition backed Doctors
Association of Bangladesh (DAB) with the sup-
port of Jamaat-back National Doctors Forum
(NDF) also fielded a panel for the election.

DAB is refraining from contesting the polls
in all other places of the country excepting that
of BMA Chittagong district unit.

On last Thursday, DAB decided to contest
the BMA Chittagong district election to retain
the office in the wake of rivalries between the
two groups of Swachip Chittagong unit.

The two Swachip panels are Dr Sheikh
Shafiul Azam-Dr Nasiruddin Mahmud
Parishad and Prof Dr AQM Sirajul Islam-Dr
AMM Minhazur Rahman Parishad.

Shaiful-Nasir Parishad, through newspaper
advertisements, claimed it as the lone central
committee recognised panel to run the election

of BMA, Chittagongdistrict.

However, Sirajul-Minhaz Parishad leaders
alleged that Safiul-Nasir Parishad had been
formed for only a three-month period about
three and a half years ago. _

“Both the committees of Swachip district
unit and Chittagong Medical College Hospital
(CMCH) unit lost validity and got dissolved
automatically after their tenure expired,” sa{d
Dr Minhazur Rahman, general secretary candi-
date of Sirajul-Minhaz Parishad.

Candidates of both the panels are now trying
to woo voters by criticising others, sources said.

Shafiul-Nasir Parishad leader Shafiul
alleged that the candidates of Sirajul-Minhaz

Parishad joined hands with DAB leaders

against them.

High quality malta from
Sylhet in the offing

Cultivation of a high quality
malta has opened up a new
avenue for the growers in
Sylhet as the region is suitable
for producing citrus fruits.

“We have already supplied
2,000 saplings of the juicy
fruit to growers this year.
Quality of the new fruit vari-
ety is good,” said agricultural
scientist Dr Md Khalilur
Rahman Bhuiyan of Citrus
Research Centre.

| The 'BARI-1' variety of

malta was evolved at the

Citrus Research Centre of
Bangladesh Agriculture
Research Institute (BARI) at
Jaintapur of Sylhet in 2005
after years of research.

After experiments, the
National Seed Board has
approved distribution of its
seed among the farmers, said
Bhuiyan, senior scientific
officer of the centre. Last year,
the centre had distributed
1,000 malta saplings among
the growers in Sylhet and
Moulvibazar districts for the
first time.

Sunshine and sandy
nature of the soil in Sylhet
region is favourable for
farming fruits like malta
and orange, he said, adding
that it is possible to culti-
vate the fruit here as rain-
water does not stay long on
theslopes.

"The malta grown at the
centre are very sweet and its
bright yellow colour and size
are very attractive. A fruit
weighs between 300 and 500
grams, Bhuiyan said.

The fruit is also being
cultivated in Gazipur,
Khagrachhari and
Panchagarh, the official said,
adding that they sent saplings
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to those areas this year.

“On an average, a plant
bears about a hundred fruits.
During experiments in the
last few years, we found the
result encouraging. We hope
that the fruit could be grown
in other hill areas having
same nature of soil,” Bhuiyan
claimed.

He said, experiments on
some more types of malta are
going on and it may be possi-
ble to get another species
within a year.

According to Bhuiyan,
making initial pit for planta-
tion of malta saplings is very
important. A pit should be
one metre both in length and
breadth. Around 15 kg cow
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dung and 200 gram of TSP
fertiliser should be dumped
in the pit at least 15 days
before planting sapling.
April-August is most suitable
period for planting sapling.

Anwar Hossain, deputy
director of agricultural exten-
sion department in Sylhet,
told The Daily Star yesterday
that the weather and soil of
the region has been found
appropriate for the juicy fruit.

"I have planted malta
saplings as per instructions of
the agriculture officials. I am
hopeful about getting good
yield in near future,” said
Abdul Hasib, a farmer of
Baushi village in Golapganj
upazila.

Cops sued
on bribery
charge

in Barisal

A bribery case was filed with
Jhalakathi police station on
Monday night against
Habibur Rahaman, former
officer in- charge (OC) of the
police station and sub-
inspector Fakrul Alam for
allegedly forcing one person
to bribe implicating him in a
fake robbery case.

Md Nazrul Islam, deputy
director of Barisal district
anti-corruption commis-
sion (ACC) filed the case
accusing the two for taking
Tk 27,000 bribe from the
victim's family.

According to the case, the
two police officers arrested
one Sheikh Hasan from a
place at Kathpatty Road in the
district town and beat him
mercilessly on April 15, 2007.
Hearing the news, Nasrin
Khanom, wife of the victim,
went to the spot and begged
them to release her 'innocent’
husband.

The two then demanded
Tk 30, 000 for her husband'’s
release. Nasrin gave Tk 27,000
to SI Fakrul on the day and
promised to give the rest the
following day:.

But as she failed to pay the
rest of the amount, the police
officers sent her husband to
jail implicating him in a
'false’ robbery case, Nasrin
alleged.

Deputy director Nazrul
Islam of ACC told The
Daily Star that Nasrin filed
the complaint with ACC
and the case is under
investigation.

Gang loots house in Pabna
making inmates Unconscious

Police yesterday arrested five
criminals known as molom
party men in C&B ghat area of
Faridpur town while a gang
made four of a family uncon-
scious by mixing poison in
their food and looted gold
ormnaments and other valu-
ables from their house in
Santhia upazila of Pabna
districton Sunday night.

The arrested molom party
men are Sabuj Hawlader, 38, of
Patuakhali, Siraj Mia, 50, of
Manikganj, Hanif Hawlader,
48, and Md Jalaluddin, 55,0f
Shariatpur, and Harun ur
Rashid, 65,0f Munshigan]
district, reports our Faridpur
correspondent.

Acting on tip-off, Kotwali
police raided Siddik's
Boarding in C&B ghat area at
around 4:00pm and arrested
the five.

Officer-in charge (OC) of
Kotwali police station said the
culprits were holding a meeting
at the boarding for conducting
operation at Tepakhola cattle
market under Sadar upazila.

Siraj Mia, one of the
arrestees, said they have
strong networks at Daualtdia -
Aricha ferry ghat and at
diffrent cattle markets of
Faridpur, Rajbari , Barisal and
other parts of the country.

[n Pabna, a gang made four
members of a family uncon-
scious and looted ornaments
and other valuables worth Tk 2
lakh from their house at
Bonogram village in Santhia
upazila on Tuesday night,
accordingtoour correspondent.

Police suspected that the
gang secretly entered kitchen
of Jahangir Ali's house and
mixed poison in food items.
After taking meal, Jahangir, 35,
his wife Beauty, 20, daughter
Shapna and son Rafique
became unconscious. Taking
advantage of the situation, the
gang took away gold orna-
ments, mobile phone sets and
other valuables frbm the
house, police added.

As neighbours found the
four lying unconscious yester-
day morning, they informed the
police who rushed the victims
to Pabna General Hospital.

9, 2005.
