They were produced before the courts of

cinema halls in Mymensingh.

After the hearing and deposition of wit-
nesses in the three cases, the accused were
sent to jail. :

Our Correspondent in Nilphamari
reports: The district jail authorities in
Nilphamari has issued red alert in ap_d
around the prison to foil any possible mili-
tant attempt to disrupt law and order inside
the jail or from outside the compound. The
measure was taken considering the number
of IMB militants in the jail and their rapid
increase in the last few months.

Rab and police have intensified patrol
while different intelligence agencies strength-
ened theirvigilance.

Jail sources informed that 12 JMB militants
out of 25 were shifted to Rangpur Central Jail
recently for security reasons.

The rest 13 include Azizul Islam, a close
associate of executed JMB majlish-e- shura
member Khalid Saifullah, JMB ehsar member
Moshiur Rahman and JMB district com-
mander Shoyem.

Jailor Golam Rabbani said, besides
other measures, restrictions have spe-
cially been imposed on relatives’ meeting
the JMB militants. Plainclothes police
keep watch on such meetings while the
relatives are not allowed to bring any food
for the militants.

A victim of torture by JMB militants sued 52
people in Rajshahi while 22 other militants
were produced in two Mymensingh courts
yesterday.

In Nilphamari, the district jail was put on
red alert fearing subversive activities by the
members of the Islamist outfit.

Our Staff Correspondent in Rajshahi
reports: A victim of torture by Jama'atul
Mujahideen Bangladesh (JMB) members in
Bagmara upazila lodged a complaint with a
Rajshahi court yesterday accusing 52 people
including three ‘advisers’ of the executed
kingpin of the outfit, Siddikul Islam Bangla
Bhai.

Mohammad Jalal of Sajuria village lodged
the complaint as he allegedly underwent
severe torture and extortion during Bangla
Bhai's campaign of terror at Bagmara in 2004.

The first court of a senior judicial magis-
trate asked police to take legal action after
investigating the complaint, said Jalal's lawyer
M Shahnewaz.

The accused include three of Bangla Bhai's
adivisers -- Abdus Sattar BSc of Sakoa, Lutfar
Rahman of Majhgram and Mostafizur
Rahman alias 'Killer' Mostak.

Jalal, a fish trader stated in his case that the
accused demanded Tk 50,000 illegal toll from
him on April 26 in 2004 while returning home
from local market.

As he refused to comply with, the accused
snatched away Tk 17,000 from him. Later, they
took him to a JMB camp at Razakar Ramzan
Kaya's house at Hamirkutsa for torture.

He also alleged that the accused tortured
him at the camp for several days. Explaining
the delay in filing the case he said, he was
always under threat of the accused.

In Mymensingh, police yesterday produced

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'Try culprits who instigated
principal Touhafa's suicide’

Thousands join procession at Saidpur, submit memo to DC

Students, teachers, employees
and members of the managing
committees of all educational
institutions under Saidpur
Municipality yesterday
brought out a procession
demanding fair investigation
into the unnatural death of
Principal Touhafa Begum and
trial of those who instigated
her suicide.

They later submitted a
memorandum to the deputy
commissioner through Saidpur
upazilanirbahiofficer (UNO).

About 8,000 students,
teachers, employees and
members of the managing
committees of all the 11 edu-
cational institutions gathered
at Saidpur Railway play
ground at around 10:00am
and took out the procession.

Touhafa Begum, 49, princi-
pal of Saidpur Adorsha Girls'
School and College, commit-
ted suicide at her Nayabazar
residence under Saidpur
Municipality on October 30
morning. Police recovered the
body hanging from ceiling fan
after breaking open the door
ofherroom.

Akhter Hossain, husband
of the deceased principal, filed
a case with Saidpur Police
Station on November 2, accus-
ing three persons of instigat-
ing her suicide.

The accused are Amzad
Hossain Sarker, former chair-
man of the institution’'s man-
aging committee, also former
BNP lawmaker from
Nilphamari-2 (Saidpur and
Kishoreganj), his brother
Rashidul Islam Sarker, also
Saidpur unit Jubo Dal presi-
dent, and Ismail Hossain, office
assistantof the institution.

The accused fled the area
after filing of the case, said the
officer-in-charge of Saidpur
Police Station.

It was alleged in the case
that the three accused with the
connivance of each other
misappropriated Tk 20 lakh
from the institution's fund
during the last four-party
alliance government.

Touhafa Begum could not
realise the money from them
after repeated efforts and
there was a misunderstanding
with the newly formed school
managing committee regard-
ing the matter.

Filled with frustration and
fear of social humiliation, she
committed suicide on
October 30 morning, goes the
case statement.

Before suicide, the princi-
pal wrote down two notes --
one to the new managing
committee president and the
other to her husband. Police
recovered the two notes from

her residence on the day of her
suicide and exposed it to
newsmen on November 1.

The notes were written on
official pad and carried her
signature and seal.

“I wanted to live in this
beautiful earth but some of the
school managing committee
members did not let me sur-
vive," Touhafa said in the notes.

In the note written to the
present managing commit-
tee president, the deceased
said, "Through evil coopera-
tion, the trio [former manag-
ing committee president
Amzad Hossain Sarker, his
younger brother Rashidul
Islam Sarker and office assis-
tant Ismail Hossain] misap-
propriated Tk 20 lakh from
the institution fund and
imposed its responsibility on
me,"” she wrote,

"Recently I met Amzad
Hossain Sarker, Rashidul
Islam Sarker and Ismail
Hossain several times and
tried to persuade them to
deposit the misappropriated
money in the institution fund
but they denied their offence.

"For this, I could not give
the proper report on the insti-
tution's account to the newly
formed managing committee.
| don't like to live in this earth
with the false blame upon
me,” she wrote,

In the note addressing her
husband, Touhafa Begum
wrote, "I am victim of conspir-
acy. The three conspirators did
not let me live on this earth.
Please forgive me for my deci-
sion to leave you all untimely.
Take care of our two sons and
the only daughter to make
them worthy citizens.”

Two BCL leaders

Bail prayers of three Barisal
medical students rejected

Two leaders of Bangladesh
Chhatra League (BCL) were
arrested yesterday for attack
on police in Khagrachhari
while bail prayers of three
Barisal medical students,
arrested on charge of beating
police, rejected on Sunday.

BCL leaders of Dighinala
upazila unit were arrested on
charge of injuring two police-
men in an attack at 10:30 pm
on Sunday:.

The arrestees are Dighinala
Chhatra League president
Mohammad Zahangir Alam
and unitmember Mohammad
Ershad Ali.

Police said, the incident
occurred when a group of 40-
50 BCL cadres led by Zahangir
attacked local BNP office and
ransacked itat Thanapara.

As police beatup some BCL
men to bring the situation
under control, the BCL cadres
attacked the local police sta-
tion throwing stone and brick
bat. During the incident, sub-
inspector (SI) Mohammad
Mizanur Rahman, constable
Mostafa Mia were injured and
later admitted to upazila
heath complex.

According to police, the BCL
cadres also attacked the nearby

upazila nirbahi officer (UNO)
office and damaged its win-
dows. Later, two separate cases
were field for ransacking BNP
officeand attack on police.

Our Correspondent in
Barisal says, Mainuddin Islam,
chief judicial magistrate of
Barisal on Sunday rejected
bail prayers of three students
of Barisal Sher-e-Bangla
Medical College and sent
them to jail after they surren-
dered in a case filed for beat-

The accused are
Ashikuddoha Asif of final year,
S M Ayub and Golam Shahriar
Rafi of fourth year.

Constable Masum later
lodged a case with Barisal
Kotwali police and charge sheet
against the accused was sub-
mitted on September 30, 2008.
