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Raiders ransack 32 rooms of

Criminals broke into the offices of Rajshahi
divisional commissioner and Local
Government Engineering Department
(LGED) in the city's Srirampur area early
yesterday and ransacked 32 rooms of the

twe adjacent buildings.

The gang tied up the on-duty night
guard and confined him to the mosque on
the ground floor of the three-storey LGED
building and ransacked 20 rooms while
ards were asleep during the
incident. Police rescued the night guard,
Khalilur Rahman, from the mosque at

other night

around 8:00am.

Rajshahi Metropolitan Police
Commissioner Nawsher Ali visited the
scenes and told reporters that the crimi-
nals entered the rooms of the two build-
ing sometime between 3:00am and
4:00am. He declined to give details for the

sake of investigation.

According to sources, criminals broke
into the divisional commissioner's office
by breaking open the main collapsible
gate. They broke door locks of 12 rooms
on the ground, first and second floors and

left 13 steel almiras and several table in
the rooms upside down. An official said
around Tk 16,000 went missing from an
almira and two table-drawers.

Elderly night guard Zamal Shiekh, who
was alone in the divisional commis-
sioner's office building on several bighas
of land, told this correspondent that he
was sleeping on the ground floor when
the incident occurred.

“I noticed the main collapsible gate
hmkenwhen!amsefursayingfm prayers at
around 4:00am. As 1 found
rooms on the three floors broken, linformed
Nazir Abdul Halim ofthe incident”.

The gang ransacked the office rooms
of the divisional commissioner, his secre-
tary, additional divisional commissioner
and deputyland reform commissioner on
the first floor of the three-storey building
while other rooms are of accounts, gen-
eral, revenue and development sections
and library on the first and ground floor.

Different law enforcement and intelli-
gence agencies' personnel collected fin-
gerprints and footprints from the scenes.
They suspect the criminals entered the
rooms to steal importantdocuments.
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two Rajshahi govt offices

The LGED Executive Engineer AK Azad
said two rooms out of five of the superin-
tendent engineer, 15 rooms out of 16 of the
executive engineer and all three rooms

of the executive engineer (Training)
were ransacked. He said some 15 steel
almiras were vandalised and lockers
inside the almiras broken.

Valuables, including computers,
laptops and telephone sets in the ran-
sacked rooms of the two buildings were
nottouched, said the sources.

Two separate robbery cases were liled
with Rajpara police station yesterday
afternoon.

Divisional Commissioner Hafizur
Rahman vyesterday formed a three-
member committee headed by
Additional Divisional Commissioner
Swapon Kumar Roy to probe the incident.
The committee has been asked to submit
report as early as possible.

The LGED department served show
cause notices on its three night
guardsKhalilur Rahman, Rabiul Islam
and Mohammad Bablu. Police asked the
night guards of the two building not to
leave the stations until further order.

The Ministry of Education has
instructed the authorities of
Board of Intermediate and
Secondary Education,
Jessore, for exemption of fees
for the 2010 SSC and HSC
examinees from Aila-affected
Dakope, Koira and
Paikgachha upazilas of
Khulna district.

Prof Hafizur Rahman,
chairman of Jessore educa-
tion board, said he received
the instruction from the
education ministry on Friday.

Earlier Jessore education
board authorities submit-
ted a report to the ministry
asking for compensation
for the financial loss to be
incurred due to exemption
of SSC and HSC examina-

tion fees for examinees of
the three upazilas that were
worst hit by cyclone Aila.

In last month, examinees,
their guardians and elected
representatives of these three
Aila-affected upazilas formed
human chains demanding
exemption of fees for the
coming SSC and HSC exami-
nations.

Consequently, the
Ministry of Education asked
Jessore education boa to
submit a report on the actual
number of examinees from
the Aila-hit upazilas and the
figure of financial loss to be
incurred due to exemption of
examination fees.

The board authorities are
yet to determine the total num-
ber of Aila-affected examinees
who would be provided with
the exemption facility.

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Board sources, however,
said they will have to incur
financial loss of Tk 30 lakh due
to the exemption of fees for
SSC and HSC examinees in
the three Aila-affected
upazilas of Khulna.

SYLHET BALLOT SNATCHING CASE
Charge framing date

deferred to Feb 10

A Sylhet court on Thursday
deferred the date for framing
charges against Sylhet BNP
President and former law-
maker M Ilyas Ali and 47 oth-
ers in the case for snatching
ballot papers.

Senior Judicial Magistrate
Enayet Kabir Sarker fixed
February 10, 2010 for framing
the charges against the
accused following a prayer for
extension of time by the
defence counsel, court
sources informed.

Police filed a case against
50 BNP men, including Ilyas
Ali and some UP chairmen,
on charge of showing two
ballot papers sealed on sheaf
of paddy symbol in public
illegally a day after
December 29 parliamentary
elections.

BNP men said they found
the ballot papers in a paddy
field behind Ashuganj
Government Primary School
in Biswanath upazila. But
police alleged that Ilyas and
his men had snatched the

ballot papers from govern-
ment officials.

As police pressed charges
against 48 BNP men, the
accused appeared before the
High court and got inerim
bail. The bench comprising
Justice Md Abdul Wahab
Miah and Justice Marjiul
Haque on April 28 ordered
the accused to appear before
the court concerned in eight
weeks as they prayed for
extension of bail.

Accordingly, Ilyas and
45 others appeared before
the ChierrJudicial
Magistrate's Court on June
22 and got ad interim bail.
Three other accused, who
were staying in the UK, also
got bail later.

The Chief Judicial
Magistrate also referred the
case to the Court of Senior
Judicial magistrate-1.

The other accused include,
Biswanath Upazila Parishad
Vice-Chairman Gous Khan,
Illyas Ali's younger brother
Askir Ali and UP Chairmen
Shamsuzzaman Shomsu,
Rajab Ali and Kabir Hossain
Dhola Miah.

army in March 1971.

As the Pak forces captured important estab-
lishments, entered different areas of the district
and killed many innocent people, freedom
fighters formed 'Biplobi Parishad' at Kowri
village in Harirampur upazila.

Eighty-two Pak soldiers were killed and 50
others held with injuries in a fierce battle with
freedom fighters led by engineer Tobarak
