POSTERS, LEAFLETS AT KATAGARI BAZAAR

Outlaws threaten to

kill 5 in Sirajganj

Outlawed Purbo Banglar Communist
(PBCP) pasted posters and distributed leaflets
at Katagari Bazaar in Tarash uazila of Sirajganj
district on Sunday night, threatening to kill five
peopleifthey stand against their 'movement’,

The 'targets' are schoolteacher Ibrahim
Hossain and Abdul Hannan of Saroil village,
‘l,[IJHTIB] Abedin and Moslem Uddin of Shyampur

age and Golam Hossain of Khidishuara
village, police said, adding that they seized
some ofthe posters and leaflets,

Many outlaws, who had earlier went into
hiding following operations by law enforcers,
are now back to the scene and they are engaged
in different crimes including abduction, rob-
bery, murder and extortion.

During the last few months, PBCP has set u
safe havens in different remote chars (smaﬁ
islands) of Jamuna River and greater Chalon Beel
region under Slral!l?anj. Bogra, Pabna and Natore
districts as law enforcers' vigilance is rather lax
due to poorcommunication facilities.

Different chars and isolated villages in
Kazipur, Belkuchi, Chowhali, Shahzadpur,
Ullapara, Raiganj and Tarash upazilas of
Siruj(fnnj district, Sherpur, Dupchanchia,
Nandigram and Kahalu upazilas of Bogra dis-
trict, Singra and Gurudaspur upazilas in Natore
district, Chatmohor, Ataikula and Atghoria
upazilas in Pabna district have now become
safe dens for the extremists, sources said.

At daytime, the criminals remain unnoticed
in the guise of general people or travellers and
at night they come out in groups for organisa-
tional and anti-social activities, locals said.

I'he criminals go into hiding when law
enforcers take tough action but return to the
area and become active again when there is
laxity invigilance, they said.

According to police records, the outlaws
have been carrglng out their illegal activities in
the region for about 20 years.

Extremists attacked Gurudashpur Police
Station in Natore and looted arms from there in

1986. In 2002, they killed four police personnel
and looted firearms from Randhunibari police
outpost in Sirajgan),

In 2005, they killed two policemen and
looted firearms attacking Bamfhul police out-
postin Natore,

In the face of desperate operations by the out-
laws, police outposts at Ranlrmh Sherpurupazila
of Bogra district and Biash Bazaar in Singra upazila
of Natore districthad to be withdrawn.

Outlaws shot dead Abdul Zalil, chairman of
Ramkrisnapur union In Ullapara upazila in
1988, Afsar Ali, a member of Dhamainagor
union parishad in Raiganj upazila, in 1987,
Mostafa Kamal, a businessman in 1990, Ali
Hassan, chairman of Talom union of Tarash
upazila, and Anu, a robber leader at Ranirhat in
S ﬁur upazila of Bogra district in 1992 and
Saiful Islam, chairman of Lahirimohonpur
union in Ullapara upazila in 2006,

They shot dead Abdul Ohab, Nityanjoy,
Julmat and Dudu Mian at Biash Bazaar in Singra
upazila of Natore district from 1997 to 2001, Anis,
arich farmer of Paril Boroichara village, and Abul
Kalam Azad, a rich businessman of Ka
Bazaar in Tarash upazila of Sirajganj district, in
2008, as they refused to pay toll.

They also killed Nuzab Ali Akanda, union
parishad member Barat Ali of Amshara village,
Shukur Ali, Moyan Ali Sarker of Gupinathpur
village, Dulal and robber leader Gafur of Boalia
village in Sirajganj district in the last few years.
Outlaws shot dead Jubo League leader Shah
Alam in Belkuchi upazila this year.

Ten people including three policemen were
injuredina tbetween police and outlaws
atGurpipulvillage on December 8 this year.

A gang of 40-45 outlaws ransacked four
shops and three houses and took away valu-
ables worth Tk 2 lakh after beating 10 people at
Shahpur village in Belkuchi upazila on
December 17 this year.

At least 104 outlaws in the area surrendered
tothe police in 2007, police said.

But many others, who had went into hiding,
have become active again.

BCL rivals assault 2 at RMC

Two leaders of a faction of Bangladesh Chhatra
League (BCL) Rangpur Medical College unit
were seriously injured by their rivals on the
campus on Sunday night.

The injured leaders are Kutub, organising
secretary of BCL RMC unit, and Kawsar Alam,
member of the executive committee of the unit.
They are undergoing treatment at Rangpur
Medical College Hospital.

Campus sources said some outsiders led by
Ashraful Hoque Pullock, leader of the other fac-
tion, swooped on kutub and Kawser while they
were returning to their hall from Rangpur town at

around 9:00pm. Both belong to the faction led by
BCL medical college unit President Tamim.

Protesting the attack on Kutub and Kawser,
Tamim faction staged a demonstration on the
campus yesterday. They demanded cancellation
of studentship of Pullock within the next 24 hours.
Otherwise, the faction threatened to enforce an
indefinite strike at the college from today.

Officer-in-charge of Rangpur Sadar Police
Station said a case was lodged against Pullock
and 17 others in connection with Sunday
night's attack on Kutub and Kawser.

The two BCL factions clashed on the cam-
pus on the night of December 12, leaving 20
from both sides injured.

sues 150 Shibir men

Bangladesh Chhatra
League (BCL) on Sunday
night filed a case against
150 members of Islami
Chhatra Shibir in connec-
tion with the clash that led
to the closure of
Government Azizul Haque
University College in
Bogra.

BCL convener of the col-
lege unit Abu Zafar Md
Mahmudunnabi Russell filed
the case against the Shibir
workers, including its college
unit general secretary
Mahmudul Hasan Badsha
and 52 anonymous leaders
and activists.

Following the case, police
raided college hostel and
arrested two Shibir men--
Anwarul Islam, 22, and Ismail
Hosain, 24. '

Female students left their
hostel as the college authori-
ties asked them to vacate the
dormitory by 10:00am yester-
day.

The situation remained
calm yesterday as additional
police forces were deployed
on the college campus to
avertany further trouble.

Earlier on Sunday, the
authorities closed the institu-
tion for an indefinite period
following a clash between
Shibirand BCL.

At least 18 students were
injured in the clash with two
sustaining bullet wounds.
One student was hurt as a
locally made bomb was
hurled athim.

Mahtab Uddin, secretary
of the college academic coun-
cil, said classes were sus-
pended and dormitories were

-vacated after the fight.

The academic council

however decided that the
admission process and exam-
inations under the National
University would continue,
Mahtab said.

On Sunday, the BCL and
Shibir men fell on each other
at 12:30pm and the fighting
went on for three hours. They
used sharp weapons and
sticks during the clash, wit-
nesses said.

Police rushed to the spot
and lobbed around 52 tear
gas shells to disperse them,
said Monjurul Islam, sub-
inspector of Bogra sadar
Police Station.

The injured were admitted
to Mohammad Ali Hospital
and Shaheed Ziaur Rahman
Medical College Hospital.

In back-to-back press
conferences in the evening,
both student organisations
held each other responsible,
forthe incident.
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
