Iranian nuke physicist
killed in bombing

Iran accuses US, Israel in this

connection

A nuclear physics professor at Tehran University was killed
Tuesday by a bomb-rigged motorcycle parked outside his home
inIran's capital, state media reported.

Massoud Ali Mohammadi had just left his house on his way to
workwhen the remote-controlled explosion went off, state TV said.

State media blamed the killing on the West, which islockedina
tense confrontation with Iran over its nuclear program. One news
Web site associated with a prominent member of the country's
clerical leadership singled out the United States and Israel, saying
the assassination was probably the work of an armed Iranian
opposition group under the direction of Israeli agents.

The blast shattered the windows of Mohammadi's home in
northern Tehran's Qeytariyeh neighborhood and left the pave-
ment outside smeared with blood and strewn with debris. The
semi-official ISNA news agency quoted Tehran prosecutor
Abbas Jafari Dolatabadi as confirming the killing and saying no
one has been arrested.

Neither report said whether the 50-year-old Mohammadi
was connected to Iran's nuclear program, which the West sus-
pects are aimed at developing a nuclear weapons capability.

Iran denies having any intention to produce weapons and
insists its nuclear work only has peaceful aims, such as energy
production.

A government news Web site, Borna, described Mohammadi
as a senior nuclear scientist but gave no other details.

Mohammadi was the author of several articles on quantum and
theoretical physics in scientific journals. He also was a member of
some academic associations focusing on experimental science, but
he did not appear to have any high-profile role in promoting Iran's
nuclear program.

He received his doctorate in 1992 from the Sharif University
of Technology in Tehran.

Iran's suspicions for the assassination fell on exiled opposi-
tion group the People's Mujahideen Organization of Iran and
Israeli agents, said the news Web site Tabnak. The Tabnak site is
closely associated with Mohsen Rezaei, who serves on an advi-
sory body to the country's supreme leader, Ayatollah Ali
Khamenei.

The Web site of Iran's state television declared the bombing a
"terrorist act by counter revolutionaries and elements of arro-
gance,” a reference to the United States. Security forces are
investigating, the report said.

N Korea must give

up idea of becoming

The Obama Administration has said that North
Korea should give up its ambition of becoming
a nuclear power before returning to the denu-
clearisation talks.

"The North Koreans are well aware of what
they need to do to come back to the six-party
talks in dealing with this issue, and that is give
up the idea of a nuclear state on the peninsula,
just as it agreed to do several years ago,” White
House spokesman Robert Gibbs said.

"If they are willing to live up to those obli-
gations, then we will make progress in those
talks. But thisisn't a step for us to take. This is
a step for the North Koreans to take in living
up to those obligations,” Gibbs said.

Meanwhile, South Korea and the US
rejected North Korea's proposal to start peace
talks to formally end the Korean War, with
Seoul saying Tuesday that can happen only
after the North rejoins disarmament talks and
reports progress in denuclearisation.

The North, however, said Monday that its
return to those negotiations hinges on build-
ing better relations with the United States,
including signing a peace treaty. The North

also called for the lifting of international
sanctions against it.

South Korea's defence chief repeated
yesterday his country's suspicion of such
calls from the North, which regularly pushes
for a treaty. Kim Tae-young told reporters he
will continue to try to find what the North's
true intention is behind the proposal.

Kim added that his military is ready to
deter any possible North Korean aggression,
saying the North "many times in the past
offered peace gestures with one hand while
on the other committed provocations.”

He also repeated a demand from
Washington and his own government that
any discussion of a peace treaty can only take
place after Pyongyang returns to the six-
nation nuclear negotiations that it aban-
doned last year. The allies insist that the
North take steps toward disarmament before
any concessions on sanctions or a treaty will be
made.

"I think it's an issue that we can probably
move forward with after the six-party talks are
reopened and there is progress in North
Korea's denuclearisation process,” Kim Tae-
young said.

Iraqi security forces

lock down parts
of Baghdad

Iraqi security forces locked down parts of Baghdad yesterday and
were searching neighborhoods for possible car bombs, military
officials said, in what appeared to be a wide-ranging operation across
thecity.

While there are hundreds of checkpoints throughout Baghdad,
such large-scale lockdowns and searches of neighbourhoods have
become rare since the height of the insurgency in 2006 and 2007.

The security operation comes as Iraq is preparing for crucial
nationwide parliamentary elections in March, and officials have
warned that insurgents seeking to disrupt the vote could try to
launch attacks as the vote nears.

"We imposed strict security procedures and blocked parts of
Baghdad neighbourhoods to launch search operations,” Maj
Gen Qassim al-Moussawi, the capital's top military official, told
The Associated Press by phone.

Al-Moussawi gave no details and would not comment on why
the measures were imposed or whether authorities were
responding to a specific threat, but a defence official said the
authorities had received intelligence that car bombs had possi-
bly been brought into the city. He spoke on condition of ano-
nymity because he was not authorized to speak to the press.

People in various neighbourhoods across the city said no cars
were allowed on the normally traffic-clogged streets in their
areas, and some schools were closed as part of the security
lockdown. In other areas of the city, life continued as normal.

Samir Hassan, a university student in Baghdad, said he
returned home after being told that there were no classes.

"I just arrived at the university and then they told us there are
no classes, and roads are blocked. The security situation is unsta-
ble. They told us, "You should return," so we are going home on

foot,” Hassan said.
