Engineboatcapsizes

A passenger went missing as an engine boat capsized in the
Karnaphuli River yesterday morning. Abdur Rahim, 20, a
garment worker, failed to swim ashore while others were
rescued by nearby boatmen, said officer-in-charge (OC) of
Patenga police station. Sources said the boat carrying more
than 15 passengers from Badalpur terminal under
Karnaphuli police station was crossing the river for No 14
ghat at Patenga at around 6:30am. Most of the passengers,
including workers of different garment factories at
Chittagong Export Processing Zone (CEPZA) in the city, were
coming to their workplaces.

Fugitive convictheld

Members of Rapid Action Battalion (Rab) in a drive on
Saturday arrested a fugitive convict from a bus at Sadar
upazila bus stand. Arrested Dipu Sikder, 40, hailed from the
upazila. Police said, Dipu was sentenced to 7 years impris-
onment in absentia by a court in Faridpur in a phensidyl
smuggling case recently. Acting on a tip-off, a Rab team
intercepted the bus of 'Diganta Paribahan' and arrested
him. Police said, Dipu was arrested along with phensidyl
syrup in Faridpur and a case was filed against him under
Narcotics Control Act. Later, he secured release on bail and
went into hiding.

Housewife murdered

A mother of four was beaten to death allegedly by
husband at a village in Nilphamari on Saturday night.
Locals and police said, housewife Ayesha Khatun,35,
of Kashiram Kisamat Dangi village in Saidpur upazila
could not take care of their cattle on the day as she
was not feeling well. At about 10:00 pm when her hus-
band Zahedul Islam, 43, returned home from work he
found the cattle hungry. This made him angry and at a
stage of altercation over the matter Zahedul started
beating Ayesha mercilessly. Ayesha died on the spot.
Locals caught fleeing Zahedul and handed him over to
police.

Woman killed by brother

A woman was murdered allegedly by her elder brother
on Thursday night following a quarrel over paternal
land at Elishpur village in Kalaroa upazila. Police later
arrested Al-Amin for killing Fulsurat Khatun, 27,
daughter of Nurul Amin of the village. Fulsurat was
mother of one child and had been residing at her
father's house at Elishpur after her divorce about five
years ago.

They said, Al-Amin stran-
gled her sister at dead of night.

A fisherman was killed and
two others were injured in a
clash between two rival
groups of fishermen at Baro
Sheolar Char in Sundarbans
on Friday.

The dead is Kalipada
Mondol, 42, son of
Nabokumar Mondol of
Barodal village under
Ashashuni upazila of
Satkhira district.

The injured fishermen are
Md Shahidul Hossain Fakir,
32, son of Shamsur Rahman
Fakir of Monipur village
under Ashashuni upazila,
and Nekbar Gazi, 30, son of
Omar Ali Gazi of Harihar
Nagar village under Koira
upazila of Khulna district.

Kalipada and his co-
workers went to Baro Sheolar

Char under Sharankhola
range of Sundarbans in a
trawler owned by Shamsur
Rahman Fakir on Friday
evening and were fishing
there.

When the fishermen of
another trawler owned by
Nur Islam, Hanif Sheikh,
Sohrab Gazi and Shahinur
Gazi of Pirojpur district tried
to drop fishing net on the
same spot, Kalipada and his
co-workers obstructed them.

At one stage of altercation,
the fishermen of Pirojpur
attacked Kalipada and his co-
workers with lethal weapons,
killing Kalipada on the spot
and injuring Shahidul and
Nekbar.

Body of fisherman
Kalipada brought to
Sharankhola in Bagerhat at
around 4:30am on Saturday.

The injured are undergoing
treatment at Jaigirmahal

Hospital under Koira upazila
of Khulna district.

21 shops
gutted in

Fire in Netrakona and
Noakhali on Friday and
Saturday gutted at least 21
shops.
