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Asthma causes one in
every 250 deaths

The number of child patients suffering from
asthma has been increasing gradually due to
prolonged cold weather, lack of public aware-
ness and timely preventive measures.

"Out of 250 deaths, one dies in asthma,
which is more prevalent in children than the
adults in the country,” said Assistant Professor
Dr Belal Uddin of the Pediatrics Department of
Rajshahi Medical College and Hospital.

He, however, said raising mass awareness
and proper and timely preventive measures
could manage the disease to a great extent.

Dr Belal said asthma is a chronic disease

causing considerable deaths of children and it
is common in modern metropolitan cities in
comparison to therural areas.

He said around 80 percent of the children was
infected with asthma before sixyears of age.

Certain factors are closely associated with
childhood asthma, which include the parental
history of asthma, maternal smoking - particu-
larly during pregnancy- and other disorders.

Dr Belal, however, said asthma is a chronic
disease and it should be managed at home,
excepting the acute ones.

If home management is done intelligently
and skillfully, most asthmatic patients can lead
asymptom-free normal life, he added.
