RU unit yesterday.

BCL vows to free RU
from Shibir politics

With a vow to free the campus
from Shibir politics,
Bangladesh Chhatra League
(BCL) Rajshahi University unit
held its 19th council yesterday.

Inaugurated by BCL central
committee President Mahmud
Hasan Ripon, the first session
of the council was addressed,
among others, by Rajshahi City
Mayor AHM Khairuzzaman
Liton, AL Organising Secretary
Abu Sayeed Al Mahmud
Swapan and lawmaker Khaled
Mahmud Chowdhury.
Outgoing RU BCL president
Ibrahim Hossain Moon pre-
sided.

Speakers urged the students
to stay united against the anti-
liberation forces and free

campuses from Shibir politics.
They also called upon the BCL
mern to choose young, dynamic
and meritorious students to
lead the student body.

Several thousand BCL
activists from different
schools and colleges and
adjacent districts attended the
council held on the campus.

BCL sources said the sub-

ject committee will form the

new body of RU unit in the
second session which was
going on as of filing of this
reportat 6:30pm.

Hundreds of outsider BCL
men entered the campus on
the occasion and held sepa-
rate processions in support of
the candidates for president
and secretary posts.

Sources said the candi-

dates hired outsiders form
different areas of Rajshahi city
and adjacent districts to join
their processions.

A candidate for the post of
president said he has already
spent Tk 1.5lakh for the council.

The left-leaning student
bodies alleged that BCL held
its council on the campus
defying authorities' ban on
rallies and procession.

They also critised the RU
authorities for not taking any
action against BCL. But BCL
leaders said they held the
council, taking permission
from the authorities.

Several teachers alleged
that they could not take their
scheduled classes yesterday
for BCL processions on faculty
corridors.

Housewife
injured in
fire dies

A housewife, injured in a fire
incident on January 5, died at
Sylhet Osmani Medical
College and Hospital on
Monday night, 20 days after
losing her battle for survival.

The deceased was identi-
fied as Chhaya Das, 50, wife of
Dipu Chowdhury of city's
Sobhanighat area.

Family sources said, her
sari caught fire while she was
cooking in a gas burner at
noon on January 5. She was
rushed to the hospital in criti-
cal condition.

Meanwhile, a fire at Ajmeri
slum of stone workers at Jaflong
in Goainghatupazilaon Monday
burntdown40shanties.

Locals said the fire origi-
nated from an oven in the
kitchen of a shanty at about
5:00pm and soon engulfed
adjacentones.

Arms recovered in 5 districts

Eight people have been
arrested in Satkhira,
Chapainawabganj, Benapole,
Bogra and Savar in Dhaka
alongwith arms.

Our Correspondent in
Satkhira reports: Rab yester-
day recovered nine firearms
and eight bullets and arrested
two people from Dhebukhali
areain Debhata upazila.

The arrestees are Alamgir
Hossain, son of Ruhul Amin
and Abdus Samad, son of Abu
Salek Moral of village Kalabagi
in the upazila.

The elite force seized five

country-made guns and four
pistols, 10 bullets and two
billhooks from the houses of
robber Akram of village
Kalabagi and Ziad Ali and his
son Hasan of village
Baburabad.

Acting on a tip-off, the
members of Rab-6 raided their
houses and arrested two
people with arms and ammu-
nition, according to police.

However, sensing presence
of Rab, Akram, Ziad Ali and
Hasan fled their houses.

Rab and police sources said
the arrestees are involved in
grabbing lands, looting and

snatchingin the area.

In Chapainawabganj,
police arrested one youth with
arms and ammunition at
Shantir More (intersection) in
the town.

Arrestee Shahidul Islam,
34, i1s son of Julmot Al of
Rehaichar in the municipal
area, reporis our correspon-
dent.

Police said, Shahidul and
four other youths went to
Shantir More microbus stand
at around 10;:30 am by two
motorbikes. As they were
trying to abduct micro driver
Alim from the spot, locals
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caught red-handed Shahidul
with arms but others fled the
scene.

Police rushed to the spot
and arrested him and recov-
ered one pistol and five bul-
lets from his possession.

A correspondent in
Benapole reports: An arms
peddler was arrested along
with a pistol at Goyra village
here yesterday morning.

Acting on secret informa-
tion, police searched the body
of Alamgir, 35, son of Azhar Ali
of the village and seized the
pistol.

Our Staff Correspondent in
Bogra reports: Sadar police
yesterday arrested two youths
and recovered locally made
arms from their possession.

Yakub Alj, 22, and Md Rasik
Ahmed Apon, 20, were
arrested at around 7:30 pm
from Namazgarh while they
were preparing for mugging.,

Police recovered a Chinese
machete and an 18-inch long
locally made knife from them.

In Savar, one person was
arrested along with a revolver
from Chikandia village in
Ashulia police station on
Sunday night, according to
UNB.

The arrestee was identified
as Kushum Molla of the area.

Acting on a tip-off, Rab
personnel raided the area and
arrested Kushum Molla, police
said.

As per his confession, the
elite force recovered a revolver
and four bullets from a sand-
pile in the same area.

Later, he was handed over
to police. A case was filed
under Arms Act.

10 BNP men hurt in

clashes with AL

At least 10 leaders and activ-
ists of opposition BNP were
injured in clashes with ruling
party men in Lalmonirhat
and Satkhira districts on
Tuesday.

A Correspondent from
Lalmonirhat reports: Three
people were injured on
Tuesday morning in a clash
between opposition BNP
ruling Awami League (AL) at
BDR railway gate in the town.

The AL men in a fresh
attack yesterday damaged a
nursery owned by a BNP man
at the same place.

The three injured in
Tuesday's clash are district
convener of Tarun League
Mizanur Rahman Mizan,
district Jubo Dal activist
Sanaul Miah Sana and his
younger brother Rasel Miah,
police said.

BNP and locals said,
Mizan asked Jubo Dal activist
Sana for handing over the
lease of railway land at BDR

railway gate but he refused to
do so. At this, Mizan organ-
ised a gang of 8/ 10 members
of Awami League, Chhatra
League, Jubo League and
attacked BNP activists and
damaged the nursery on
Tuesday night.

A gang of 30-35 AL men
again attacked the nursery
and fully damaged at yester-
daynoon, witnesses said.

Mizan, however, denied
the allegation and said Sana
and his gang launched attack
on him.

Our Correspondent in
Satkhira reports: At least
eight BNP leaders and activ-
ists were injured as a group of
Bangladesh Chhatra League
(BCL) attacked a meeting of
Shyamnagar upazila BNP at
its office yesterday evening.

They also damaged the
furniture oflocal BNP office.

Of the injured,
Shyamnagar Sadar union
BNP organising secretary
Khan Abdus Sabur,
Kashimari union BNP secre-

taryWaliullah Bablu, Kaikhali
union BNP president Abul
Khair, Ramzannagar union
BNP leader Abu Bakkar and
local JCD leader Mithu were
admitted to Shyamnagar
upazila health complex.

Shyamnagar JCD presi-
dent Masudul Doha alleged
that BCL leaders led by
Sayeed, Liton and Rob
attacked the BNP office for
nothing and threw stones
and brickbats at the BNP
leaders.

BCL leader Maruf said a
group of JCD leaders led by
Bhurulia union JCD presi-
dent Siddique attacked the
BCL leaders while they were
sitting in front of a shop at
Muktijoddha Road and fled
away as the BCL men chased
them.

As Siddique and others
took shelter at the BNP office
the BCL activists went there
in search of the JCD attack-
ers. He, however, said that
some outsiders pelted stones
at the office.

AL leaders
'grab’ land
in Satkhira

Local Awami League (AL)
leaders yesterday allegedly
occupied three bighas of land
owned by one Emdadul
Haque at Panchnol village in
Kalaroa upazila.

Emdad said, although it
was his ancestral property, a
case was pending with a court
at Satkhira as local AL leaders
demanded the ownership of
theland.

He said, an armed gang of
about 60 led by local AL lead-
ers of Bamankhali in Kalaroa
occupied the land and fenced
it with bamboo sticks early
morning yesterday:.

He alleged that he
informed police about the
matter but they did not take
any action against the land
grabbers as they belong to
ruling AL

Contacted, Kalaroa police
station officer-in-charge (OC)
Enamul Haque confirmed the
incident and said they took
necessary steps to avoid any
untoward incident over theland.

He, however, said police
have nothing to do at the
moment as a case has been
pending with court.
