Rice meant for FWP seized
from pvt firm: one held

Police early yesterday seized 20 tonnes of rice
meant for government Food for Works
Programme (FWP) worth Tk 4.35 lakh from
Nurjahan Agro Processing Industries Private
Limited at Bangladesh Small and Cottage
Industries Corporation (BSCIC) Industrial
Estate here.

Police also arrested a truck driver in this
connection.

On a tip-off that a truck of rice was being
unloaded at the firm from a truck at around
10:30 pm on Tuesday; a police team of Bagerhat
Sadar police station raided the firm and seized
20 tonnes of rice contained in 279 sacks. Later,
police took away the rice to Sadar police station

in two trucks early yesterday. Police also
arrested truck driver Mojahid Howlader, 32, for
carrying the rice from Burirdanga Union
Parishad (UP) chairman's house to Nurjahan
Agro Processing Indusiries Private Limited.

The Directorate of Relief and Rehabilitation
allotted the entire rice for distressed people of
Burirdanga union under Mongla upazila,
police said. But Burirdanga UP chairman
Subhas Roy illegally sold the government allot-
ted rice to one Mehedi Hasan, said an employee
of Nurjahan Agro Processing Industries Private
Ltd named Md Golam Mostafa. Earlier, Hasan
took rented a portion of the firm from its owner
who was using its other part, Mostafa said. A
case has been filed with Sadar police station
under Special Powers Act.

BCL factions clash at PSTU

Two factions of Bangladesh
Chhatra League clashed at
Patuakhali Science and
Technology University (PSTU)
on Tuesday night, leaving at
least 25 from both sides
injured.

The clashing groups also
ransacked 20 rooms at Sher-e-

Hall of the university.

Six of the injured--
Madhab, Ataur, Mithun,
Sohag, Rana and Roni-- were
admitted to the university
health centre while the rest

given first aid.

Campus sources said BCL
faction led by Shakhil chased
their rivals belonging to Jewel
group at around 11:30pm.
After a few minutes, activists
of Jewel group equipped with
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lethal weapons swooped on
Shakil's men, leading to a
fierce clash between the two
factions.

Police dispersed the sup-
porters of both factions and
brought the situation under
control ataround 12:30am.

An emergency meeting of
Provost Council held at VC's
office yesterday morning with
VC Prof Shakhawat Hossain in
the chair. A six-member body
headed by Prof Ali Akbar, dean
of computer science and engi-
neering (CSE) department, was
formed in the meeting to probe
the incident. The probe body
has been asked to submit its
report within seven days.

Expat shot dead
by robbers in
Cox's Bazar

6 gang members arrested

An expatriate was shot dead
and five of his family members
were injured by armed rob-
bers at Moghdail village under
Baro Ghop union of Kutubdia
upazila early yesterday.

Victim Selim Uddin, 35, is
son of late Abdul Munaf of the
village. He came to his
Moghdail village home from
Dubaionly 15days ago.

Police and witnesses said, a
gang of robbers numbering
about 12 broke open the door
of Selim's house at around
3:30 am and took the inmates
hostage at gunpoint.

The robbers broke an
almirah and looted Tk 1.70
lakh in cash, 40 tolas of gold
ornaments and Tk 15 lakh
valuables from there. As Selim
obstructed, robbers shot at
him resulting in his instanta-
neousdeath.

Robbers also fired gun-
shots aiming at other inmates
of the house causing their
serious injuries. The injured
are Selim’'s mother Safura
Begum, 60, his wife Noor
Nahar, 25, and three-year-old
only son Arafat Uddin, elder
sister Rehena Begum, 38, and

younger sister Minuara
Begum, 22. The injured were
admitted to Kutubdia hospital
fortreatment.

Hearing a hue and cry of
the inmates, neighbours
rushed to theirrescue. Sensing
danger, the robbers fled the
scene firing blank shots at the
villagers.

On information, Kutubdia
police reached the spot at
around 4:00 am. Police raided
Chowdhurypara village under
Ali Akbar Dail union of the
upazila and arrested six gang
members with the help of
people. Police also recovered
three locally manufactured
guns, 10 bullets and seven
sharp weapons from the
robbers.

Contacted, Kutubdia
police station OC Yusuf
Siddiqui confirmed the inci-
dent saying there are several
cases including that of rob-
bery against the arrestees with
his police station.

Later, police recovered the
body and sent it to Cox's Bazar
Sadar Hospital morgue for
autopsy.

Victim's brother-in-law
filed a murder case with
Kutubdia police station yes-
terdayafternoon.

5 get life for murder
in Habiganj

A Habiganj court yesterday
awarded life imprisonment to
five people for killing a Gram
Parishad member in 2005 at
Char Hamua under Habiganj
Sadar upazila.

Additional District and
Sessions Judge Awlad Hossain
Bhuiyan also fined them taka
5000 each in default to which
to suffer 6 months each.

The convicts are Shamim,
his father Ali Ahmed (ab-
sconding), uncle Younus Ali,
Shahjahan and Younus Ali's
son Saiful Islam of the vil-
lage.

According to prosecution,
Gram Parishad member Abdul
Quddus helped police arrest of
notorious robber Shahjahan

on December 5, 2005. As
revenge, Shahjahan 's brother
Shamim and other members
ofhis family made a plan to kill
Quddus.

On the night of December
29, 2005, they swooped on
Abdul Quddus while he was
returning home from a local
market. They hit him with a
billhook, leaving him severely
injured.

Critically injured Quddus
was rushed to the Sadar
Hospital where he died soon
after admission. Quddus's
father Abdul Mannaffiled a case
with Sadar Police Station the
following day against the five.

After investigation, police
pressed charges against the
five. The court recorded state-
ments of 15 prosecution wit-
nesses during the trial.
