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Record blizzards shut down
Washington, New York

Millions trapped in their homes

Record blizzards that dumped several feet
of snow paralysed much of the eastern
United States, trapping millions in their
homes and shutting down the federal
government for a fourth day.

Nearly 6,000 flights in airports
between Washington and New York were
cancelled at the height of the storms
Wednesday, stranding tens of thousands
of passengers and hitting journeys across
the country, officials said.

The latest snowfalls made the 2009-
2010 winter the worst on record for the UUS
capital. Conditions were so perilous that
driving was banned for several hours in
Baltimore.

The blizzards affected tens of millions
of people from the states of Virginia to
Massachusetts through Ohio and
Kentucky.

New York Mayor Michael Bloomberg

ordered schools closed for a rare "snow
day" and the United Nations headquar-
ters also closed, but the worst of the
weather was in the Washington-
Baltimore area, home to some eight mil-
lion people.

Residents had barely dug themselves
out from an avalanche of weekend snow
when fresh blizzards struck, this time
with Arctic winds of up to 88km per hour
that made even the shortest trip hazard-
ous.
"I urge all residents to heed the warn-
ings of local officials and prioritise safety
by staying off the roads unless absolutely
necessary, Department of Homeland
Security chief Janet Napolitano said.

One person was killed and another
injured in a pile-up in central
Pennsylvania that closed a major inter-
state highway for hours. Some 60 people
were hospitalised with injuries in a 50-car
pileup in Williamsburg, Virginia on

another major north-south interstate
artery.

"You will risk your life and, potentially,
the lives of others if you get stuck on
highways or any road,” warned Ed
Rendell, governor of Pennsylvania state.

The season’'s snowfall total in
Washington DC reached 54.9 inches
(139.4 centimeters), the National Weather
Service said, breaking "the previous all-
time seasonal snowfall record ... of 54.4
inches set in the winter of 1898-99." The
NWS said its weather data goes back to
1884.

Residents in Maryland and Virginia
and the US capital faced more long days
trying to entertain stir-crazy kids, some
families still battling without power
almost a week after the first storm bar-
relled in.

"It's not easy to be cooped up inside
with children,” Virginia resident Maria

Opposition leaders attacked
as Iran marks revolution day

Iranian opposition leaders Mohammad Khatami and Mehdi
Karroubiwere attacked and their supporters clashed with police
during marches marking the Islamic revolution yesterday, an
opposition website and Karroubi's son said.

The cars of the leaders came under attack by police and plain-
clothes security men but neither was hurt, website Rahesabz
and Karroubi's son Hossein said.

Rahesabz said police had used teargas at crowds of opposi-
tion supporters at Sadeghieh square. The reports could not
independently be confirmed as the foreign media has been
barred from covering the street marches.

Rahesabz also reported that ex-president Khatami's brother
Mohammad Reza and his wife Zahra Eshraghi were briefly
arrested by security forces but later released.

Hossein Karroubi told AFP that his father was "not injured
buthis guards who were accompanying him were."

"They (police and plainclothes men) fired tear gas and were
brandishing knives when they clashed with our supporters”
before the cleric reached western Tehran's Sadeghieh square

from where hewas supposed to join the marches.
Karroubi's other son Aliwas also arrested, Hossein said.

EU parliament blocks key
EU-US security data deal

EU lawmakers yesterday blocked a key agreement allowing US
authorities to use data about Europeans for terrorist inquiries and
Britain slammed themove as a serious setback.

Some 378 lawmakers voted against a deal to allow information to
be lifted from the interbank transfer system SWIFT to help track
suspectfinances, with 196 in support. There were 31 abstentions.

The conservative bloc, the biggest in the parliament, moved to
delay the vote until next month -- a stance backed by EU nations
and the European Commission -- but deputies rejected any post-
ponement.

"The majority view in the European parliament is that the cor-
rect balance between security, on the one hand, and the protection
of civil liberties and fundamental rights, on the other, has not been
achieved," parliament President Jerzy Buzek said.

The assembly's primary concern is that personal information,
possibly including data from electronic bank payments, could be
transferred to US authorities and handed on to other governments.

Lawmakers also fear the nine month deal - - which entered force
last week before the assembly could vote on it -- could set a prece-
dent and tie EU hands in future talks, as a long-terin agreement
mustsoon bedrafted.

"By withholding our consent on the interim agreement the
security of European citizens is not being compromised,” Liberal
lawmaker Jeanine Hennis-Plasshaert, the assembly's rapporteur
ontheissue, said in an emotional address.

"If the US administration would propose to the US Congress
something equivalent to this, to transfer in bulk bank data of
American citizens to a foreign power we all know what the US
Congresswould say, don'twe?"
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
