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China keen to construct
bridge over Jamuna

Ambassador tells prime minister

China is eager to construct a bridge over
the mighty river Jamuna at Balashi Ghat
point in Gaibandha to further facilitate
the communications system of
Bangladesh.

Apart from this, China also has
expressed its eagerness to build a per-
manent structure for the Dhaka
International Trade Fair with under-
ground car parking facilities at Sher-e-
Bangla Nagar in the city.

The assurance came when Chinese
Ambassador to Bangladesh Zhang Xian
Yi called on Prime Minister Sheikh
Hasina at her official residence Jamuna
inthe city onTuesday evening.

After the meeting, Deputy Press
Secretary to the Prime Minister M Nazrul
Islam briefed the newsmen.

During the meeting, Yi said his gov-
ernment would take joint initiatives with
Petrobangla of Bangladesh for explora-

tion of hydrocarbon.

Besides, he also assured Hasina of
providing technical support for the
agriculture sector, including innovating
highbred seeds, for further increasing
the rice production to ensure the food
security of Bangladesh.

In this context, he also assured
Bangladesh of providing agricultural
equipment and support for the food
processing sector.

During the meeting, Hasina proposed
the Chinese government for taking a tri-
partite initiative involving Bangladesh,
China and Myanmar for producing ferti-
liser and power using gas in Myanmar for
the benefit of the peoples of three coun-
tries.

Regarding the proposed deep sea
port, she said both China and
Bangladesh could be benefited by using
the port in future that would help reduce
distance of China in transporting goods
significantly.

Besides, the entire gamut of bilateral
and regional issues, including the PM's
upcoming visit to China from March 17
to 21, came up for the discussion promi-
nently.

Describing China as a trusted friend
of Bangladesh, Hasina expressed her
hope that the relations between the two
countries would be further consolidated
inthe days to come.

In this context, she said the Chinese
contribution to the Bangladesh's devel-
opment efforts is immense and that
cooperation would be expanded in
future as mark of mutual friendship of
the two people.

Foreign Minister Dr Dipu Moni,
Ambassador At-Large M Ziauddin,
Secretary to the Prime Minister's
Office Molla Waheeduzzaman and
Special Assistant to the Prime
Minister Abdus Sobhan Golap were
present on the occasion.

One-third patients of
Bangladesh have been suf-
fering from lung diseases,
including lung cancer, tuber-
culosis and asthma, said
health experts at a scientific
seminar yesterday.

Al least 70 lakh people
have been suffering from
Asthma while 3 lakh people
are newly diagnosed with
tuberculosis every year and
70,000 die of the disease,
theyadded.

Even 20 percent of the
patients, who seek treatment
at the medicine department
of medical colleges, come
with different types of chest

severity of chest diseases in
the country.

The experts said this at
the annual general meeting
and scientific seminar of
Chest and Heart Association
of Bangladesh organised at
Bangladesh College of
Physicians and Surgeons in
the city.

President of the associa-
tion Prof Mirza Mohammad
Hiron said air pollution
causes various types of dis-
eases that finally lead to
deaths of 25,000 people per
year.

He further said that a total
of 47 posts for respiratory
medicine have been created

But unfortunately, he
failed to set up a respiratory
medicine department at
National Institute of
Diseases of Chest and
Hospital for lack of coopera-
tion from various sectors,
Prof Hiron added.

The experts also said that
the non-communicable
diseases like heart and chest
diseases, cancer and diabe-
tes are on the rise for lack of
awareness.

For a resource-constraint
country like Bangladesh, it is
difficult to ensure treatment
for all the patients by increas-
ing health facilities, rather
steps should be taken to pre-

Speaking as the chief
guest, State Minister for
Health Mozibur Rahman
Fakir said the government
has taken steps to increase
the facilities for specialised
treatment of heart and chest
diseases.
