Countries will have to make
far greater cuts in greenhouse
as emissions if the world is to
mit the rise in global temper-
atures to two de s Celsius
or less, the UN has warned.
Commitments made since
December's Copenhagen
climate conference have been
insufficient, the United
Nations Environment

Programme (Unep) said in a

report at its annual meeting on
the Indonesian island of Bali.

"No one should assume
that the pledges will be
enough,” Unep director
Adrian Steiner said.

"Countries will have to be
far more ambitious in cutting
greenhouse gas emissions if
the world is to curb a rise in
global temperature.”

The Copenhagen summit
struck a last-minute compro-
mise that set a goal of limiting
warming to two degrees
Celsius (3.6 degrees
Fahrenheit) and pledged a total
of nearly 30 billion dollars in
aid to poor countries by 2012.

Taliban behead 3 'US spies’, gas explosion kills 4 brothers

A US drone missile strike targeting a militant
compound killed six insurgents yesterday in
Pakistan's northwest tribal belt near the Afghan
border, security officials said.

The attack happened in the Dandey Darpa
Khel area of North Waziristan, a militant strong-
hold in the rugged tribal region, Pakistani
officials said.

"The US drones fired three missiles, six
militants were killed. A vehicle was also
destroyed,” said a security official in Peshawar
city.

"It hita compound, the death toll may rise."

An intelligence official in the main district
town of Miranshah confirmed the strike, but
gave the death toll as "at least five".

Four young brothers, whom Pakistan police
said were killed in a Taliban rocket attack, actu-
ally died in a gas explosion at their home in the
northwest city of Peshawar.

"First we received a report of rocket attack
but now it has been confirmed that it was an
accidental blast caused by gas leakage,” city
police chief Liaquat Ali told AFP, reversing his
initial statement.

"The victims were all brothers, the eldest

being 17 years old and the youngest was four,”
he added.

On the edge of Pakistan's tribal belt border-
ing Afghanistan, the city of 2.5 million has been
hit hard by bomb attacks blamed on Taliban
and al-Qaeda-linked militants.

"This was not a rocket attack. According to
our final findings a gas leakage caused the
explosion and killed the four brothers,”
Tanweer Ahmad, local chief of the bomb dis-
posal squad in Peshawar told AFP by telephone.

Earlier Taliban militants have beheaded
three men including two Afghans in Pakistan's
lawless northwest tribal belt, accusing them of
spying for the United States, officials said
Wednesday.

The headless bodies were found dumped by
the roadside in the Mir Ali area of the tribal
North Waziristan district, which borders
Afghanistan, local police officer Muneer
Zaman said.

"Their throats were cut last night and the
bodies were dumped early Wednesday,” he told
AFP from the region's main town Miranshah.

A note placed near the bodies said the men
were beheaded because "they were US spies --
anybody found engaged in espionage will meet
thesame fate”.

A Turkish court vyesterday
formally charged and ordered
jailed seven senior Turkish
military officers for allegedly
plotting to overthrow the
Islamic-leaning government.

Prosecutors were question-
ing several other high-ranking
officers, including former
chiefs of the Navy, Air Force
and Special Forces.

About 50 commanders
were detained Monday in the
highest profile crackdown
ever on the military after
wiretap evidence and the
discovery of alleged military
plans drafted in 2003 to over-
throw the government. The
Turkish military has ousted
four governments since 1960.

The crackdown dramatically
escalated tensions between
Turkey's military-backed secu-
lar establishment and Prime
Minister Recep Tayyip Erdogan,
whose government has strong
electoral backing.

Karzai takes control of

election watchdog

President Hamid Karzai has changed a law to give himself
control of the Electoral Complaints Commission (ECC), a body

that threw out more than half a million votes cast for him in last

year's fraud-tainted polls.

The amendment allows Karzai to appoint all five members of

the ECC, whereas under the previous law, three members were
appointed by the UN Assistance Mission in Afghanistan.

Former senior UN official in Afghanistan Peter Galbraith said
the West should withhold the cash necessary to bankroll future

elections until the ECC isreinstated to its original

make-up.

The international community "should insist there should be a

truly independent election commission, not one appointed by

him", Galbraith, who resigned over last year's fraudulent poll, told

the BBC.

Japan offers to enrich
uranium for Iran

Japan has offered to enrich
uranium for Iran to allow the
Islamic republic access to
nuclear power while allaying
international fears it might be
seeking an atomic weapon,
according to a report yesterday.

Tehran has not yet given a
concrete response to the UUS-
backed proposal, which was
made when Iran's top nuclear
negotiator Saeed Jalili visited
Tokyo in December, the Nikkei
business daily said.

Japan's Foreign Minister
Katsuya Okada on Wednesday
held talks with Iran's visiting

parliamentary speaker Ali
Larijani. But in a press briefing
afterwards, Japanese officials
neither confirmed nor denied
the Nikkei report.

Okada told his guest that
"Japan strongly hopes Iran's
nuclear issue will be resolved
peacefully and diplomatically
.. and that Iran considers a
related UN Security Council
resolution seriously”, a for-
eign ministry spokesman said.

The United States and
European powers suspect
Iran is enriching uranium to
make nuclear weapons under
cover of its civilian ene
programme, a charge Tehran
denies.
